This will aCknonledge your letter of July 25th, 
e.sking i7het credit you hnve been sllo\>ted on your promiseory 
note. To tell the truth I have not been able to construe 
this transaction for income ta"t purposes. I shall set out the 
f'acts end you may make your own deductions as to what the 
situation shows. 

You will remember that our sal.e price to you and 
l~r. Stern was $6001 000 even. You then asked me what r.ould 
become of' your note in the principal sum of $85,000 and wished 
to knorr how it could be taken care or in the transaction. I 
suggested that you add it to the purchase price, informing ~r. 
Stern of course, and when that purchase price had been pertiElly 
or wholly paid we would make the proper endorsements upon your 
note; upon the .final payment being made you were to receive it 
back cancelled, partis.l. payments in proportion. It amounts, of 
course, to n commission to you of $100,000, ~bich is the value 
of yo· r note in cormection wi. th the trans •ction. 

In making our own income tax return, upon the con-
clusio~ of the deal, I shall return it as hnving received 
$7001 0001 less a commission of $100,000 to you, for that, of' 
course, reflects the real transaction.
