Dear Dr . Hitchings: 

September 25, 1951 

Dr. Novick told me of the conversation which he had with you, and 

that you were kind enough to offer to send us various monomethylxanthines. 

Our glass shop is now building a small chemostat that will permit 

us to test for mutagenic action a minimum of 50 milligrams of any one chemi-

cal , and we would very much appreciate your sending us 50 milligrams of 

those monomethylxanthines of which you have such amounts available. Of 

those of which you can spare 100 milligrams we would be very grateful to 

have this somewhat larger amount. 

I am enclosing a manuscript of a paper which wa.s presented at the 

Cold Spring Harbor Symposium on Genetics and which will appear in this 

year's volume of the Symposium. As you will see, our results so far do not 

add up to an intelligible picture, but we shall continue to accumulate further 

data in the hope that later on the results will begin to make sense.
