I am distressed, as are so many others, a bout the acute danger 

of war that has ar i sen in the Formo sa Straits and I am writing to you 

to draw your attention to one particular aspect of this situation. 

American public o pinion appears to be a major factor in this 

crisis. The public is split. There are those who press for United 

States intervent1on over Q.uemoy and rv:atsu, and their most important 

ar gument is that these isl ands may be taken by the Chinese mainly 

as a stepping stone in the conquest of Formosa. There are others 

who oppose such inte rve n tion and no one can forsee at this time which 

of these two group s will prevai l. 

The situation that confronts us at present is unsatisfactory in 

two respects. I f fi ghting breaks out over Quemoy or Matsu and if 

America intervenes we may have a major war. If on the other hand 

America backs down now, the loss of the off-shore islands will lead 

to a public outcry that America has retreated once more in the Far 

East. As a result there is bound to be a hardening of America's 

position on the problem of Formosa. Even though the Formosa problem 

may no t be ne gotiable today, it is imperative that the door be kept 

open for a later re gulation o f t he status of :?ormosa. 

How can the world escap e from this dilennna? It seems that there 

are no direct ne gotiations in progress at present between China and 

America; hence we must ask ours e lves is there any unilateral action 

which either China or &~eric a could take that would decisevely improve 

the situation. 

One thought occurred t o me i n this respect which I wish to present 

to you for what it is worth: Su ppose the Indian government (tog ether 
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perhap s with some of the other Asian gove rnments who recognize the 

le gal and moral right of China to the off -shore islands) were able 

to declare that they have received from China the assurance that if 

t he off-shore islands were evacuated by the Nationalists, China would 

leave them unoccupi ed for a s pecified pe riod of time. There would 

be the presumption that the civilian population would be evacuated 

fr om these islands. \Vhat the ''specified period of time" ought to be 

I cannot say, but it is clear that t he longer this period, the stronger 

would be the impact of the declaration. 

It seems certain that the American public would strongly respond 

to such a clear indication that China places a high value on the 

preservation o f pe a ce . The ar gument that China covets these islands 

merely as a steppi n g stone in the con ques t of Formosa would become 

invalid. Of course there will be t h ose who will say that China would 

violate its pledge. But no one in his ri ght senses will believe that 

China would make such a pledge to its closest friends in Asia and 

then break faith with them by violating the pledge. I believe the 

.1.merican pu blic woul d be profoundly a f fected by such a declaration 

and would respond in a sane an d h e althy manner. 

I cannot state with e qual a ssurance whether the American govern­

ment would ask the Nationalists to evacuate the off-shore islands or 

whether the Nationalists woul d accede to such a request if it were 

made. But it stands to reason that in these circumstances if the 

islands are not evacuated and if fi ~hting bre~ks out over them, it 

would be much less likely that America would intervene or that the 

people would re gard the loss of t h ese islands as another American 

retreat. A hardening of t he American position on the Formosa problem 

would thus be avoided. 

I wonder what you mi ght thi nk of the thought here presented.

Re felt that the policy ot "no speak" J 

which so~ehow became established in American-Chinese relations~was 

creat ing a difficult andpotentially dang,erous situation. Yet he 

thought tha't, even i n t he absens e of De p;otiations, the danger ot 

war could perhaps be lessene d t1lrough some unilateral steps that 

either America or China mi ght take . Are there any such unilateral 

steps that could greatly reduce the danger of war? 

Einstein, who knew Mr. Nehru personally and held him in high regard, 
' I 

wanted to send to Mr. Nehru a document analyzing some steps that 

even in t he absense of ne gotiations~China might take and in doing 

so pe~haps ereatly re duce t he danger of war in the Formosa Straits. 

I nrepared such a document after seve r al discussions that we had on 

the subject. Einstein sent it on to Hr. Nehru in the hope that the 

Band~g Conference would afford an onuortunity to Mr. Nehru for dls­

cussitig it with the Chinese.
