I have before me your coJDDlUnication ot the 1st instant. You state thnt the Sen 
Diego Athletic Club was organized under the provisions or Title 12, Part 4, 
Division let of the Civil Code ot this State and you ask 'IllY' opinion as to tbe 
liability' or mem:bers thereof to pay debts ot the club. You also ask if they can 
be required to pay aesessments ·or whether thB,Y mny escape their responaibilit,y 
by gi v1ng up their membership in ° the club. 

The title ot the Civil ·code to which you refer embraces sections 595 to 606 ot 
that Code. The title deals with the incorporation of religious, social end bene-
volent corporations. 

In that title there are two sections each numbered 595. The first of those 
sections provides that any number of persons, as~oci_ated together for any le.wfu1 
purpose other than p/ecunie.ry prof! t, may incorporate their said association as 
provided in that title. The second ot those sections provides that any number 
of persons, associated together for any purpose where peaaniar,y profit is not their 
object and for which individuals may lawfully associate themselves, ma7, in 
accordance with the rules, regulations or discipline of the association, elect · 
directors, the number thereof' to be not less then three or more than thirty-one,and 
may incorporate themselves as provided in that title •. 

Section 5 of Article XII o£ the C0nstitution.of this State provides that each stock-
holder ot a corporation, or joint stock association, shall be individually- and 
personally liable for such proportion ot all its debts and l.iabili ties contracted. or 
incurred during the time he was a stockholder as the amount of stock or sheres ~wned 
by' him bears to the whole of the subscribed · cap~tal ~tock or shares of th~ corP?rat!on 
or association. Section 4 or the same article provides that the term 0 corpore.tions as 
used in that article shall be construed to include all associations and joint stock 
companies having an1 or the powers or privileges of corporations not pos~ess:a ~ 
individuals or partnerships. In addition thereto it is provided in section .:>22 or 
the Civil Code that !n a corporation having no capital stock each member~ is . 
indivi~ and personal!~ liable ~or an equal share or its debtsoand linbilit1es, 
qnd simi] sr actions may be brought against him, either el one or jointly with other 
members, to enforce such llabill ty as by that section may 'be brought against one or 
more stockholders, and simiJer judgments may be rendered. Theretofore in that 
section there is a provision similar to that contained in section5 of Article XII or 
the Constitution and a further ·provision that the liability of each stockholder is 
determined tv the ,amount or stock or shares owned by him at the time the debt or 
liabili't7 was incurred and such liability is not released by any subsequent transfer 
ot stoCk. The section contains a farther provision for the institution or suits by 
8D7 creditor of the corporation against the stockholders. 

· Under these proVisions it would appear that the mEUabers or the Athletic Club are 
individuell~ liable tor their proportion or the debts and liabilities of the elub 
contracted while thqlllre members or such club; and it would farther &ppear that 
the7 cannot escape the liabili v by giving up their membership in the club. They-
would 0 ne>t, however, apparan~ be liable £or 8117 indebtedness ~curred after they 
ceased to be members of the club. 



It is proVided under section 599 of the Civil ·Code that such corporations mq, 
either in their by-laws, ordinances, consti~ons or artic~es ot · incorpora~ionl 
provide for the fees ,of admission snd dues to be paid to their treasurer by-
members; for the expulsion and suspension ot members tor misconduct and non-peyment of 
dues, also for restoration to meQ.bership; for; contract:tns, securing and 11m1t1ng 
the amount of their ·in!lebtedness; and tor other regulations aot repugnant to the 
Constitution or laws of the State and consonant w1 th the objects of the corpora-
tion. 

Under these provisions it would appear that each of the members· is liable for the . 
ampunt of e:ny assessment regular:cy levied upon him br the club or 1 ts dttq 
oonsti tuted otfieers and t)lat such member JIJB.Y' not escape responsibili v therefor 
by giving up his membership in the club.
