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CALIFORNIA REHABILITATION CENTER 
GUIDELINES FOR GROUP PARTICIPATION 

• ■ ! - 	 - . 	 . . . 	 . 
Resident/Inmate self-help groups are initiated, orgainized and conducted by 
the Residents/Inmates themselves. The groups give the „Resident/Inmate the 
opportunity to express himself in the particular area of his own interest. . 
The group enlists the help of a staff Member to work with them in maintaininc 
an orderly functioning group. 

The Department of Corrections realizes the benefits derived from a liberal 
visiting program between the Resident/Inmate self-help groups and the outside 
•community. This contact with visitors to the group's contributes much to the 
Residents/Inmates adjustment in the free community when he is released from 
the correctional facility. 

It is our intention to provide a program of this nature. Our success is 
based on staff Resident/Inmate & visitors understanding & cooperation. For 
these reasons the following guidelines have been established to make your 
visit with our groups a more productive & beneficial experience for all. 

I. Guests will not be allowed in any group meeting unless a sponsor or 
staff_member is present. There are only 10 'outside guests allowed 

at any one meeting. 	 !' 

2. Parolees desiring to attend a group activity or meeting must have 
been on parole at least six months with a good adjustment record. 
A parolee must also have prior approval of his Parole Agent in writ-
ing directed to the Superintendent in order to visit the institution. 
A person on discharge status must also have prior approval of the 
-Superintendent to visit the institution. 

3. Family or friends of individual Resident/Inmate members of a group 
will not be allowed to attend the same group. 

'4. It is important that you understand that no rhetoric inciting people 
to violence in pursuit of group objectives is allowed & will be 
reason for suspension of your visiting privileges. 

5. Any. introduction of written material to the group must have prior 
-.approval by the institutional Group Sponsor &/or the Associate 
Superintendent of Program & Community Services. 

6. An application for visiting to the group must be completed & approved 
prior to your visit to the institution as well as a signed Digest 
of Laws. 

7. The Resident/Inmate self-help groups are not allowed to solicit for 
:visitors money or equipment. However they can receive donations. 
Donations of money should be in check or money order made payable 
to the group & either given or mailed to the Group Sponsor for 
deposit to the institutional groups trust account. An outside croup 
.or individual may make a donation of equipment to a group, however, 
prior to such a donation, a letter of donation must be submitted to 
the Superintendent for his approval. 

S. No refreshments of any kind can be brought into a group meeting.

THE CHICANO PINTO CENTER: 

Chicano Pintos ' is a program for ex-offenders. The center 
has organizations in Oceanside, Escondido, and San Diego. Their 
principle is to work with men and women incarcerated in Federal 
State, and County instituions. Their concern is to help LA RAZA 
in every way they can,upon realease. 
The center helps Chicanos in obtaining employment and teaches 
basic skills in job applications, resumes and interviewing 
teckniques. They refer Chicanos to the best Community resources 
and helps in placing the Carnal in the proper direction. 

If a carnal is interested in Post-secondary education, he will 
be refer to the proper conexiones. If he is interested in a trade 
the same will be excercise and financial assistance w ill be given. 
Statistics show that 85% of all Pintos seeking the center's pro-
grams have been helped in more than one way. 

The organization also helps with emergency food,clothing, 
housing and legal assistance.If an inmate family needs transporta-
tion the Center will also help transport the family to and from 
the institution. 

For any further questions and assistance you need in regards 
to the above, please don't hesitate in contacting the M.A.Y.O 
office. 

MATERIAL FOR THE CHICANO CULTURE 

If you are interested in knowing more about your culture, you 
may obtain all the necessary material in the library. Learn about 
the Chicano history and identity. 	They have books in the lib- 
rary that are just collecting dust. These books are there for our 
use. And if you are looking for a particular book concerning cert-
ain subjects and can't find it, notify the library personnel and 
they will do all they can to obtain it. They are willing to order 
books if necessary and if an interest 	shown by the residents 
towards Chicano culture and history; the Librarian is willing to 
speak to his boss about ordering additional ones.
