We do not give complete details for the
construction of the pool, and merely pass on the plan which
you submit, to -see whether or not the regulations are
complied with.

To locate a swimming pool 200 ft. from the Cuyamaca
Reservoir is somewhat of a difficult problem. I would

think that, if you install & circulating system, you will
have a far better oppor'hmity to protect,the water supply.

I will be pleased to review yonr plans when you have them
ready.
