I have now a Russian translation of the "History of the World 

from 1960 to 1985"· It would take about £6r:ty-f1ve minutes to read the 

first half of the story, which shows bow in time the so-called atomic 

stalemate becomes unstable an~ forces the acceptance of disarmament on the 

reluctant nations. It is this part of the story that discusses certain 

aspects of the stalemate baaed on long-range rockets, which apparently 

is not at this time properly understood by either the Government of the 

Soviet Union or the Government of the United States. 

Should it so happen that there is a gap in the engagements of the 

Chairman and that he would like to have hia"interpreter read him this story in 

my presence so that he can interrupt the reading and ask me why I am saying what 

I am saying, I should be very grateful to you if you would 'Jall me over the 

telephone. I shall be available at very short notice. 

I realise that such a conversation might be difficult to arrange at this 

time and that it may have to wait until I g o to Moscow to attend the conference 

that is being arranged.
