The main objective of the patrol was to 
construct part of the KOHISO-HAPAN road. 400.00 was 
made available, and this was expended within a month . 

The patrol was camped for a month at GAGAN in 
the SOLOS, in the centre of BUKA ISLAND. The area is slightly 
undulating, with a gradual descent from the escarpment on the 
East Coast to the land at sea level at BEI and PAN on the 
West Coast. Vegetation is typically tropical - dense and lush. 
The days are humid, but nights in this part of BUKA are 
gene~ally refreshingli ~ool. The area would receive 
approximately 1 ~0 inches of r ain per annum.

OBSERVATro ·s AJD COl- NTS. 

It was intended t o return to t he same village 
as the patrol was camped last year, KOHISO. Ho1ever, the 
rest house and quarters for accompanying patrol personnel 
were in a bad state of repair. The patrol was met by 
nobody on arrival at KOHISO, desoite the fact that they 
had been informed previously of the proposed patrol. Most 
of the vlllage turned out to view the patrol from a 
respectful distance after its arrival. A few questions thRt 
were put to the village people were met by a stony s!1ence. 
The patrol then went back to GAGAN village wbere it was well 
received t hroughout its sojourn there. 

VILLAGES: 

(i) The standa d of hous ng at GAGAN was quite 
good. The majority of houses were constructed on piles, 
varying in height from three to s even feet. The walls of 
these houses were covered with planks, hewn from bush timber. 
Likewise the flooring. The r oof was covered with the palms 
ot the sago tree, commonly kno~m as Saks ak . These palms are 
stitched together into approx. 10 1 lengths and a!x>,,t '-' in 
width. Saksak has a life expectancy of around fo1 r years 
befo~e it start• to rot. 

Ground dwellings, built on the same l ~nes as 
above, seemed to be preferred by the senior residents. 

(ii) The site was situated on well drai ed growid, 
and has a large tidal river a few hundred yards distant. 

(iii) There are four 1,000 gallon water tanks, 
supplied by the council. Unfortunately, guttering carrying 
water to two of these tanks is in need of repair, and 
conse uently these tanks never filled properly during a 
rainstorm and were always running dry. Many village p~onle 
had constructed their own wate~ catchmPnt area with 44 gallon 
drums as storage tanks. 

(iv) The village sitd was clean. However '"'1.gs 
were allowed to wander round the village at leisure. ,' erv 
few pPople had tak~n the trouble to erect a fenced enclosiu.'e 
for their pigs. A few cattle were at large in the village too. 
Some goats, which when I f'irs"t a:t"'rived, '.lere allowed complete 
freedom or movement, were tethered to coconut trees after a 
complaint by the mission that these animals were devouring all 
vegetation in s1ght.

OUTLINE OF t:O.LITICAL S_ITUa_TION: 

The OLUS area comes under the jurisdiction of 
the BUKA Multi-racial Local Gove,..nment Council. There are 
Councillors at HAPAN, KOHISO, GAGAN, BEIKUT, and KOHINO. 
Only councillors at HAP.dN, KOHISO and GAGAN were seen, and 
then only at brief intervals. None of thesP. were imp essive 
by any standards, and at the monthly general meeting of t he 
council in December, two of these con.ncilloT'S never opened 
their mouths throughout the ntire meetin~. 

Cargo cultism appears to be simmering again at 
KOHISO, acco~ding to the casual statements given by som~ 
men from GAGAN village, wh~re the p'l trol ··ras camp~d. The 
state of the village certa 1 nly siiggested that sometfi ing was 
amiss. Some o .t· the honses had been left to decay, and g ass 
around the village was badly in need of ~ i tting. Last year 
when I camped at KOHISO, this was a very tidy village. ~~#ever, 
they meet their obligation to cut the raJs on the SOLUS road 
at regular intervals. This is one of the best kep~ stretches 
of road in the entire Buka ro~d system. 

~GRIQUL_'.rUR~: 

The variety of food available tn this area is 
similar to that of many are s in the TerritoT'y. ThP ubiquitous 
sweet potatoe is the mainstay in th~ir paltry diet. Thi~ is 
supplemented on occasions by ttnned meat or fish and ot ~r fresh 
vegetables which are ha~vested from time to t me 5n their 
gardens. 

There is not a great sur lus of fresh f~od. Every 
week at KOHISO on the GAGAN river, a mark t is held (usuAlly 
mld-week). Peoples from the le t coast and Islands r.ome up 
by canoe, and fresh vegetables, etc, are exchanged for smoked 
and fresh fish. This is a direct exchange, no money transacti~n 
is involved. 

However, every fortn1~ht s0me P ople manage to get 
traJsport t~ Buka Passage, and food sold in this way is don~ so 
on a monetary b~sis. 

Coconuts and cacao are the only cash crt·""·S in the 
Solus. lanting is done on a communal and an individual 
basis. Crops are ma~k ted throu~h a rece tly initiated society 
called "Hapaso" (a conden a tion of the villages Ha pan and Sol us) ·· 
This society has its own 'T' number, and crops are shipped to 
CMB, Raba•l. Some p ople still ref;r to sell d1rect to the 
Chinese whc ccllect their p~oduce in situ. Y0netary returus 
from this source are not as lucrative as the snciety. The 
Advantage of trading thro11gh the society was pointed 011t to 
tho e who sol~ to the Chinese .

MST HOUSES: 

The patrol rel..ained at the rest hc~nse at GAGAN 
throughout its sojourn in the SOLUS. 

The rest house was w~ll construc~ed. The framework 
was of sawn timber, covered with bush t~mber (wall -Uld 
flooring), and corrugated iron for the roof. The ells of' the 
two rooms insine the rest house wer covered w1th masonite. 
The house was adequate for two men w th ~atrol gear. .p cooking 
or washing facilities were p,.ov1.d d fot-. The f'ormer was 
overcume by using para! ,'in stovss and the l eLtter by mak'L g use 
or a tiaal (fresh water) river about five mlnutcs walk away. 

There is a hospital at GAGAN whi 1ch serves the needs 
of the Solus people. It is started by e. Ca'tholic Sistttr,. who 
has a double certificate, £:.n indigenous nurse f'ros Bougainville 
(Teop), who was trained at Tearouki c.M., in infant w•ltare 
and midwifery, and a local man, wno adJnini ters first aid. 

The hospital is div!ded into fonr sectivnss-

EDU CAT I 0 N.: 

Cathol!c :Mission schools cover the Solus area. 
Schools are situated at GAGAN, HAPAN, BEIKUT and KOHINO, the 
l~tter three being village schools. 

At GAGAN there were 2~2 pupils this year being 
inatructed from Standard I to V. Numbers of pupils and 
standards at other villages are as tollowsa-

Ha~tin - 50 ~u~ils, Standards I - III~ 

Beikut - 38 pupils, Standards I - III; and 
Kohino - 69 pupils, St ,ndards I - III. 

There will be a standard VI commencing at GAGAN 
next year. 

All teachers were indigenou3, except the Catl.tolic 
sister at GAGAN.

ROAD~ AND BRIDGES: 

In 1964, PWD built an allveather coronou~ road trow 
LOHBHAN, on the East Coast or BUKA, to KOHISO, on the GAGAN river. 
This r"ad serves the villages or Telatu, Kohino, Nar:an, Be1kut, 
Gagan and Kohiso. Also in 1964, a wooden bridge wa~ built 
spanning the Gagan river at Kohiso. Hapan was thus •the only 
village not served by an all weather road. ; 

In 1966, voluntary construction or a roa~ to Ha~AD 
was initiated by Fr. LUEKEN at GAGAN Mission. The ~~thor or this 
report snent nearly sic weeks in October/November ol last 7ear 
1n the constructlon of part or this road. It was h.Jped to 
complete construction ot this road to Hapan on this: patrol; 
however, ;1 paucity of stockpiled coronous necessitated the 
em:ployment of a larger than usual labo11r force, vi t:P the result 
that tunds were expended in a relatively sho~t timei Hence 
cnmpleteion or this section or road fell short of i ·1;s target by 
abont 1/, e;t a mile. A rttrther allocat.ion or ;oo.oo should see 
the completion of this road. A 

The villagers ot HAPAN and BEI are both involved in 
the construction or~ road from P.APAN to BEI. This i road 1s still 
in the early st--ees of construct:i.on - a uitable tr ' ek haa not 
be'3n completely clt;!.red yet. This work is being do~1e voluntaril7 • . 

The Councillor or HAPAN requested Governilent super­
vision ana finance when a roadway is eventually cle:tre~. When 
completed, this road would link Ea t and \ic'st Coa!&t~ •

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The bridge at KOHISO was inspected and round to 
be in order. The awning, hi h once protected the timber 
decking from the mal efr.ects of rain, had been dismantled 
as a major part of it had rotted. 

MISSIONS: 

A Roman Catholic Mi!ision ~s ~ituated at GAGAN. This 
is the only 1-eligious denomination in the SOLUS. Fr. Lueken is 
the priest in charge and has been at GAGAN approx. r1rteen 
years. He is liked by the locals for his industry and sense 
ot humour. 

The Mission al~o has a complement of two European 
sisters, one acting in the capacity of a N°'.irse, the other a 
teacher. 

Church services are held twice daily, including 
Sundays. Weekday ser~ces are attended by GAGAN people only, 
however, on Sundays, people flock to Church !rom suieroun41DI 
villages. 

The locals are ably assjsted by Fr. Lueken in their 
eco~omic ventures, primarily copra and cacao.

concerning Local Goverr.ment, as have two Buk:a Local G~ve~­
ment Coun;illore on another occasion. In adfiti o~ to th1 , 
individu&J.8 !rom Nissan have attended Council meetings at 
Hutjena. However, the majority are still not in favour of 
a Local Government Council being established in Nissan and 
Pinipel. The only people in favour of same are the peoples 
ot BJLIL, TAN.A.HERON, TERO.A.TAP and YOTCHIBOL. 

The reasons given by those not in favour of a 
counoil included: 
a) they did not w1 ah to pay tax as they eaid they had 

difficulty in paying school tees and, 
b) in addition to a), others stated they Q~. d not compre­

hend the mechanics of local governmerLt. 
The latter can be overcome quite easily. In the 

former case, af't~r consultation with Sister ary Hubert of 
the Tungol Mission, it was found that all parenta of child­
ren attending school had paid their school fees for the 
year. 

A perusal os some C.M.B. balance sheets of indiv­
idual.a with ·~· numbers revealed a good income from this 
source. This money is then shared out amongst t .ose who 
ahipped their copra through this 'T ' number in proportion 
to tb.e quantity shipped by each individual. Some men re­
cei ved a8 much as 1200.00, whilst others received on.y 
20.00. Recently a land-rover was purchased by the people 

ot MAPIRI (not in favour of Local Governmen-t;) for the sum 
ot l~,150.00. The younger claim that their seniors have vary­
ing amounts of money secreted here EUtd there. One business 
man, KDIITO of .IA.PIRI, admitted tha11 hie people could pay 
tax in the event of the inception of a Council. 

r~ view of he aho~~, the attitud of these people 
toward~ the payment of tax does seem unreasonable. It wae 
caref\ll.ly explained to the people the necessity of paying 
taxes. As some of the Missionaries pointed out, the majo~ 
ity of the people are quite content t receive end not give. 
It eee11a it's no conce:ai of theirs wh ~ the money c~mea 
trom tor conatru ting buildin , pure asing medicines, etc.; 
the7 are quite conten t t~ rece va the bene!lte of our so~iety 
w1 tbout any form of payment. There is aurE> t J be a mino.­
outcry trom those with new 'T' numbe~a when ey find the7 
are liable °';o income tax. .Ul thia contusion teme f'rom a 
laolc of general education on the part of the o r er folk. 
However, peraesverence and patience on the .. ar'f~ of field 
otticere in the sphere of general education sho'..41.d pay div-
idends.

immature trees that have been Plan:c since 1963, however, 
aa Y . these should no• have an:r-..r.ting to a. w:.. th what 
is being produced. 

Ta.king 40,250 mature coconut trees, and al.lowing 
that between te1i and eleven thousand trees would be 
capable of producing a ton of copra ver a pe iod of 
twel~e months, it can be seen that t e area ~a capable 
of ~roducing thirty eight and f orety tons of copra 
a year. By taking into consideration factors such 
as the ~act that there are those nuts that are just not 
picked up, or are used for re-planting, ~uts that are 
used in local consumption, and those trees t hat might 
have grown a little close to the .:l~L~U r e ai d have 
had to be removed, I would aay that the area is capable 
of producing about thirty eight tons of copra a year. 

This, however, is not done. The peoplP. want to see 
money in hand as soon as they sell t~e produce, and 
a large portion of the copra t hat is grown in the area 
is sold w ile still in the coconut state to traders 
along the road. That which becomes copra is only 
smoked, and once again sold bag at a time to to the 
traders. •rhose people who do have "T" numbers also sell 
on an irregular basis, and although there is t he number 
to export through, not all the copra they make does 
pass through that number. 

ith regards the prouuction being sold by 
Luluai r~OL, I was unable to a ~uire figures rel ating 
to what he produces on his plantation. The two times 
that I spoke to him he did not seem to be willing to 
talk to me about t ' is, the first time because it was 
while his daughter was being buried, and the next time 
was during a land investigation at which there were 
quite a few ~•opl• present~ ne did not consult me with 
regards his difficulties with the taxation department. 

I would say that cocoa is by no means a successful 
cash crop in t he ~~.L ~u area. LJ.A •• i .. tree counts have 
it thai there are a to t al of 6258 cocoa trees n the 
area, however I have found that a vas-t majority of these 
are not being worked. oat of the trees that I saw

Throughout th~ patrol people always appeared 
willing to help and friendly on all occasions. the 
police constabl' who accompanied me proved most respectful, 
and although he had not visited toe area before seemed 
t o get on quite well with the people who in turn 
appeared keen to feed both of us at meal times. 

Both Gouncd>llors and Luluais proved helpful 
and gave me what ever information I asked for. In general 
I feel that the most helpful aspect of the patrol was 
the tact that I was expected at each village, ~1d people 
were generally assembled before reached a place. bout 
the only exception to t his was ITT UM Village, but even there 
the patrol was looked after while waiting for the people 
to arrive from thier houses and hamlets out in the bush.

I TRODUCTION. 

The main objective of this patrol w s to conduct 
t~e poll~ng for the second ouse of Assembly Elections. 
A~ such ~he objective 1as achieved. 

Polling commenced on Saturday 17th February and was 
duly completed on NISSAH and PINI?EL ISL DS on the 
following Saturday 24th. 

Polling at ISSAN and PIHIPEL was marred by bad 
weather. A strong North 1esterly wind persisted through­
out the patrol and made the trip to PINIPEL Island more 
"interesting" than it would other rise have been. 

Housing throu hout t e island although not of high 
aesthetic quality is extremely practical and weather proof. 

War-time scrap has been utilized in all of the houses; 
due to the shor tage of other adequate building materials. 

The people on I IYEL Island have relied less on 
war-time scrap for building material. The housing here 
too is of a reasonably high standard. 

The problem of sanitation is non-existant - either 
pit l atrines or high tides dispose of any refuse. 

All villages ere clean and orderly at the time of 
the patrol. 

Political awareness as such is not extremely prevelant 
on ISSAI or PI {IPEL. 

If any move w s m de to join a Local Government 
Council on the islands, there would be strong opposition 
from SI -r q and LIHON villages. When the polling team 
arrived at LIHO village on the mornt g of the allocated 
day, it was met bv a very strong turnout of people f1om 
both villages. It was assume that they had all arrived 
to vote• However when they were ~sked if t~ey were going 
to vote, the people all answered in unison with a loud and 
decisive NO .

. However, the Luluais apparently did a good job 
convincing the people that Local Govt. Council and House 
of Assembly Elections are closely linked because a three 
hour wait by the polling team failed to induce any would­
be voters. 

Mr. KI ~ the polling clerk remarked that in t 'e 1964 
House of Assembly Elections these t o vill ages also 
refused to vote on more or less the same grounds. 

The following Saturday when polling was conducted 
at SALIPEM some men from LIHON and SIAKE1~ arrived and 
sheepishly as ed if they could vote. They claimed that 
they were afraid of t e luluais and various head-men and 
hence had not voted. 

The men were allo ed to vote with the people from 
SALIPEM. 

The luluais and tultuls are doing a reasonable job 
on ISSA~ and PINIPEL, but require t he presence of an 
Ad.ministration Officer to back them up occassionally. 

!ore frequent trips by Administration Officers vould 
be definitely advantageous to the Administration of the 
island.

The hospital at TUi GOL R.C.l'-' . was visited and Sister 
D IEN, the Sister in charge, assures me that the people 
are extremely healthy, that lack of patients in the 
hospital supported t he Sister's remarks. 

The::;:-e was a suspected case of gonorrhoe at MA.SIR! -
Sister DAI• I J.!JlT had good ground3 for her anxiety as the 
woman concerned had been sent to R AUL previously to be 
treated for t he complaint. A smear was taken and sent 
to the Pathology section at the Sohano hospital- the 
result proved negative. 

Aid posts at l SIRI and PI1TIPEL are also carrying 
out good work.
