which appointed him., The contractor to whom such contract is
awarded shall forfeit as a penelty to the City ten dollars
for each alien employed in the execution of said contraot,
or by virtue of the contract, by him, or by any subcontractor
under him, upon any of the public works of the City, or upon
any work hereig mentioned, for each calendar day during
which such alien is éermitted or required to labor in viola=-
tion of the provisions er this Section, and the said of=-
ficer or public body awarding the contract shall cause to be
inserted in the contract a provision to this effect. The
term 'alien' as used herein shall mean any person who is
not a born or rully naturalized citizen of the United States.
Provided, however, enything to the contrary in this
section notwithstanding, ﬁhet-during a period when the
United States is engeged-in_yar, and for six (é) months
following the cessation of ﬁestilities, the City Council
may by ordinance adopted by a vote of five (5) of its
membefs, authorize the employment upon the public works of
the City, of the eationele of countries allied with the
United States or with which the United States is at peace,"
