The main erops grown in the area are
sweet potatu, tarc, yam and to a lesser extent baaanas,
sugar cane. There are a few coconut trees in the Ramu

villages.

In the colder placed some potatoes, peas
beaas, tomaloes etc are grown but they have always been planted
in worked out soil and in a lot of cases the results are poowr,
Some advice in the proper planting, caring for and harvesting
of these crops was given as these could be an important means
for these people of making some mMONEY. hActually it is the only
way of gettin a return within a short time., Mr. Robertson of
Madang Air Charters#has stated that he will buy as much of these
vegetables as the people can suppiy if they are of good quality.

A few coffee trees have been planted in
past years in the BUNDI dieision butt they do not appear to
be bearing well althougn some of the trees are at least 5 years
0ld mainly because they are planted too close together and often
on very poor stony soil. The soil on the whole in the area is
very good but the difficulty will be to find plasces where the
slope is not téo steep. MWr. Vicary made a short visit to Bundi
and inspected the coffee of the Catholic Mission here and made
a fow general suggestions for the improvement. He gave me a
