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ECONOMIC ELOPMENT.

Peanuts are being grown extensively in
the areas served by roads, namely the villages of MAROK, BES,
AITERAP, SIAUTE, WAUNINGI and KAPOAM, The people of PAIA}JA
also have several acres under peanuts. All people, apart from the
more distant villages,,showed marked enthusiasm for the
introduction of this crop. I estimate the total acreage at
about I5 acres.

The people of MAHOK plan to introduce
coffee shortly. About threecacres have been cleared for this
purpose, The Agricultural Ofrficer, Aitape informs me that he
has the matter in hhnd.

The village of RAMU operdgtes a fairly
extensive "farm", under the directionof one TURU, an ex-
policeman, The farm consists of about three acres of peanuts,
one acre of rice and a nursery of 45 coffee seedlings. Copra
drying on a small scale is also undertaken, A considerable
area has been cleared for fubure plantings. This village has
a substantial interest in the MALOL Native Society. The people
of SUMO are also interested in this project,

The villages off SUMO, MAFOKA, MORI No.I
and SAVAMUI are all working in conjunction wlth the SERRA
Tobacco Growers Soclety. It is understood that a satisfactory
market has been found for their produce.

It was intended to complle a register
of all eeconomic trees, namely coconuts, cocoa and coffee, The
last two presented no difficulty, but it was impossible to
ascertain accurately the number of coconut trees, This was
accordingly left in abeyance,

A livestock register, listing pigs,
dogs, fowls and other domestic animals, but excluding pets,
was compiled. This will be found in Appendix"B',

The villages furthest from Aitape
showad 1little interest in cash crops. This area is still
regarded as a source of labour and the people appear to
be quite satisfied with the situation,

A register of all C.8,Bs accounts
was compiled. This amounted to a total of£598, 14,6 in
69 accounts,

The health of the people in this area
is very poor., I would estimate that at least of the
population are affected by leprosy, and in sone villaged, the
proportion rises as high as 50%. in addition, many cases of
elephantaiasis were seen, Many cripples and deformed limbs
were seen in the villages West of Aitape. Medical patrols
have visited villages close to Aitape, but , apart from the
T.B. Survey early this year, some villag»s have never been
visitedby a medical patrol,

AidPosts are at SIAUTE (WOM ), GOINIRI,
BARIRA and PAIAWA, The standard of these is quite 4;00(}. Hygiene
Assistants are stationed at GOINIRI ¢ at present doing refresher
course ) and SEIYL Neither of these villages 13 up to the
standard that shot be expected of such posts. All Aid Post
Orderlies complalned of the failure to obey instructions and
the failure of Medical Tultuls to send sick people to Aid Posts,
This matter was dealt with in talks to the people at the
various villages. Persocnally, I feelthat the office of
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Medical *ultul is now redundant in such areas well served by
Aid Posts. The Native Administration Regulations give power
to luluais to order treatment of the sick and this should be

sufficient.
The standard of village housing and

hygiene is generally satisfactory. In many villages, disposal of faece

and rubbish is normally in the fast flowing streams on which the
villages are situated, This method does not create a nuisance
and no attempt was made to alter the practice.

All villagers were medically examined
by the Native Medical Orderly who accompanied the patrol. First
A31d was given to all those requiring it, and other people were
ordered to Aid Posts or hospital at Aitape a s required.

N.M,0, OMARAI of SISSANO, who accompanied
the patrol performed his duties with commendable efficiency.

The villages of RAMU and SUMO both have
substantialinterests in the MALOL Native Society and the SERRA
Tobacco Growers Society. As they are thus linked economically
as well a s by language with WARAPU, I would suggest that they
also be included in the West Coast densus Division. This should
not make patrelling any more difficultl, and the whole Census
Division would then btecome an economic and political unit, This
appears particularly important if the West Coast area is
consgidered suitable for a “ocal Government Council,

like to put forward the suggestion that the exlsting “ensus
Divisiom should be divided into two. One, called perhaps the
Aitape Inland, would include the villages of PULTALUL, MAROK
BES, AITERAP, SIAUTE, WAUNINGI, LUPAI, SEIYUM YONGITﬁ"’ KA.RAiTE,
kARk-AUSIZ PATAWA and KAPOAM, & total of thirteen villages. The
other area, called the West %ast Inland, would include the
villagesof NENGIAN, WALWALI Di-.O'-’.EJ‘ BARIRA, MAFOKA, MORI NoI,
SAVAMUI, AMSUKU, KAIYE, KALAu, waNtipI, KARANDU and GOINIRI, also
thirteen villages.

MISSIONS.

The Catholic Order of Friars Minor
( Franciscans ) has two stations in thearea, at BES and DROME,
These Missions exercise considerable influence over their
respective villages. Many children attend their station schools
which appear to be of a fairly good standard.

At the HBS Mission, Rev, Fr. Leo, 0.F.M.,
the priest-inecharge, is instructing a group of men from nearby
villages in the manufacture of cane basketware., He hopes to
find a market for their produce in Aitape and elsewhere.

Native teachers operape in most villages
not served directly by the Mission., From what I have seen of their
work, I am not impressed, v are mostly youths of 16-I9 and
have very little control, Their activities are limited mainly
to conducting prayer meetings.

due to death or resignation. In all cases, the will of
the people was taken into consideration. Xll
were instructed in their duties and referred to Aitape
for confirmation.

At KARA-AUSI, there were two
luluais for slightly less than I00 people. As however,
there is a distinct division between the two groups
of KARA and AUSI, it was felt that both should retain
their powers.

I consider that Mr. 0'Connor has ¢onducted
a good patrol and has presented a detailed report,

2. It is pleasing to note that the sister
exchange system is dying out in this area.

3. 1 am not in favour of amglgamating the
villages of YONGITE, LUPAI and SEILUM. The people
should be encouraged to develop their ecash crops on
a family basis and not community. The amalgamation
of these villages would tend to develop communal cash
cropping and probable land disputes.

5, 1t is unfortunate that the SERRA Tobacco
Growing Society 1s unable to market its leaf. ~he I
Assistant Districy Officer, Aitape, will be told to |
watch this Society closely to prevent the natives
becoming frustrated and to channel their efforts into §
a cash crop that will be successful. !

5 The Lumi-Aitape road has sixth priority
on the construction list of trunk roads within this
District and it will be some time yet before this road
will be commenced. I feel that too much emphasis car
be placed on road construction to the detriment of
developing permanent cash crops. Permanent cash crops
should primarily be encouraged and then the roads
constructed while walting for permanent cash cror to
come into bearing.
