JEWISH SCHOLAR TO SPEAK IN UCSD LECTURE SERIES

Rabbi Elliot N. Dorff, author of several books on Jewish law, thought and ethics, will speak May 18 at 8 p.m.
at the University of California, San Diego. His talk, to be held in Peterson Hall of UCSD's Thurgood Marshall

College, is the third and last presentation in the 1995 Eugene M. Burke Lectureship Series. It is free and open to
the public.

Dorff is rector and professor of philosophy at the University of Judaism in Los Angeles. His topic will be
