A twenty bed ward complete with small altar,and a
small house for the treatment of 'grilli' by the
sulphur and drum method.This man is doing a good
constructive job - not only confined to KDINIRI as
he 7isite these inland villages at intervals.

SETYUM manned by UMGELEN.Hospital area clean and
in good crder.Some ten jars were found to be un-labled.
This was remedied.The general dirty ss&te of the village
reflects to tine discredit of this man.

Special mention mst be mede of the number of
cases of Hangesn's Disease seen.To say this is rife
in the area is an under statement.The Hansenide Colony
at Altape is catering for apyroximately 150 of these
untfortunates.Those seen by the patrol have no hope,
at the present,of receiving treatment and must numbe r
over the hundred.

A Native Legend giving details of a link between the
people living in the Walwali area and th ie on the coast
at ARop.

"There was once a man living on the beach,near where
Arop Village is now.He was unmarried and had no prospects
of getting a wife.One day he looked inland and saw smoke
rising from in side the bush,in the Walwali area. He
changed himself into a bird z a sea eagle ) and flew to
the fire.Here he found a mother and her daughter from
the ALABLE group (who had made their village on land
called POLPOLMO ) meking sago. The man settled to watch
in the head of the sago palm.When they had almost com=
pleted this work the man in the shape of the sea eagle
swooped down,caught up the daughter,and returned to where
he had been sitting before.The mother ran screaming to
the village,later returning with some men who were to cut
the tree down.When the sea eagle saw this he rose into the
air,still carrying the womans daughter.The ALABLE people
climbed trees and saw the eagle settle on the beach in
the Arop arez.The man did not immedistely change back to
his natural form.He built two houses in which they lived
seperately.At night he would assume his true shepe,and
while the woman slept,would fish bringing his catch %o
the womans house and then changing back into a bird.Thie
continued for some time until tho woman watched one night.
When he realised the woman knew his secret ihe man married
this ALABLE woman."

A FNative legend telling how the PIEN River was formed.

"Theré were once three brothers.One was still young
while the other two were fully grown.They went inte the
bush to rind grubs.While they were out the devil saw them
and after turning into a grub hid in a rotting sago log.
There he fell asleep.When the brothers saw the devil -
for they recognised him the spoke,hiding their words;

'let us go and collect leaves to put the grubs in' .When
they were a distance from the sleeping devil they started
cutting a trench with pig bones that they were carrying.
They moved very quickly but the devil heard the noise

and followed them.Seeing that the devil would catch them
up the two brothers sent the youngest one to tell their
mother to don & bark fighting belt (usually worn by men),
and to bring their dead fathers stone axe and a shell ring,
KLIKE.The two elder brothers continued digging this ditch
but wher they ceme close to a mountain called PILI the
devil who had followed them up the ditch stuck his h ead
out of the ground,almost catching them.The mother was
ready by this time and seeing her sons predicement climbed
a springy sapling near the house.This bent low as ehe
climbed finally coming to rest at & place on Mt PILI calld
LIPMALA.The mother placed the shell.ring over the devil's
head and severed the head with one blow of the stone mxe.
The head fell to one side and from it poured water that
quickly filled the ditch and washed the mother,her family,
and the devil's body down towards the coast.Past a plmce
called KUBIANDEL they found a good place for & house and
lived there.

Right at the beginning of things,in the KUBIANIEL area,
near KOINIRI,when there was no water,and the seas had
not been made,and there were no people on earth there
lived a man and his wife.The trouble wag that the man
did not look after the woman well.When he went hunting
he would not give her any of the meat but ate it himself.

Iventuzlly the woman became pregnant but her
husbind still ill-used her so she decided to run away.
Taking the bark,eticks and leaves of the KERR (Two-leaf)
tree she fashioned them into the form of 2 bird.When
this was done she took & length of bamboo and went in
sechet to a near-by s.lt spring where she found & snake.
Futting the snake in the bamboo she filled it with water
and returned to her house.(This salt spring may be seen
at KOINIRI ). Here she waited until her husband went
hunting.Donning the bird like form she had made,and
holding the bamboc tube she changed into a white bivd
of paradise,and flev northwards.

Seeing a2 large expanse of grassland she alighted
and built a house.Soon she gave birth to a son,URU.

The two of them stayed in this place for many
years until the time was ripe for URU to marry.There were
however no other people in the world.

One day while his mother (her name was ABOYIA)
was away URU began to wonder why his mother cooked her
food in one saucepan and his in another.He decided to
search the house for he was sure his mother was putting
something in her food and not in his.After searching he
found the bamboo tube hidden in a crevice under the
table.He dipped his finger in it and tasted salt for the
first time.When he heard his mother return he hastily
replaced the tube but in his hurry slopped water on the
floor of the Louse and the snake that was in the tube
escaped and grew to a hugh size.

When ABOYIA returned she realised what had
happened and went to abuse her son.She decided that the
snake was too big and that it must be killed.URU had a
plan.He cooked several types of choice foods some in
salt water,and others in plain water.When this was domne
he lined the taro,sweet-potatoe,bananas etc along a
clearing near the house.The snake smelt the food and
started to eat from one end of the line,in the middle of
which URU had placed a 'kwila'log.When the snake reached
the log he smelt the food on the other side and started
to climb over it.This was what UHU was waiting for.Taking
an axe he had placed near by he chopped the snakes head
off. As his axe cut into the skin there was a violent
explosion,and water begahk poring from the snakes body.

This water filled the grassland that they had
been inhabiting.Running to their house ABOYIA and URU
went ineide.URU was afraid and hid but his mother stood
on the verandah speaking to the water.She told it to
go anywhere it wished but not to harm the house or the
land around it.The water obeyed.

The water continued pouring from the snake's
body and filled up all the grassland areas.The log
that URU had used when he killed the snake floated out
to sea,and changed its form,becoming what is now known
as TUMLEO Island.

8till having no wife URU decided to see if
there were any other people in the world.He made a cup
like affair from taro leaves,and after scaling it stuck
several white cockatoo feesthers in the top,in order
that he might be able to recognise it rom a distance.

Then he threw it in the sea and watchec it float eastwards.

He and his mother waited a long time until
they saw the white cockatoo's feathers on the horizon.

The token had gone right around the world and now returned

to them.This proved that there were no other people in
the world because if there were they would have kept khe
token.It would mot have returned to them.

When the mother realised that there was no-
one in the worldthat her son could marry she had a plan.
Calling her son she told him to meke a large drum ( hhe
first 'garamut' ) but on no esccount to beat it when ke
had finished.This work completed ABOYIA told her son
that she hod semn a cassowaries foot-prints near by,
and that he shoulld kill it the next day.She gave him
instructions what to do after the cassowarie was dead.
In killing the bird he must take good aim and use one
arrow;he must note eat any of the flesh but must divide
the short and long feathers into two piles,the short
and long bones inbo two piles,and the large pieces of
flesh and the scomps also into two plles.This completed
he must throw them away and go to sleep.On awakening
he was to go and beatv wue 'garamt',

Next morning URU did as his mother had
said hiding in the place that she had marked.ABOYIA,when
she saw her son leave arose and taking asnes from the
fire placed them near the door.Then she went outside.

As she crossed the threshold she becrme transformed into
a cassowary.She walked down the track to where she knew
her son was hiding.Here she stopped to feed on berries.
URU rose from his hiding place and taking careful aim
shot the bird,which fell dead.

Carrying the body to the house he did as his
mother had bid,taking care not to drc: any of the flesh,
and putting the differend pieces in containers made from
the sheath of the Black-Palm.When this was finished he
took the long feathers,short bones,an scraps of meat and
mixed them.Then he mixed the short feathers,long bones,
and large pieces §f meat.This dome he took both baskets
and threw the contents to the north,south,east and west.

Feeligg very tired he went and glept.DiRing
the night the pieees unitedjthe long bones to form meu,
and the short bones,women.These people moved off and
chose vill sites,and built housen.
