Native Situation:
4y The situation in the northern section of the
Imbong'gu Census Division is satisfactory. The most noticable improvement
was the good response to the construction of the road to Peragai
Flantation, On my arrival I informed all of the men from Kuminge, Imi
and Kume Yillages that work would commence on the following Monday but

I was not too optimistic about the numbers that wculd come, However to
my surprise nearly all turned up and they were yuite willing to work,

5. In previous reports T have mentioned the indgference
of these people to work on the new Mt, Hagen road, This has changed, to
a marked degree, because they have been paid for work done., This I heard
from a2 number of the lozals and also the fuct that a second payment was
made during this patrol - the last for the work they have carried out =-
has restored their confidence and when they were told that they would be
paid for work on this road as well they have accepted this and are now
working quite well. At this stage of their development it is imgossible
to exspect the people to work on roads ete. for the benefit of the whole
area, In almost all cases the person in a village like Kuminge is not
very interested in his counterpart at say Kisenapoi which is only eight
miles away. If the Kuminge inhabitant is content then the troubles of
transport etc at Kisenapol are not his worry., As one moves further from
his home so does his concern diminish, If the Kagua or Pangila person has

difficulties transporting his produce because there is no road through
Kuminge is not his worry,




Q; Hence the only methods left to us to develop the
area, at present times, are gentle persuasion and if possible payment

for work done. These methods can produce good results as long as 1t is
organised, A set of conditions should be lald down first, the reasons for
the particular project explained and then Lnis should be followed,
Deviations from the original plan shoulé only come about as a last resort,
Leaving things un-organised is what caused s indiference to road work
early this year but now we see tiat once cond.'ions are laid down - as
they were when the work on the new Mogen road was recommenced -~ and

followed as they have been then we see the improvement in the sigvation
that has resulted,

7 The arrivel of the supreme court gt Ialibu during
the ﬂatrol was a topic of conversation amongst the locals. I'm not sure
if the supreme court has been to Talibu before but if it has it was a few
years ago. This in,itself was an event for the people and during the latter
days of the sitting a number of locals filled tihe court watching rocedings
The mmin effect the supreme court produced was a revival of a topic
raised by the Ialibu Local Government Council recently. This was the
eople's wish to see person@ convicted of wilfull murder jalled for life.
e Council passed a motion supporting this and during the patrol a
number of locals expressed the same opinion, Congensus of opinion was
that the people considered that the small sentences were definately not
acting as deterrants to further such crimes, They listed occasions of
men returning to Ialibu, after doing Jail terms for wilfull murder, with
good clothes, money and often a trade, This they say leads other people
%o think ' If this is all that happens then I am not afraid of goiug to
i:il'. Both the Councillors and the people I have met came out strongly
favonr of life sentences for people conviecged of wilfull murder, This
they consider will act more as a deterrant to further such crimes than
the present light sentences.

8, Prade Stores continue to flourish in the area and
gartioul.rly in the Imbong'gu Census Division., At present there would

e approximately 40 stores owned by the locals themselves. Some have

been going now for a couple of years and to my knowledge none have gone
bankrupt, This leads one to believe that there ic no shortage of money in
the area as guite a number of men are entering business concerns, trade

stores, cattle projects etc., and the local people are supporting the
stores., Although they have no cash crop the people still wanage to obtaln
rather large amounts of money. Trhe main sources of revenue to them being
road werk, Station and Mission contracts, sale of firewood and fresh foods,
pit sawing and occasional sale of land., Marketing amongst themselves is
very common and the prices charged are exorbitant but are still maintained,
Examples being 50¢ for approximately 10 lbs. of small sweet potatos, $4.00
for a village fowl, $30,00 for a pig about 12 inches high and $6.,00 for an
eel only 3 feet long, Their concept of value 1s almost nil as I saw one
local drop his price for 4 arrows from $6.,00 to §2,00 in the space of a
breath when the purchaser said that it was too dear., Trading continues
thoughwith a bias to cash purchases rather than bartering.

9 Recently I was approached by a group of locals who
wished to purchase a venhicle., When told that they would need about $3000,00 §
the leader of the group brought forward £2600,00 and guaranteed the

remainder, This particular chap wes the most ardent antagorist to the

raising of Council tax last tax meeting, His argument then was that the
peop.e had no money, He must have struck gold recently.

10. The present cry in the area is that it is a ' time
hungry' and that the pecple are starving. They are requesting time off
from roed work snd a2ll other dutice and they say that they cannot assist

on any projects at the moment because of this time hungry, However when
they are given time off, as they have, there is no attempt made to

prepare gardens, One would exspect them all to be out madly making gardens
to overecome their food problems but one still sees thc nen sitting down

in the villages gossiping or building ceremonial houses for feasts and the
women occasionally working in the gardens bub most of the time talking and
playing with children. I asked for examples of the hungry children to be
brought in so I could organise help if recessary. lHowever none have been
brought forward, Also a ledical Assistant 1s «% present patreclling the
area and he has not reported any cases of malnutriiion to my knowledge. A
report concerning this will be asked of hir

A
the request of the people the days worked by the women in gethering sand
has been cut to one and in some areas nil, However it is quite obvious
that the people prefer talking, dancing and visiting to worl ‘ng their
gardens. An Agricultural Assis%ant ie at present patrolling the Kewabe
and part of the Imhong'gu Census Division to check the supposed shortage

and his report is awaited,

12. If a shortage is found in some areas I would advise |
agoinst mass assistance by the Administration as was given in 1965 in the §
Pangia area, This will lead only to creat the same situation next year as
the peogle will definately bank on Adm inistration assistance next year
and will not plant up sufficient gardens., Any assistance ziven ihouid be
strictly supervised and only &s a last resort., The fault lies only with
the loczl geople who have not prepared for a year round supply of food,
All. attempts will have to be made on patrols oy both D,D.A. and D.A.S.F.
and through the Council to impress on the people the reasons for the
shortage. however continual assistance by the Administration will only
breed continual reliance and the people will have to learn {o stand on

their own two feet,

14, Know_edge of the House is not overmu ch with the
ordinary man in the village. I must reiterate agaln my disgust with the
Member for this area Mr, hoitaga-llano who hac done nothing to explain
the ways of the House %o his constituents nor to ask whal they would like
brought up nor even explain what he has o has not said or their behalf,
His main cencerns seem to be in purchasi ig vehicles and trade stores and

in holding large 'sing-sings¥.

Ialibu Local Gov counecil:®

16, One of the objects of the patrol was the setting
out of a community centre at FIAMBIL. An area of land had been set aside
by the local people for this purpose and during the patrol g a rather
substancial sectian vas marked out. The centre will inelude a snall foot=-
ball field, Aid Post and Orderly's house, Comrunity Hall, two trade store
sites and in the future a Folice Fost and a school., Also a smell forest

of some 200 trees will be included in the plan, To date the Aid Post has
been constructed ana the Orderly's house 1s under way. The patrol marked
out the football field area and a small road to give access to various
parts of the centre, Due to weather conditions this was all that could be
done, The people have been left to organise their own work forces to
construct the centre and this is being done by the Councillors from
PIAMBIL, GIA and TONA. Work has been slow starting as the people have agairg
shcwn themselves to te rather lazy but it is hoped that an inprovement
occurs shortly.

ohortage of time and press of ovher duties did
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not allow me to delve too desply into the attitude of the people to the
Council but personal knowledge and odd snippits of information lead one
to believe t the people are quite happy with the progress of the Counci
in recent years, The completion of a number of works projects last

Boads and Sridges:

18, The principal tesk of this patwrol was the surveying
and construction of an access road to the tea estate, Peragail Plantation,
The plantation is situated in the Kaugel Valley and approximately three
miles east south east of Kuminge Villzge., To connect the plantation with
the road networkrequires the construction of a further four to six miles
f road. This was the task undertaken by the patrol and althoush time was
limited a route was surveyed linking the start and end points and work
commenced forming tke road. % ' s

19, In July this yoar an Officer from the Department of
Public Works made a feasibility survey across two ¢hirds of the route,
This was used by the patrol as a basis for further work, A Qﬁt'nllfiﬂaWQn

abney level revealed that the grades on the original route were rather |
high in a number of ilacos and subsequently a better ‘route was found using §
parts of the original. On the road tnere are three sections which will

ttzuisn ose supervision, All three are creek crossings and
and after a few attempts at obtaining reasonable grades a 1%
b.-pnt-in“::ins 10% grades., These are relativle pigh but ¥
only ones e® to be used and get the road through. Fowever. o1

20, The road I would estimate at belng between four
and six miles long, Of this a half mile wes completed ag the time of
han over the patrol to ¥r, Salu., This half mile contains the first
obstaecie which ¥. leaves two more to worry about. The rema r of the
road will be no bother at all, Grades are below 6% ari the country lends
itself to r. id work and there will be no large cu%s or f£ills apart from
the two remaining creek crossings. Four large creeks will have to be
bridged and two smaller ones with either bridges or culverts, This should
not present any problem as the locals have assured me that logs sre
ohtainable and a team has commenced cutting planks, If everyt

eontinues as it is I estimate that the road will be completed by the end
of October, This will then leave only the bridzes and stoning.

22, While I was in the fgugel Valley zrea 1 spoke
with the Councillor from Kuminge wno showed me a plece of land where a
few men from the Kuminge-Imi-kume villages plan to start a cattle
project, The Councillor wes qguite anxious to have the project started
and in an effort to assist T checked on a few details and put forward
the following plan for consideration, Scme aspects of it will require
further ochecking but I feel that it has very good chances of succeeding
and being =i #® W increased. The plan is,

The scheme will be situated in the Kaugel Valley
region Of the Imbong'gu Census Division near the census unit of Xuminge,
This is some 22 miles nortin east of Ialibu Station and is in road
communication with the centre, The new It, Hagen-Ialibu-tiendi road will
pass through this area, The altitude of the area is between 4000 and 5000

feet. Rainfall for the area is not known but I would estimate it at
being between 100 and 150 inches per year., As the proposed scheme is to
be situated on undulating country or. the slopes of the vallsy drainage
would not be difficult if required at all. To the layman the soils y'®
appear quite good as many types of tropical fruits grow well here tn& thn
primary end secondary growths are lush,

The Kume and Kuminge olan dispute should be
referred to the Committee, for arbitration, when the course
is completed.

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IALIBU PATROL REPORT NO, 6 OF 1967-68

D INV GATION PATRO

INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this patrol was to iamvestigate all available
laad in the Ialibu Sub-District. The object of these investigations
is to alienate land for private enterprise amd so provide a fouadation
for real economic development in the area,

LAND IN GATIONS

Three blocks of land were alienated and these cover an
estimated area of 3,000 acres. The patrol met with an excelleat
reaponse and all available land has not yet been investigated.

However, in order to obtain the 10,000 acres as per memo
35 =« 1 = 1 of 14th november, then it will be necesmary to take
some of the old land owners to economically advanced areas such
as Banz and Minz, Whilc the young people are all interested in
selling land , the old land ownerd have never been outside their
own underdeveloped area. The land is being held back simply begause
of uncertainty abou. the future. It can be argued that khis is" just
a matter of time", but we no longer have plenty of time.

Land-rights in the Ialibu Sub=District are incredibly
complicated, Constant tribal warfdse of the past has had the effect
of scattering clans and Sub=clans far and wide. Sometimes these
fugitive groups have become accepted members of other clans and
Sub-clans, but do not relinguish their original sub-clam obligations.
In fact some family groups have land rights with four or five other
completely unrelated sub-clans,

Karl J. Franklia of the Summer INstitute of Linguistics has
written a very relevant article on the KEWA social organisatiom.
Although all the separate cultures involved in the Kewa group have
many similar features the resulting mixture is an amazing hétthpotch
of clan and sub-clan relationships.

There is no real feeling of solidarity awongst clan members
and some families feel that they don't owe allegiance to any particular
groupe. Orne result of this is that villages quite often form the social
unit as opposed to clam groupings. Marriages occur withim the village.

Defeated sub-clans have in many cases re-established their
land rights on disputed land by paying the victorious clan with shells
and pigs. Some have received rights of permissive oeccupancy on disputed
land and have not been required tc make any payment whatsoever.

Previous payments for land in the Ialibu Sub-District have

been unsatisfactory to the local people. In all three of my investigations

I have been advised by the local people , " we are willing to sell
only if the price is right " . T was tcld by one group that if the
purchase price was too low then I could take the money back to
Sub=District Office. So it looks as though the Lepartment of Lands
Surveys and Mines will have to pay a reasonable price for the land
instead of as previously, a mere token payment.

DEMARCATION COMMITTEES

The demarcation process should take place separately
to any land investigations to avoid confusion over functionms
of members of demarcaticn coamittees.

There is a dire need for this work to proceed iam the
Talibu Sub-District espocially becaurs of the dreakdowa in
clan relatioaships. Ia addition , this will preveant illegal
squatting on large areas of vacant land and so facilitate
future land investigations ia the area.

Funds for demarcation cements have been applied for,
re ( ref. 35 - 6 = 3 of 10th Oct. 1967 ).

ECONONIC DEVELOPNENT

Quite obviously no economic development cam take
anywhere until large areas of land have beea purchased by the
adminictration from the local people. This work can oaly be
conducted successfully if all departments co-operate. Anything
less than full co-operationm is virtually sabotage.

The local people from Iate expressed the opinioan that
despite dozems of previous patrols through the area , my patrol
was the oaly ome that had achieved anytkin, eorthwhile. This is
indicative of curreat thought ia the area and provides procf that
these people will respond to positive comstructive administration,
despite their chronic laziness and the"half-baked"ideams that
emerge An all developing societies.

At preseat it appears from agricultural experimeats that
tea and grazing show the greatest promise in the area. Coffee
grows well but pyrethrum has failed as a cash crop. However
coffee growing is not emcouraged due to agricultural policy.
Diversification of cash) érgps obviously provides the safest long-

term agricultural policy in this country . Therefore I believe that

it is advisable to seand an agricultural technical advisor to
Ialibu to experiment with other crops. It would be tragic if
orors that we emcouraged suffered the same fate as the Malaysian
rubber industry.

Main roads in the Sub-Dis.rict are surfaced with large
stones and are in fair conditiom but all require maiatemance.
However thefe is a singular lack of minor trunk roads throughout
the area. Access roads will need to be constructed to two of the
three blocks investigated and funds should be applied for now.
Ialibu is fully staffed with Department of District Administration
field officers and thet® is no reason why this work cannot
proceed without delay.

POLITICAL SITUATION

The large number of ceremonial native dances interferred
with the patrol and one week was lost on this account. However
this is normal for this time of the year,

Food was in sbort supply throughout the whole of the
Talibu Sube-District and while famine is not evident at present
it would be well to keep am eye on the situation., The chronie
las! isgs of the people is partly due to this food shortage. Males
do YwFy iittle gardeaning while tksy female section of the community
provide most of the labour for subsistence agriculture. The male
section of the comsunity have failed to adjust to peacofull
co=existance under administration influence. Constaut warfere of
the past regulated population , now the population explosion
under peaceful )iving conditioms requires both male and female
sections of tha comounity to provide labour for subsistence
sgriculture,

A keen interest is being shown in the forthcoming general
election. At present it appears that the candidates who attracted
the largest number of votes in the previous gemeral electiom will
attract the same votes in this election. There are a large aumber
of " Johay come latelies " this time,bdut umone of these persons
appear to have avy chance of success at tkis junoture.

CONCLUSION

It is a pleasure and a privilege to be able to achieve
something worthwhile of a perwmunzat nature. Quite obviously n.vaing
can be achieved ecomomically in any District until land has been
alienated. Services improve with time but do mot advamce the people
towards the ultimate goal of prosperity and the ability to pay taxes.

The land that was alienated on this patrol is the
beginning of the foundation for future large scale economic
development in lalibu. I believe that a lot =ore land will become
availables and that the next comstructivc forward step will be the
utilisation of demarcation committees ir establishing permanent
clan boundaries . If the recommendations of this report are followed
then I have no doubt that the target of 10,000 acres can he achieved.
