Please find attached Aiome Fatrol Report No.l of 1970/71, submitted
by Mr. K. Naveyana, Patrol Officer, dealing with his visit to Aruaberg, to
supervise the wpgrading of the airstrip.

The covering memorandum by Mr., A. McNaught comments fairly on the
various aspects onwtlined in the report, and I have little more to add.

The erents leading to the closure of the Annabexrg airstrip due to
inadequate _epair work on the surface, have had wider reperciss‘mns. As a
result of the difficulty which Mr. Naveyana is believed to have i vrierced in
cbtaining the labour to carry out this work, the Public Works Department has
concluded that the ARABAKA L.G.C. would in fact be unable to effectively caryy out
the maintenance work as set out in the contract. My owmn views on this rather
high handed action are set out in mv R4-4-5 of 27.11.70.

'ag a result of cthis withdrawal from the contract by P.W.D., an
eorimoni  w discussion by the councillors is anticipated at the January meeting,
as the Advising Officer and myself had sent some time at the Novasber meeting
in an effort to get the Council's approval for a change in the manner of
out the contract work. This was unsuccessful due to the desire of the people to
participate in the revenue earning opportunity which handcutting of the Annaberg
alrstrip would offer.

The general lack of development and the ineflectuality of the Coumcil
which comprised the basis for the complaints of the people to Mr. Naveyana are
virtual'y unanswerable. I have found that most of the people in the RAMU axr.
fully aware of the shortcomings of their environment, amd for this reasom tend
to l2ave the area to find work in other places. This may have been wha':

Mr, Naveyana intended when he commented upon the umber of workers absent from
their villages.

The interest of the peeple in the Ceuncil im practically
negligableo evem in the mere experienced part, that is, the former
Raeo~Breri, There was a surprisiagly large mumber eof pooplo whe omquirad
abeut their tax memey and as te where it gees eveatually. This was
surprising te me because, Mmmxumx I, as a new coemer te the area,and
having im mind the fact that the Ceumcil had beem epperating since 1969
thonght that the peeple were already aware of the Coumeil's fumctiems.
It was rumeured that Father H,Janwnersen, the priest-im-charge ef the
Cathelic Missien,x with the cembimatien of Djam village peepls, accused )
the Kragabu xtXixgs and the Nedabu village peeple were using the tax -
uoney for their ewn purpeses in me'ting steres. The matter was uv«u.noa !
and éiscevered that the stery was net true. ‘

Durinz the investigetions te the above mentiened case, it was
stated te me th.t the people lose interest in finding meney feor tax
because they claimed that if the tax is paid ealy a few villages will
benefit frem it. It was explaimed that the stery was ne$ true aand that

the Ceuncil tries hard te help all the peeple with the memey.The greup
cencerned retaliated te my explainatien and centimned te askei where the
wells and pumps that suppesed to have beewn put, were. They peiated eut
that at ene time their ceuncillers wers premising them these *himge and
the next time they heard that the Council was im debt. It was later
discevered that this is ene eof thes reasers thm wuy the peeople tend te
lese interest on the Council,

e Ceo .

Generally the ceuncillers are familiar with the coumeil
meeting precedures and are aware of their rele they have in administering
te their peeple. The mest outstanding counciller. as far as the are
concerned, is the vice president, Lenjivai of Vimvitabu village. He is
very &ctive during the meetings. The views he puts forward are discussed
with little dispute. If there is any disagrevment, it cemes from the wargds
near the Aieme Govervment Statiem which have only just recenfly been
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included in the council, The feeling that arese frem the meetings
attended is that altheugh ceuncillers are familiar with the meeting
precedures the ma jerity eof them do met take paxtxix the ppprimmiiy
eppertunity te express their views eopenly and when vetes take place
they vete oen the side feor which mest of the memxbers are in fer.

House of Asse Membe

Cemplaints have bee leodge by the ceumcillers and the
peopde that their member im the Heuse of Assembl;, Mr, James McKinnen,
seldom visits them, It was stated by a member of the Arebaka Lecal
Gevermment, Gounciller Lenjivai, that their Opea Llecterasixts
member is enly interested in kis own business which in this area are
his stores. The pesple he represeat inm the Heuse of Assembly clcim
that he eccasienally visit them ard during his visits he promises them
econemic develepments such as timber sawmills but dees mething. It has
been indicated that his chancesef being re-elected teo the Heuse are

very slim, The ceuncillers see him their member geing frem place te yix

place only where kix there is his steres are,or any of his business
is epperating paseing threugh the villages either by feed eor by meter
canee stepping enly te give them more promises but net te listenm te
their werries.

During the five weeks' patrel k She Vice sresident
Lenjival K asked what the differences between Imtermal Self Gevermment
and Independemce, is. This was explained te the best of the knowledge
There were othergwhe asked as te what was the real werk of the Heuse
¢f Assembly Membera. It was explaimed that the xmwkxuf rele of the
Mombers of the House was ns different than the *%at of Lecal Gevermment
Councillers except that the Coumeillers invelve themselves in the
smaller areas whereas the Members Of the Heuse are respemsible for
much greater areas.

There is very little in the area, Tuwis is because sf a
lack entjusiasm in the peenle. Altheugh cecemuts seem te be the future
xuy ssurce o7 imceme, at the mement theze is ne big interest being put
inte plazting them. Other ferms of fummme, thurmix xx cash crepping
are son-existant. There is hewever, & ssall scale mf catt'e pr¢ ject
eperatiag in the area.

Forwarded herewith is Alnme Patrol Rerort No. 2 of 1970/71
as submiited by Mr. A. MeNaught, Patrol Officer, covering his visit to
part of the AVGAU-XUMARAN Census Divigion.

This yatrol was for the specific purpose of investigating
the activities of several srzoups of caltists who were operating in
this remote part >f the Alome Administrative area. Ais Mr. McNaught
conmezts, this under~developed pairt of the Ram Valley has a long
cecord of thraldom to cultism - usuall, of ex'ernal arigin.

The meek and uncomplaining way in which the villagers handed
over their money to the "ccllectors" bodes ill for the future. Any other
er’ Lsing confidence tricks’er frow the CA-UTU area, with the example
% .2 %rickstors before him, can confidently agsume a similar success
fo. any such nefarious activity which ther may choose to er.rk upon. Or
al ternatively, one wonders hox long it will be before the organisers of
the varicvs political parties - which tr. Sepik Distric! seems to spam
as prolifically as the Weot Coast of America procreates wierd reliricns -
become aware of the potential which the Ram offers for fund roising.

The soiution to outbreaks of incipient culti-~m in the area
covered by Mr. McNausht's report is not readily apparent. The economie
gituation in the ACAMU-KTMARAN is mich as to  0ld very littie promise
of any great improvement in the forseezble future. The construntion of
a road link between Josephstaal and Aiome, as a proposal to provide
vehiocular access through from Simbai to Madang via Bogia, is a long tewa
one indeed. MNowever, part of this road will traverse the ANC ANU-/UMARAN
and if zpproved, will provide the people of the area with the opportunity
te earn a cash wage. This may also improve developmental prospects in
part of the cemsus divigion.

There appears to b6 no eagy answer to this kind of gitnation.
Mr. MoNaught has handled this particular occurrerce by negotiation rather
than direct punitive action, amd thie approach snems ¢ have deen successful.
Titimately, the prople will become tired of contributing money to some vv
outuide camse, but on the other Mand it is quite euncediveble that they all
redirect their charity towards some home srown M 5

This patrol was mounted to cover part of the Ang ~Kumaran
census division, and was for the purpose of investigation reported
cultist activity in the area.

i TIGATION CULIIST ACT 1BS

A report was received in July 1970 from the Angamu-Kumaran
cénsus division that members of the Yali cultist group had been
operating in the area Ifor the purpose of collecting for cult
members in Madang.

As this area has only just been included in the local govern-
nent system, and because of the fac. that the pecple in tue area
are far from prosperous, I sent word out to these people engaged
in the collection of monies that I wiskhed to see them, and talk
with them. Some four 'ays later eight members of Lhis grovy arrived
at AIOME with epproximately $400 which they had collected fvom the
people. After a great deal of discussion between the cultists on the
one hand, and myself, the Arabaks council president and three
cowcillors on the other it was decided that the money would be
returned to the peovle, and 80 it was left with me for disburseme.t.
With thet the cultists departed frowm the area.

In all two teams from the Gal-UIlU census division iwthin the
Ambenvb council visited the aree. The first group came direct to the
Angamu-Kumaran, the second went into the Rimbai Patrol Post area,
but after receiviung short shrift from the Simbai peoprle they later
came and joined t’ , origimal group. lhe memberg of thie nult group
carried with them bottles of water which was purported to have come
from Yali, and had been 'blessged' b y him. For payment of, meles
g1, females 50c, and children including infants 20¢ and IOc they
would be 'blessed' on the forehead with some of this Yali water.
Some of the very first to come forward for the 'blessing' were the
local govermment councillors, and a few of these for some unknown
reason paid upwarde of fave dollars for the 'blescting! With each
'baptism' the members of the group spoke im mot veay clear words
about self government, independence, and the public service. So
garbled was their message that I have not been able to find any-
body who was able to explain , and who underetood, the gist of their
talk, and this included two D.A.8.F. Agricultural Assistanty who
happeued to be on patrol at the time and listened to one of i1he
talks given by this group.
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In all the cult membere visited a total of fifteen villages
beiore being persuaded to leave the area, and as was stated earlier
coL ected some P4U0. During the whole cf their time in the Angemu
Kumaran, which wase approximately two weeks. they could give no >lear
indication to the people as to what thc whole thing was about. In
fact they made a point of explaining to the people that (i) they
were sent to collect money for Yali, (ii) why they did not know,
(1ii) what the money was for they did not know, (iv) they were

iven water to 'belss' vhe people for which they h d to pay, and

v) what the signifi .awe of the 'blessingl was they did not kaow.
In cetual fact what Luey were seying was Yali has sent us o collect
money pay up. This the people did willingly, and unhesitatingly,
without a query or murmur. No coercion or threats were required, or
in fact used.

i later questioned some of the people as to why they had
given the money, and in giving it had they given consideration to
the psynent of their council tax. Most explained it an a daty, they
had three taxes to pay, vhe first was school tax for the education
of their children, the secong was courcil tax, and the third was
tax 1o Yali., In fect when I mad: a later check of council records
it was found that the majority of the males who had paid tex te this
group had also paiu their tax first up, and paid in full.

This area over the last few years kas had ites fair share of
minor cultist outbreaks. These are all concerned with the production
of money, and c¢ome in the following two forms:

The first ie called the 'redbax' in which money is placed
in a red box, and aftercalling on the deceased ancestors and
working the usual 'mumbo jumbo' this morey is suprosed to overmight
multiply itself through the kiug intercession of the ancestors.

The other employs the art of sleight of hand. Here the person perform
ing holde a ten cent piecein his fingers and taps the side of the
basing or similar receptecle with the piece vhich supposedly has
the effect of producins another ten ceat piece which falls in the
basin. This the performer stades he can dc ad naugeum. For the
privilege of being shown how both these acts are performed the
performer takes a selected few, usually those who axe syumpathelic
to his cause, and for the payment of BIO reveals to them the
mystery of the production of money. Tkese cther people then go and
practice the subtle art on other people in the hope of being
equally successful, and so it spreads.

Both of these forms of cultism never last very long in this
area in this area, mainly because of a lack of forceful leadership.
Once the initial enthusiasm mExamm wears there iz liftle substauce
remaining in the lsadere to sustair the interest of the people. The
interest in this king of thing lies “ormart within the majoiity of
people, and it wowld reguire little more thaxu a determined, and
forceful man to bring about a blaze of interest once again.

Dvrirg the whole of my patrol emphasis was placed on
explo-ing other avenuee for channelling the interests and energies
of the people., In some villages this made some impression, but in
others the whole episode was completely misinterpreted. Whether
through & lack of clear understanding, or a deiiberate distértion
of the facts I do not know. In one village - Galisalkan - emphasis
was placed on land aud it usefulness. I informed the people that "
the only way to finaancial stabilityin an area such as this was throu,: B8
taeir land, and that all their mcney, or any money to be made was in
their land. Whether through stupidity, or mmlice - I personally ternd
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to think the former - the councillor from Galisakan - KAFA - not
two days after I had left his village began telling everybody

who was prepared to listen that the ‘kiep' had told him that the
woney was to be found in the ground, and that it was only a matter
of finding the right place to dig and untold wealth wes yours.
Fortunately however two Agricultuvral Assistants whom I had left
behind in this village scotched this rumour before it could £ain
grounac.

Local Government, and Local Government Councillors

As was stated earlier the presence of these cultists
in this area had little effect on the payment of council tax.
In actual fact the percentage of people who actually paid far
exceeded that or any other census group in the Arabaka council
area. The people still have the interest of the council at heart,
and have not had the council long enough to feal the disappoint-
ments that prevail in low income council areas whemebecause of a
lack of finance the council caunot contribute sulstantia.ly to
the material wants of the people, and so falls short ir their eyes.

The councillors in the Angamu-Kumaran census division
are far from being effective, and are probably the posrest select-
ion of councillore in any one area withinh the council.

Councillor KAPA from Galisaken to say the least is a very .
8tupid man. He is a former Tultul, quite nld and scemingly receiviug
little respect from his constituents. It is difficult to realise
after having known the man just how he was elected. I think possibly
& combination of his former position together with the uncertainity
by some of the others over this new pcsitiou of counciller. In the
last fow monthe he has twice been convi ted of adultery which, when
taking all other things into cousiderat.on, cannot auger well for
his re-election.

Councillor Song from Emerum. Although of wuch the same
calibre as Kapa he was the only councillor im the whole avea to
refuse to allow the cultists into his own village. This did not
however deter various of his own villagers from travelling to the
nearest village Mange “o receive Yali's 'blessing', Song is to be
given ell credit for kis stand in the face of the majority opinion
that prevailed in the area at that time. His stand I do not think
has effected in any wa) his prestige in the area.

Councillor Agen from Wabu. Little can be said of this
gentleman .hat is good. For seven ovt of the last eight council
meetings he has not bothered to attend. Action is now in hand by
the cvouncil t~ have him removed from office. He has done little
to assist his people since his election, aud his ward would be
infimxxzkt inficitly better served by his removal.

Couneillor Damien from Itaranku. From the time of kis
election to the position of councillor to the present time this
gentleman has spent all his time in Madang. He did not even have
the graciousness to altend the inaugural meepirg of the council to
receive his badge of office. He has lately been removed from office
however, and it is to be hoped that his successor - NAMBARAI from

varanku -, who hss a more forceful personality, will be o. more
uge to his people.
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Couneillor Okori of Asimisin. This gentlems L8 also heaa
teacher of the government rimary 'T' school at Asimisin, and
although an intelligent and reiourceful Ferson his duties never the
less precluded him frow being more closely ausociated with the
pecple than he would have otherwise wislied. He resigued just lately
and his successor MUNGAIN - a former Luluai - from Wueicruk it is
Yo be hoped will be just as purposeful.

As can be evidenced from the above the cuuncil repregentative
from this area have done little to benefit their people. One of t'.s
contributing factors to the large co_lection of money froim thim area
was the fact that the cultists had the sanct.on of the majority of
the councillors. Possibly to gain more prestige some of the councile
lore, and village leaders paid u;vards of #5 for the doubtful
privilege of being 'blessed' wit. Yali water. Whether this in fact
did exhance their prestige with the people or the cultistes is open
to conjecture. But never the less the fact that most of the
councillors geave their approval to t' cultist group must surely
have been the primary raeson for the initial succesr of this drive
by the cultizia from Madeng.

iconomj ¢_Development

Throughout the whole of this area little in toho field of
economic development ig occwring. There are a lot of inherent
difficulties here which make fruitful development a problem.

At the present time there are a few areas being cleared
by the more enlssprising of the people for coffee plarting. This
avenue of development although not greately favoured ty DASF in
this particular area does never the less provide some monetary
#ain for the people. Together with this of course there does not
occur the problem of finding, and transporting the produce %o
a market. All coffee grown in this area is purchaced by DASF at
Aiome who then ensure its transport to Madang, Because 6f air freight
costs the ameunt received by the grower is some six cents a pourd
less than it would be in Madang. But this aside the grover aoes
receive a reasonable return for his efforts. Because of the very
essence of DASF involvement in marketing it cannot be guaranteed
that this system will operate indefinately, but never the less
whilst this policy holds there seems to he no reason why anybody
with sufficient energy and initiative cannot capitalise on thig
and rmamm realis< a reasonable return .

This of course was erxplained at great length to the people
from this area. Some of it T ag happy to say was remembered, and
acted upon. Most of it however feil on deaf ears or was completelp
misinterpreted. Taose to whom it did nave interest have made attempts
to clear areas of land for futwe coffee plantings.

At the present time there ar: plans going forward for the
introduction of cattle projects into the Aiome area. The large tracts
of grasslands are ideally suited for cattle. Routes to markets are
now undergoing investigatiou. The two most feasible routes being
direct to Madang, or through Bogia., The DASF officer at Aiome has
traversed the route to Madsng, ana Be states that provided overnight
stoppage places with suitable fodder can be found along the way he
does not forsee any insurmountable difficalties to droving direct
to Madamg. The biggest problem Tacing such marketing is the crossing
of the Ramu and Sogeram rivere, but as this problem must have been
faced numerous times in the past and overcome I envisage thic as ne
real stumbling block. There are sufficiently s.zeable areas o




grasslgnde in the middle Ramu to provide adequate evpansica

for sucn an industry should it be sstablished on firm footing.
To date five people in this area have been granted Levziopument
Baak loans for cattle projects. The loans being in tne vicinity
#2500, The bank has been most generoud in its period of repayments
80 that provided prpper supervision aand assistance can be given
to gthese first few ppsjects, 1 caannot see any difficulty in
further loans being procured {or interested persons. Coconuts
and coffee have been triea in varying degrees in this area
without tso muchk success, and because of this thele seems to

be very few other alternatives for economic Cevelopment in this
area. bShould the cattle industry be established om a sound basis
it gould be a najor step in overcoming the probleme of ecomomic
develpment in this area.

Conslusion

There seem to be a lot of caéntributing factors to
the readin... of the people of this area, and for that matter
the whole of the middle Ramu, to follow the path of cultism,
and for cult leaders to find such resdy acceptance of their ideas.
The lack of an avenue for earaing possibly contributes quite a deal
to this.Most of the villas ¢ leaders in this area are more than
ready to jump on the 'band vagon', and tkerefore it is less than
reasonable to expect the rest of the people not teo fallow.

Caltism with all its mysticisx, and ‘'hokus pokus',
are ite goal of an easy 1lifc and easy money is a combination
of most of the thinge that people look for in life but very
few attain. It is therefc. mmk to be expected that when it
nanifests itself in such an economically backward area as the
middle Ramu it finds acceptance even though it is shrouded in
mystory, and offers little that ie tangible. The very promise
that there aay be something 'at the end of the rainbow' is
sufficient to ensnare whole areas of people, and once estavlish-
ed it ie difficult to drive out. Any superficial evidence of its
complete removal can never be taken as »v‘dence of #ts destruection
a8 at any momemt 1t is likely to once again erupt.

T-e unly way I consider that cultism can be overcome
in any area is to provide a sufficiently interest filling
alternative. One that will sustain beyond the initia’ snthusiamm
stoge, and that can provide the people with a better standard
of living, or to put it rore bluntly one that will put money in
their pockets. After all we all live in a world where a person
is judged by hie material wealtk, and the indigene, no less than
the european, is aware of this. If he is unable to find satis-
faciion within his own sphere of activity or existence he will
look to others to provide it for him.Therefore until such a
time ae this area becomes economivally viable it wilil be a
sreeding ground for cultism. There is however one saving grace,
thet is because this arca is so far removed from the centre of
activity, and has little acknowiedgement in places that matter
there is little chance of a major cult outbresk criginating
from thie area. Any outbreaks that do occur do 80 purely af an
additionto outbreaks in other areas.

The patrol just completed was undertaken at the request
of the A.D.C. Madang Sub-Distriet in his mesorandum M51-2..1 of
the 23rd July, 1970.

Two separate vatrols covering the Astrolabe Bay Council
area were mounted, one took in the area on the Madang side of the
Kabanau River, and the remaining patrol covered the area on the
Seldor side of the Kahanau River. The former patrol whs carried
out by my colleague Mr, R. Willis, and the latter by the writer.

Hovi g been involved in the formation of the Astrolabe
Bay Council in 1966 and also the first adviser to the council,
the writer had at that time a fairly intimate knowledge of back-

Price to this patrol, a limited amount of political
education hid heen carried out aml naturally the lecal
knowledge of matters Dpolitica) was likewise limited; though there
was, without exception, an varsest desire on the part of moat
indigenous leaders to expsad their political kmowledge beyond *“he
immediate confines of the Asfrclabe By Council area.

The majority of village leaders seemed to at least
partially grasp what was said in the political education talks
that were given. zud most were vitally intereosted in "self
government" and * ", To those whoce geographical
knowledge is limited iﬁu majority) "self govermuont® remains to

e v o m— i
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Independence as such is easily delined and easily
understood at the local level; one confusion that does arise
and shich has to he constantly clarified .e that independence
o ans a complete handover of all responsitlities by the
Australian govermment to the T.P.N.Z. government and does not
mean that all Buropeans will leave the country en masse.
Many of the villages in the Astrolabe By Cowneil area had
to bYe constantly reassured on this matter.

A point which the patrol stumbled upon when explaining
the difference between open and regional slecterates, was that
most were totally ignorant about regional electoratems as such.
At one village the writer apent 2 considerable amount of time
and energy explaining the difference, tut even then I came
away with the impression that very few Lad taken in vhat was
told to them. Again this brings out the message that villages
will show little interest in matters which they feel has little
relevance to them personally.

The patrol tried to avoid being used as a political '"sounding
board' and councillors and others were encouraged to chamel their
political thinking thrcugh their owm council and M.H.A. The
forthooming visit of the Select Committie mext January wss notified
to the people, and it vas explained that their views on such matters
as 'eelf government' etc., 6 should be discussed at the mext oouncil
meeting that opinions of the villages in the council can “e
po and coir~ ectly presented by the two representative council
members from the area when they meet with the Select Committee here
in Madang in three months time,

Emerging local thought appears toc be gradually extending
beyond the parodial confines of Astrolabe Bay and some are slowly
realising that they are but a part of a whola, A few leading
councillors with whom thiu officer spoke, appeared to have an

inliing o) the importance of national unity inevitable
ramifications of moves by areas to hreak away /T their own
sovereign states,

Alds

The only aid available to this writer was a blackboard,

the Lack of a patrol table being utilised for thet purpose.

The task of a political educetion officer is not made easier by
severe limitations he face~ in respect to educa‘iumel aides.

As much of the work is bei.s carried out at nigh', a slide
projector and small genmerator would have been an enormous help
inm%umn}_, and it is to be hoped E.Q. Port
Moresby will be eming with such equipment in the near

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At Kumisangu a village feaut vas held in honour of this
officer's visit. During the feast I was asked to speak on
political matters and the exchange of i1deas in this relaxing
and natural enwviromment was most profitable.

Cattle Prvjects

All three cattle projects at Songum, Rimba and Kul are
doing well and it ~can be anticipated that future cattle projects
will get undevwsy "hen cattle become available.

Casa Cropping

The planting of coconmt trees was in evidence at all
villages visited, and there appears to have besn a very large
increase in the number of socomut tree plantings over the past
4 years. Uaxafortunately I camnot quote figures to support this
statement .

Marketing

Tne 'M.V. Wautimo' allows people to sell their copra
direct to the C.M.B. Madang. This communally ov 24 voasel
would appear to be operating quite successfully, and basz dono
much to boost the economy of the area.

Between Melanu Plantation and Bibi village the patrel
crossed five large rivers, and it ovpears from my observations
that the area will have to aepend upon coastal shipping for
many years to come. Vehicular fording of some of these rivers,
particiiarly the Kabenau and Guabe, would be a chancy business
at the best of times, and until such time as major bridges are
constructed I very much doubt if vehicular forwarding of these
rivers, with the obvious hasards involved, would prove to be
economically feasible. My assessment is based on experienrce
in river forwarding in the Mariham valley in *he early sixties.

A good road tetween Marakum and Bibi has Deen in existance
for some 3 years .ow, this extends some ? miles, but has vet to
have a vehicle heavier than a motorbike to pass over it,

Cult

I was given to undeintand there had been a remurgence
of organised 'cargo cult' eariier in the year in some of the
villages and so called 'lo bosses' were appointed. Thoss I

Whilst in the area the villages were informed that Radio
Madang should be operational early mext year. The people requested
that a representative of the radio statien visit them and record
'sing sing?; this request has beeu passed on.

Education

The high percentage of children in the 8 to 12 cge group
who are being educated at boarding school away from their villages
is most encouraging., With the exception of Sekwanem, all villages
are very education conscious, and appear to be supporting their
schools well,

Schools attended are Bengu, Biliau (Saidor), Baitabar (Madang)
and Goroka, all of whish are Jutheran Mission schools.

Housing & Hygiene

The improvement in villagze housing and village aygiene over
the past four years has simply been amazing. 4ll villages are woll
laid out and th" average house would measure approximotely 30 ft. x
15 f%; in fact the size of houses has doubled over the peried
previously stated. One wonders if it isn't a case of keeping up
with the Jorses. 8till much of the credit for the enormous
improvement in housing and hygiene should be given to the Astrolabe
Bay Council, whos2 members appear to be very effective at village
level,

¥omen's Clubs
Dun of Mrs. Willis of the Social Development
& Home Affairs : s appear to be very popular and on the

increase The men n the area also benefit from these women's
clubs in that they are allowed to use sporting equipment and
facilities belonging to the clubs.

Mal~_Surplug

One factor which becomes immediately obvious upon visiting
villages in the area patrolled is the high number of single males.
The shortage of local marriagable females is acute, and has brought
about this situation. Parents dec not appear to be overly concerned
about the problem, and are not making efforts to find females from
further sfield; the high bride price that would be involved has a
lot to do with this.

Conglusion
The vatrol was well received at the villages, wiy appeared

and expvessed their appreciation of the ion's efforts
i1 this field. It is to be hoped future to the area will
promote political education with the aim of a high degree
of political awareness which goes beyond the confines of
“he Astrolabe Bay Council area. ‘

This Patrol was undertaken by Mr. Ahe at vexy short notics,
as 2 result of reports which had been received from “fficers of the
Public Health Department, suggesting that there had been a muber of
human sacrifices resuling from cultist activities in the eaterm
Anganu Kureran Patrol Area. At this time the Yangoru outbreak was at
its height, and a4 spillover into the highly susceptible Ramu area was
not only expected, but to some extent was anticipated.

However, the seriousness of the reports necessi tated Mr.
Ahe's movements to Alome as soon as possible, to check upon what had
occurred.

As it happened, the veports were greatly owra.‘hd and the
cult outbreak wes comparatively straightfovward, although it
apravently reached some wort of a climax after monthe of spor
activity.

The involvement of certain religlous bodies in recent cult
outbreaks gives me nause to wander whether this influence is instrumental
in csusing the outboeak, or merely aggravates, and contribtmies W.,
an alveady unstable situation.

During the Medical patrol into Angamu Kumaran Census Division in early
May of 1971, it was reported that the cultist activities were taken placve in
the area and that there were six people killed as a result. However during the
investigation it was found that the deaths and cultist activity do not coinecide.

As said earlier that this cultist activity fomed from the three
headings mentioned combined, therefare it cannot be classed under one of
those headings mentioned by Mr. T. McNaught P.0O, in his Report No. 2

of 1970/71, page 3, paragraph 4.

The activities did not cover the wide area but only 5 villages
marked on the map, Couple ¢f things left out were that firstly the
cultist leader and his service nanager had made people countribute the
money as merbership fees towaris the running of the activity. The
investigation showed that the sum of $142.00 was paid to the cult leaders
but only $42.00 was uncovered and 9100 still missingl Seccrdly the cult
leaders took young girls whom they used as servants during the day
and at night, they were gi-ls to sleep with. There were 3 young girls
of the ages of 14, 15, and 16 years old. They at the giving statements
agains’ the activ.ty, claimed that nearly every night they have sexual
intercturse with these leaders. Also at night they are not allowed to sleep
with clo*hes on.

The Local Government Ccuncil of the area has just been introduced.
It is fo say that they like the council but as to whether they nderstand
the meaning and running of it is still doubtful. One thing certain about
thie area is that the area is underdeveloped and these people would have to
do more in order to make their council survive. Already the council is
regardedus one of the low incimse councils,

Bome councillors of the area were abseni from their villages to
attend the council general meeting.There were three councillors who were
there but were noi interested in discussion about council affairs.

The cultist activity here did not endanger the councili's activities,
The attitudes of the people towaris these things are sase (¢.g. not paying
too much attention to either cultist activities - ~r council aectivities).

ECNQUIC/SOCTAL,

Bonomically speaking, this area is very far from economic devel onment,
Due to cultist activities in the area, people could not think normally
and be nagging by soune self hulp principles. The principles of, if
you do not think or de things on your owm, the devil would do them for
you workswery effectively in tiis area. It is true that there are saore
coffee and cocoa grown in the area but they are not fairly well looked
after. Marketing of the produce is a problem but this wowld soon over
come when the plamned YORG/RAMU ROAD cone through from Bogia Sub District
Area. Now with the Cotincil establishment, people might turn down cnto
some kinds of economic activities in order to meet the council tax rate.

There i a lot f good l:onds available in the area that needed to be
developed,

In the area patrilled, the people have one langugge - Ramu language
but have different dialects. Tnere are very many walking tracks which
appeared to be frequently trav:rsed. And it is gathered that social
