I have delayed answering your letter of Aungust 30th une
til the construction of the lines as set forth by us was as-
sured. The additional expense caused by the installation of
the measuring boxes, as required by your company, inoreased
the estimated cost of our pipe lines to such an extent as to
éxoeod.tho available fnn¢; For this reason it was necessary
either fo procure more money or reduce the number of lines,
and the latter course would change the rotation periods. We
have now completed the 1lines, and have turned them over to
Supt. F, A, Virtue, in charge of the reservation. The old
gteel lines, which supplied the Indians with a continuous flow
for both irrigation and domestic purposes, will be at once
furnished wifh fauncets from which the Indians can proocure a
domestic supply, so that all the water used for irrigation will

pass through the measuring boxes.

Enclosed you will find a copy, in dupliocate, of the ro-

tation schedules, showing the number of the line (which will be .

E.F. --8

painted on the measuring box), the beginning and end of the
rotation period, the amount of water in Cal. inches to be
delivered, the length of flow in hours, and the acreage ander
each line, The constant (which is obtained by multiplying
the flow in inches by the time of flow in hours—-divided by
the acreage) indicates that every acre in the system receives
the same amount of water during the period of 14 days.

This system should be in force during the irrigation sea-
son, which is assumed to be 120 days, or 4 months., .0f course
alfalfa will require irrigation for a longer period, or until
the rains come, and occasionally an Indian may have a few
vegetables the growing season of which may overlap this per=
iod and whioch will probably require a little water. At pre-
sent there are about 2 acres of alfalfa ﬁnder each of lines
Nos. 8 and 9, Each line will reduire & 20 inch flow for a
period of 10 hours, once in 14 days, until the rains set in.
Under line No. 14 there are a few vegetables that will prob=-
ably require one additional irrigation. This will require a
ten inch flow for about 10 hours.

You will observe that the amount of water required be-
yond the regular irrigation season is quite small. While I
can give you no assurance as to the acreage that will be
planted to alfalfa by the Indians, 28 no one has the authore
ity to diotate what they shall or shall not raise, it has
been my observation that the Indian confines himsel? to the

Memorandum of Conversation with C. R. Olberg, February 24,1915,

The Indian Service claims 6 second feet or 300 liiners Inches
for the Rincon Reservation if 1t is in the River. They claim that
'Ehis is the capeocity of the Rincon Diteh and their diteh right is
superior as a ditoh to the Escondido diversion and in any case
superior because of riparian ownership.

They also recognize that after llay the summer flow decreases
to 756 I.Iineré Inches in ordinary years and may even be perfectly drj
in very dry years. For this reason they plan pumping plants to
supply themselves with pumped water but have been disappointed in
the extent of the character of the gravels. To operate these pump-

- ing plants they have ontered into the arrangement with Zscondido

to buy power from the Escondido plant.
The: claim of the Indisn Service at Pala is also 6 second feet

or 300 lliners Inches,

To returm to the Rincon Indian right, lir Olberg's position is
that the construstion of Varner Dam must recognize the summer flow
and the problem is to determine what the present regime of the
river is in the summer timq and establish a relation for low water
flow under present conditions at the Escondido intake with the
summer flow at Warners Dam. It is agreed that ir Olberg will

place m ghtomatio register at the Escondido intske and spend as

much a8 his Department will allow in placing & conarete sill soross

the River s0 as to meke it en accurate station. I suggest for the
Voloan Company that our hydrographer at Wamers Dam be instructed to



visit the station weekly and take care of the records as our
contribution, By the time this summer is over it will be known
what the summer flow at the Zsoondido intake is and its relation
to the summer flow at WArners. This then will be the basis of
the amount which the Indisn Service will require to be turned
out during the summer past V‘arner Dam.

I think it is clear that this position of the Indian Seﬁiée
that nothing shall be done at Tiarner Dam whisch will interfere
with the summer flow measured at the Escondido intake is correct
and enforecible and that the Volcan Company should recognize it.
-I 2180 think that it will not involve much Lurden on the Company
or amount to much in quantity of water especially if as lir Hen-
shaw suggested some time ago that all the waters be conveyed in
our conduit for 6 miles and fhen a steep pipe line carried to
the Zscondido intake where our delivery of water will be without
loss, The Indian Service have employed an engineer named Bell
of Los Angeles to mske & complete etudjr of the relation of the
construction of "arner Dam to the water supply of the Rincon

Reservation as well as at Pala. At Pala, however, the opinion

is thet Varmer Dam will not affect the summer flow. Hr Olberg

also mentions that the oonditions should be such that the gravels
on the Rincon Reservation should be restored each year. On this
point I have no doubt but what the local watershed will secure this,

and the construction of Warners Dam will have no affeot on it.

e This country,as I believe I told you in a previous
letter is almost exactly like our West, "The climate at Tiflis is
somewhat cooler than Los Angeles more like Portland, Oregon., The
Caucasian mountains or the Caucusus as they are called, is a magni-
ficient range that lies between this country and Russia proper, The
mountains are inhabited by tribes of Georgians, who are practically as
wild as our Papago Indians, except that most of them live in stone
houses with tile roofs, while the Papagos live in mud houses, It gave

me quite a shock at first to see wild white folk, with the women sitting

around for all the world like squaws, Most of them are dark about 1ike
Ttalians, and quite handsome, particularly the men, while most of the
children are beautiful, I can't say so much for the women, perhaps
they kept the pretty ones under cover., A certain tribe called "Hell-
zurians”, at least that is the wey it sounds, are blonds, lighter than
I am with red checks and golden hair, It is claimed that they are de-

‘gcended from a band of English Crusaders who became lost in the Cau-

casus, The swands that they carry are straight and have a cross hili,
differing from the usual Georgian blade which they all carry, and they
wear a red Crusaders cross on their jacket or sleeve. They still sport

- chain mail and a kind of armour for the fore arm, I succeeded in secur-

ing an outfit, including a sword and buckler, but the Russians have so
many restrictions that I don't know whether I will be allowed to take
it out of the country or not, It is of no great value, but would be
