You may recall with some amusement the remark of one member 
of the group that a scientist was teaching 11 idealism11 to a group of 
religious people. That puts it too simply, but I am inclined to sus­
pect that some contemporary religious leaders are so fearful of being 
called 11 naive" or "idealistic11 that they are in danger of submerging 
the moral values they are supposed to defend. And the scientists, 
who were thought to be non-moral, with res pect to their research and 
discoveries, are now preaching moral values to the rest of us.
