Transport in areas such as TIOP is difficult,
but all assistance will be given by the Administration.

Further enquiries have been made in regard to
this matter and it has been found that the natives are
divided in what they exactly wish to do - remain where
they are or return inland. A senior officer will visit
this village and adjust the matter.

lhe area has been continually patrolled by the
Public Health Department and the general health is good.

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Natives are being encouraged to increase the size of
their families.

GENERAL SUMLARY.

This was Mr. J. Young-Whitford's first patrol
and paturally the natives were stand-offish and will be
until they fully understand his ways. A number of the
impressions gained by him are not those held by the
writer.

With further experience Mr. Young-Whitford
will be able to really appreciate the mauners and ways
o) the native.

INTRODUC TION.
£

Early in 1944 the entire population of the Nissan
Islands was evacuated to Aola, in the British Solomon Islands,
where they remained for approximately eight months. The
Nissan natives ware then brought back and segregated fer some
time on the neignbouring island of PINIFIR and in a amel).
area in the north of the majn island of Nissan owing to the
dccupation of the major part of the island by Alllsd troogs.

For almost two years native life on the islands was
severely disrupted and for the larger part of this time they
were absent from their homes.

TOPOGRAPHY ,

The Nissan (Sir Charles Hardy, or "Green") Islands
are coral islands in lat. 4 degrees 30 minutes South and Long.
154 degrees 15 minutes =ast, approximately 42 miles N.N,W.
of the island of Buka. '

The atoll is elliptical in shape, weasuring about
16 miles by 14, and containing three islands, the main island
being called Nissan and the other two Barahan and Sirct.
Nissan Island is horseshoe-shaped and Barahan and Sirot island

(2) The remainder of their food supply is obtained
from gardens plantgd mainly with yam, mami, taro, some sweet
potato and a restricted variety of edible green leaves.

The soil surface on the island is a very thin layer
on top of the coral (mairly), only dbout four to six inches
deep, with small areas slightly deeper.

The bull-dozing by the Military completely removed
considerable areas of this soil surface thereby eliminating
the possibility thet these areas will ever again be conducive
to the successful planting of gardens.

Also, during the natives' absence from the island
for the greater part of 1944, the existing zardens beceme
overgrown and when they returned the natives found very little
seed mami, seed yam or "stick" taro remaining from which they
could start new gardens. Considering this, the natives
were fed by A.N.G.A.U. for a consicerable time until they
were able to get their gardens started on a reasonably sound
basis again.

The southern section of the islan’. when replanting
concentrated mainly on yams and mami, whiist the northem
section of the island concentrated on taros. A few months
prior to the patrol, very bad taro diseases appeared on the
island and all taro crops failed, also subsequent crops have
been destroyed.

As a result of this, all the northern section
became very short of food. The southern section have barely
enough fcod for themse.ves, with little to spare, so the
northerners have bsen and will be somewhat hungry for some
time to came whilst they are trying to replant their taro
gardens with memi and yams obtained from the southerners.at
the exorbitant price of two small yams or mamis for one

shilling (1/-).

It takes a lengthy period to plant up large gardens
of yams and mamis from & very small supply of seed and with-
out assistance it will be a long time before the food situation

is normal again.

The natives were advised to replant as soon as
possible all the areas of food trees destroyed as it is wise
to have as large an amount of food available from this source
as possible. The thin layer of soil on the island will not
stand up to the constant replanting of gardens necessary to
maintain a food supply mainly from gardens alone.

It is recommended that the next patrol takes a large

t seed mami end yams for issuing to the natives or
EKZEti guggly be sent to the Catholic Mission for distribution

on the first available ship.
3 T would like to stress the point that the natives

are not star?gng but e smell percentage are indeed very short
of food,
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NATIVE LIVESTOCK.

These natives were great pig-breeders pre-war
and possessed large herds of pigs of good gquality,

A large percentege of the pigs was killed by the
» Army during their occupation and with the few pigs thgt
remained when the natives returned to the island, they have
concentrated ca building up their herds again.

Their efforts have been very creditable and there
is again a very appreciable number of pigs on the island.
The quality of these pigs, however, is not as good as it might
be, due mainly to an excess of inbreading owing to a lack of
selection.

It would be of great assistance to these people in
their endeavour to restore their pig herds to their pre-war
standards if some selected pure-bred stock could be made
available to them.

'S”D“\ These natives are very keen to breed pigs as a
dmetmﬁercial enterprise and there is a most fertile rield avail-
le to the Department of Agriculture, Stock and Fisheries
:FJ w&ror experiments in this direction, particulariy as a co=-
f9fl5 yoperative scheme.

\
ENTOMOLOGY .

The lack of time available to the patrol made it
impossible to make more than superficial observations in this
field.

From a cursory inspection the two main factors
to which the failure of the taro crops could be attributed,
were :-

(1) the taro grub (beetle); and

(2) a very minute mite which attacks the leaf,
eating away all the surface of the leaf but
leaving all the fibre of the leaf intact. It
starts in a very small area and gradually in-
creases this area in circumference until about
half the surface of the leaf is eaten away, after
which the leaf withers and dies. When two or
more of the leaves have been attacked, the
whole plant seems to wilt and die.

Specimens of the above were taken but owing to an
unfortunate accident 0. the return trip they were lost.

Their money is represented by what ig called an
"arm-ring" end these "arm-rings" range in value from one
shilling to thirty shillings (30/-). The armrings are made
of either certain shells or a particuler stone which is
somewhgt rare and the most valuable of the rings are made
of this stone.

T: 2 majority of claims for this native money are
very reazonable. However, there are a few for large amounts
and in each of these cases a statutory declaration was made
by the claimapt as to the walue and quantity of the amarings
claimed for. Statutory Declarations werc also made in each
case by two independent witnesses, not kinsmen, substantiating
the claimant's daclaration,

Care was taken in explaining in detail the meeaning
of a Statutory Declaration and the consequences attached to
the making of an untruthful statcmsnt.

The Carteret Islands are a group of six small, !
low-lying, sandy islands on an atoll about s8ixty miles north- H
peast of Buka Passage. They lie on a circular reef about a

" reef-filled lagoon, some fourteen miles in diameter, in
which passages are intricate and anchorages unsatisfactory,
There are three entrances to the lagoon, all on the Southern
side; but that nearest PIUL Island, to the east, is the most i |
satisfactory. The whole group is exposed to prevailing /'
winds and it is necessary to await both good weather and .
good light to navigate the lagoon. According to the
Prevailing season it is necessary to anchor at either
IANGATN or EIHAN Islands.

All islands are occupied, but the bulk of tiae
population is concentrated in three islands situated.;n the
southern half of the group. The population, about 550,
derives rrom the east coast of Buka Island, probably from ¥
the Hanahan paremountcy, and speaks that language. As tpey "
are dependent almost solely on the sea for a livelihood: the B
natives are skilled sailors and are in damagd for boats : . IR
crews., Owing to lack of suitable canoe-building material,
the islands are almost isolated and the natives' contact with
the Paciric war was slight.

Corn has been tried
before, but was spoiled by rats. Issues of seed weami (sweet
yam) end corn seed were mede on this visit, but I do not
anticipate they willi be very successful.

TRADE STORE, |

There ig a trade store on EIHAN Island, of which
WONG YOU, of Buka Pgssage, is the proprietor. It is managed
by a Chinese and a Malay. The display of stocks was inspected
and was not impressive, consisting mainly ¢f such items as
lava-lava material, hair oil, scent, powder, ragzor blades,
mirrors, etc. Utility items were not much in evidence and ,
inspections of native nhouses revealed an almost tota) lack ‘B
of cooking utengils and phousehold utility articles. A !
typical house interior would be a single rcom with a vare
sand floor, a fire in one corner, nets and fishing lineg in
another. Few axes, knives and canoe adzes were seen, very
few blankets, no sleeping mats, two beds, one or two blankets
and very few saucepans or native cooking pots.

Prices at the store are equivalent to those at
Buka Passage.

To get some idea of copra payments to natives, 1
chose a medium-sized basket and asked the owner what ghe was
usually paid for it when it was filled with coprs. She
replied - "Five ghillings." The Chinese had declared that
the price was 2a. per pound : I had the basket filled and
weighed it at the store. It showed a net weight of 50 lbs.
it 2d. a 1b, this would be worth 8/4d., The Chinese storeman
denied ever naving paic 5/- for such a vasketful and
produced a boox,,} wnich he kept total weights, and total
prices, which wag adequate . for checking this particuar
instance. There ‘are few literate ratives in the group and
some system of supervision seems necessary. A record of
names, Jates, individual basket welghts and indiyidual prjces
raid could be easily checked.

MISSIONS AND EDUCATION.

Thore are no schools and there are very few literate
natives, Tﬁ; Roman Catholic Mission has churches on three
islands with Native Teachers who give religious instruction

MEDICAL AND HEALTH.

Medical inspections were made by Mr. A. E.
Wilkinson, European Mecical Assistant, who reports that the
general standard of healgh is very good.

There were five-cases of
framboesia and a few minor tropical umleers. Incidence of
tinea was very low. No natives required hospitalisation,
The Medical Tultul, who conducts & hospital at IOQUSA, is a

The following story, heard from POITSTNARUA
& TANATE, gives some 408 OF the sett e & o
Carteret Islands. He is over sixty and stated that
his grand-father was born at IANGATN, but beyond that
he could not go. He is one of the few old men who
can remember the story and it is impossible to guess

Jélowhxpany generations it passed through before it came
(o] 1.

"One day, # long time ago, a man named
MATANETSIN, of SING Village, on Buka Island, climbed a
big breadfruit tree and saw some islunds to the nortih-
east. Determined to see what they were like, he con-
structed a raft of four logs, loaded it with coconuts and
other food, and paddled and drifted until he came to
TANGATIN Isiand. He landed on the west side and hid in
the bush. There is a stone there to mark the place.

"He noticed that there were men and women on
the island and soon he was found hiding by a young woman
who took him to the other people. He married her and
settled down. None of these people understood child-
birth and when women became pregnant they thought they
were ill. When labour pains came upon them they were
cut open and the babies taken out. Of course, the woman
always died. When his own first child was due he showed
the people the proper method of childbirth and soon they
begean to mpltiply. He had noticed that there was
intermarriage between relations, so he organised them into
two clan groups and gave them marriage laws.

"Soon the ponulation increased and preople spread °
to the other islands.

They Pl
have no knovledge whatever of the production of money, 1k
but they do realise that with it they can buy the goods :
they require, irrespective of where or how those goods |
are produced. In this case, therefore, it was not a
mtier of producing goods by magic, but of producing the
means to get them - vi:., solid cash. All this, toc,
excep n the case of the HANAHAN paramountcy, was
probably allied in the native mind with MONDO's business
enterprises, foer which, once again, they realised that
money was essential.

Underlying all this was the desire, expressed 5L IE
to Father Keady, of the Roman Catholic Mission, but not,
unfortunately, passed on by him to the Administration,
for a trade store of their own and some organised means i
of handling their copra (dircussed elsewhere in the repart) |
Tt would now seem most cpporune to first refund the money |

At the present time this long investigaticn,
involving questioning of hundreds of natives, and the
fact that several were awalting court proceedings, has
probebly left the natives unsettlgd and nervous. it is
my opinion that the money should ve refunded as soon as
possible; bub that no immediate overtures shoulq be made

Other activities lert little time for an
anthropological study. Conversations witch older natives,
however, revealed the existence of rour clans which are
general throughout the whole area, These are :=-

M/NU (Bagle-hawk);

KEKELIAU (Fowl );

NAGARTB (Sub-division of MANU); end
NABOTN (Sub-division of KEKELIAU).

In times gone by thesc two clans formed a rigid framework
for sccial life and constituted a type of caste sy stem.
The MANU people were the upper stratum and they are still
referred to as the "big pidgin®, Relative gradingsof
NAGARIB and KEKELIAU were hard to define but L think the
latter, being a main clan, were probably the more
important. NABOIN, being a sub-division of the lesser
elan, was definitely last on the scale. In pre-war
times eacn clan was usually represented in the villages
by & club house, sometimes four in a populous village, v
and sometimes two for each principeal clan if the numbers ‘
were not too great,

There are indications that this clan system is
breaking down or at lesast losing its rigidity in the social,'
framework. Marriage laws, I think, are still generally
adhered to and a MANU cannot marry another MANU or a
NAGARIB; but many young men could not tell me w:lthout .
thought, or reference to someone else, to which clans they |
bel onged. Nowadays, too, there is rarely more than one
ciub house in a village, and some of these were built by
individual "big men" who refer to the buildings as "mine",

All the land on the west coast
vrom TAMA Creek (B-3) to HISINA Creek (KOHISO R - C-4)
and bounded in the east by the headwaters of BANIS Creek
(3-4), was owned by these necple, Lani beyond the
northern boundary belonged to LONTIS, and east of Banis
Creek belonged to HANAHAN, Tiis land was under the
control of t.o powerful men, BUKIN end MAGAT. BUKIN
held sway over the northern pcrtion as far south as
CHABURUMEI Creek (C-3) and MAGAT managed the other.

After the deaths of these two men, there was
continual wrangling over the control of the land, many

aspirants putting forward claims on the grounds of heredity.

At one time the argument rested between two men, more
powerful than the rest, SAK and PASAS, and this argument
came to a head when SAK found a tree felled across his
path and took it as a hint that the land@ was barred to him,
In his anger he killed a woman and PASAS, to avenge her,
attacked him. The ensuing conflict embroiled the whole
SOLUS population. Those who wished to escape the blood-
shed fled and some formed other villages, some went te
HANAHALN . Some of these people migrated again and BANIS
(B=-3) was formed by people frum the new SOLUS villages
end MOKIA, TELATU anc HANAHAN. Land was selected and
beceme known as BANIS land and although this ground still
belonged to SOLUS, everyone in the village was allowsd
gardening interests.

Tue population of BANIS fluctuated for some
years and finally dwiniled to & few families. The
village then became used as a lemporary seasids resort to
which families inland could come to catch fish and crabe
and gather shells.

have been visited and they were found to be ideal.
IAUN,as mentioned earlier,is an excellent spot
and iarge enough to hold the extra sixty natives
from TOBOGURUWA who will be returning there.

By returning to the coast they will have a better
chance of fighting any sickness and at the some
time they will be able to improve theis living

AGRICULTURE

In the area patrolled it was
ascertained that the main diet of the natives
was sweet potato (kau kau) Tapioca,bananas,
paw paws and water melons and in sub-coastal
areas it was supplemented by other native foods
such as yam and taré. The diet is further sup-
plemented by such vegetables as cbbages,beans,
tomatoes and e_gg fruit. Inland,English potatoes
grow successfully.

Taro has not proved a success on
the coast and the same taro insect which is fourd
in the Buka Passage Sub-Cistrict is also evident
here. However,taro grown in the station garders
has proved most successful and native employees
have all got taro gardens which are free from this
disease. Experiments have been carried out with a
trial mixture of diluted D.D.T. and other compounde
but no report on the result is yet to hand.

: Village gardens visited were well
laid out and care is taken to see that sufficient
seed is retained for replanting of such vegetakbles
as tomatoes,etc. Gerdens are well stccked with food
and natives report that there is ample focd availe-
able for guite a few months to coume.

LIVESTOCK

The census on livestock revealed
that there were very few pigs in the area patrolled
but from observations it was found that quite a number
of pigs are roaming at random in the bush adjacent
to the villages. The Seven Day Adventist influence
is largely responsible for the position as it is
and it ie felt that the influence has even spread
to villeses of other denominations as the natives
in the uSper section of the area patrolled have no

particular liking for pigs.

Two hospitals are operating and the medical. attention
rendered to the natives is of a high standard.

* F'urt;her‘ gvuth,in the INUS area,nativesattend the
S¢Dede fﬂlssion for treatment and in the area
around WAKUNAI the natives either attend the

Catholic Mission at ASITAVI or the Native Hospital at
WAKUNAT.

Two villages only had natives re-
quiring medical treatment at the Native Hospital
and this was because there were no native lMedical
Tul Tuls in residence there. The two villages were
TEPEROI and OKOWOPAIA.

A recent epidemic of pneuménic-
influenza was responsible for a number of the deaths
recorded on the Village Population Register but
@s this epidemic was active in other areas it is
not felt that it was caused through lack of medical
attention,

Native lledical Tul Tuls appear to
be keen and take an ipterest in the health of their
respective villages. All report at WAKUNAI once
a month and village health is discussed with the
Medical Ascistant of the Native Hospital and at
the same time stocks of medicine etc. are replen-
ished if depleted.

SANITATION
