The area north of Ialibu w~s visited only briefly. Good 
suppliea of sweet potato were in every case brought in. 

Southe of the station, there is a noticeably gre~ter v riety 
of food than in the more elevated Ialibu basin. Cassava, mimia 
antl bananas are grown, though .. eet potato (in general , not a~ good 
as ~he Ial~bu sweet potato) remains the staple . 

The warmer areas south of Ialibu would perhaps be s ited tor 
tha growing of pineapples, pawp~ws, cavendish bananas and other hot 
climate crops. I hope to obtain pineapple and banana suckers 
shortly for trial plantings about ~ .U rest house. 

In general the food position south or Ialibu seems reasonable. 

The position about the sta ..ion i ts~lr, ·howevert is acute. On 
most day~•, no food at all is brought in; tne re '3on ror this is tha 
the nati,res simply have no food to bring in. There is no doubt t t 
the local people took atwantage or the time allowed them between the 
completion or Ialiou airstrip and the commencement or roadwork to 
clear and plant new gardens. Ialibu, unrortunatel1l is a cold place 
and the sweet potato matures slowly - hence the nat ves are tac d 
with the tact that their old gardens are all but eaten out and their 
new gardens have not y1: . .; come into bearing. I do not knov whetber 
some seasonal shortage ~s also involved or not. 

The Chimbu member~ of the a. F·. c. stationed at Ialibu who, 
it they know nothing els~, widoubtedly know a sweet potato vhen 
the7 see on ,, say that th new gardens will be bearing by Febrllary/ 
March , 1956. In the m&ant~ .e , the little food available, inst< ad 
or being entirely sold to the government station as was once the 
case, in being hawked to the thl' \,.a llission bodies crowded about 
the station as well. It is a sellers market ror those who nave 
sweet potato to sell. 

The position will begin to improve when native gardening 
activity returns to normal on the completion or the Kaugel road. 
The extension of Hission activity a-way from tha Station consequent 
on the der,estriction of the urea whould also ease matters . In the 
meantime . Some five acres of foodstuffs, large 1 1 sweet potato but 
also including a little corn and peanuts, has been planted about 
the station.

The patrol remained at KIMABORO. Parties were out 1D 
close proximity to the camp-site to contact people who 
had scattered into, and were hiding 1D, cane-araae 
areaa and garden s 1 tea near KDIABORO. A l"'urther se-.:en 
men were brought 1n tor questioning. During the 
atternoon the patrol was visited b7 Village Constable 
TAKANI of MU3IRI Village which ie situate to the 
South of the Kagtta Valle7 and which comee under SRAVK 
juriad1ct1on. 

Broke camp at 0750 hra. Deacended to and crossed the 
KAGUA River at 0805 hrs. A alight climb brought the 
patrol to PORXNI Village which saTe evidence ot h&Ting 
been hurriedly abandoned only a short time before the 
patrol's arrival. A short distance to the South-Bast 
along the ridge on which this village is situated 
brought the patrol to the head of the road leading 
into the territory occupied by the VEIMU group. Two 
great pallisades had been built acroea the track here -
one having been erected by the MIRUPA' a and the other 
by the VEDIU's. Broaching these fences the patrol 
entered VEIMU territory. It was immediately evident 
that the VEIMU group waa not winning in the fighting 
which had been taking place between them and the 
MIRUPA's. Right trom the barricades to the outskirts 
oZ IARU Ceremonial Ground was a trail of desolation 
and ruin. Gardens had been destroyed, houses 1nlrned, 
and casuarina trees chopped down. This trail ot 
destruction extended tor more than a mile. A tew 
mirmtes after entering VEIMU territory the patrol saw 
bands of armed men on the track. There tollowed then 
a great deal or calling back and forth and eventually. 
the patrol persuaded some of these men to come up to 
the patrol. Once contact had ~een established these 
men proved to be friendly an~ led the patrol to IARU 
where camp was set up at 0915 hrs. During the da7 
about 80 men visited the camp and brought in food and 
pigs tor purchase. Only three elderly women visited 
th~ camp. The patrol was vis)ted by v.c.BARA ot OMAI 

during the af'ternoon.

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The patrol remained ;amped at IARU. During this 
tim the patrol was visited b7 Village Constable 
~~I ot MUOIRI and Village Conatablea BARA and KUNA 
o OM.AI and "Boaeboy" REDIO ot OMA!. While the 
patrol ne oamp&d at IARU attempts were made to talk 
the VEIMU'a into a atate of reaeonableneea regarding 
the teud which existed between that group and the 
MIP. '•• It is Yell-nigh impoeaible, howeTer, tc 
judge to what extent such talk in etfecti"le and 
a~cceaat\tl. 

Brolce camp at 0645 hrs. The patrol moved up the Yalle7 
to llONGGOMA and then down to the KAOUA Ri nr which ••• 
croeeed at 0820 hrs. A steep ascent brought the 
patrol to RANDUBA at 0840 hrs. The track then led 
the patrol up into the WAICARU Range. The patrol 
reached TUMBAR!RI, at the crest ot the Range, at 
0945 bra. The pat ol moved on and arriYed at KBMOGAWI 
at 1<~5 hrs. Prom here the patrol de•cen4e4 to the 
!ARO R1Ter and the crossing was ettected b7 meane ot 
a cee euapeneion bridge. The patrol comnenced the 
crossing at 1150 hra. and it took 35 mil'lutea tor the 
croealng to be made. At 125; hrs. the patrol re­
comnence~ 1ta journey and at 1545 hrs. arr1Yed at 
PAR<lflll which is eitUated on a spur on the Northern 
•ide c•t, and running down te., KUNI Cretak. Camp 
ne ee t up here. 

Broke C&lllP at 0730 hrs. The walking trom here on ne 
fairlj' eaey with the exception ot that aectton ot the 
track "hich led us across section ot the Ial1bu Ba•ln. 
Recent heaVJ' rain had turned sections ot thie track 
into qt;:agmirea and the walking through theee proTed 
to be quite exhausting. The patrol arrived back at 
Ialibu Patrol Poet at 1100 hrs •• 

The a~!a to which this patrol proceeded in order to 
make arrests ns, to that time, the only section of the KAGUA 
valley in which arrests had not been effected by Government patrols. 
In November-December, 1954, patrols trom Mend1 and Ial1bu combined 
to make arrests in the area to the East of the MIRUPA and VEIMU 
groups. In May-June, 1955, patrols from Ialibu and Erave comb.ined 
to make arrests in the areas o the '"'o· t'1-E·1st and to the North-'Rest 
ot the MIRUPA and the VEIMTJ Groups. 'l'hese two groups had seen 
others arrested for pa!'t1.cipati11g in tribal fighting but had not 
before sutfered any Gover·nment-inspired consequences as a reaill t of 
their own lawlessness. 

In a mat·~er such aa tribal fighting 1 t is of'ten 
difficult to find any one reason for the outbreak - there are udually 
many different things which,ea.ch in its om way,contribute to causing 
the tightin&. The partici)ants, however, are always satlefied that 
a good end sutficlent reason exists for them to attack members of 
another group. And each ls convinced in his own way that "right 
is might" and, of course, he has right on ~ eideJ thus he has 
a moral advantage over his adversary. The questioning of the 
participants seldom gives one a true p i cture of both the cause and 
the effects of the fighting. Depending on which group he owes 
allegience the questioaed person invariably trieo to put him.self 
and his fellow group member13 in the best possible light while, at 
the same time, he attempts to put his adversaries in the worst 
possible light. And, of course, ds adversaries are always to 
blame for whatever wrongdoing haa been done. He and his trienda 
wish for nothjng more than a peaceful, lawt'Ul existence. 

In the case of the fighting which took pla<.e between 
the MIRUPA and the VEI.1 groups and t heir reBpective allies lt 

• 
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appears tlat the cause or the fighting could be traced 1ack to 
"~orcery'!. • A man of quite considerfible importance in his group, 
T~NDtJRA-.KAWA ot PCRENI/MIRUPA, died ~nd his fellows, casting 
about for a reason for the death or such an important man, became 
convir.ced t, at his death must have been caused because someone had 
performed sorcery. Once they had become convinced - and, app rentl.J' 
·t di1 not take very long tor them to become convinced - that n 
Tn;n~'rP..A' s death had been caused by sorcery it then became n"ceseary 
for them to discover just who had performed the sorcery and so 
caused T.!:~ DURAto die. This, too, app'lr..:ntly too!~ little time to 
determine for the .. nRUPA ! s quickly settled on aom one from VEIMU as 
being,moet 11.keJ.y to have done such a thing. Once they had 
determined who were the "culprits" the MlRUPA's demanded that the 
VEiltfU group should make payment to relatives or the deceased. As 
is usual in such eases the VEIMU'e trenuosly denied that an_vone 
from their group could be guilty of such an offence as causing a 
man's death by sorcery. The MIRUPA's, however, were insistent 
that their accusation was just and it is quite __ robab~e that the 
VEI~U's, while still denying responsibility tor TI1DUR&'s death, 
graduall7 came to believe thr.t they may have caused hie death. Mter 
a period in which acc~satio~s and •••••• denials were '8•••1-•e+ 
hurlt:d back and forth the · !MU' c s.greed to male" compensation and 
pigs and Mother of Pearl shell were paid to TINDURA's relat1T(e. 
This payment seine to have eased the tenseness ror a time but uome 
weeks later actual fighting broke out between the two groups. It 
is difficuJ.t to detennine which group actudlly started the lghting 
and the ~~ere one obtains depends on whether the person queEtioned 
belongs to Mr.RUP.a or VEIMU. 

~he MIRUPA'e aver that the fighting started When 
men from VEiiru at"acked PORENI on four separate occaeione. The7 
refrained from retaliating tor sc,me time but then decided that 
honour had to be atistied and so they attacked the ~rAU aettleaente. 
It thi version is correct and the VEIMU•s did, 1n tact, provoke 
the MI:· JPA '-roup then they must now retiret their action tor the 
VEIMU group sut'fer-ed 1.eavily in the t'ighting. 

The VEIMt; 7ersion of the affair l"J&s 1 t tha·~ the 
MIRUPA's became dissatisfied with the payment ot 11.0.P. and p.1gtJ 
which r~d been made to the relatives or TINDURA aud when demands 
~or fUrther payments were not ~et they had recourse to tight~. 
It is now of small moment who actually did start the rightina. Th~ 
fact remains that fighting did occur and served to disrupt normal 
11te in the Kagua River Valley to a very large extent. 

The fightins which took pJ~ce between the MIRUPA 
and VEIMU groups created an unsettled feeling among many other 
groups and this feeling extended to areas quite close to Ialibu 
Patrol P~ot. In vjew of this fact it became more necessary than 
ever tr qction should be taken whereby the other geoupa 
could ~ ne Government was ready and able to take steps to 
punish ~ J appArently preferred to disregard the Government's 
prohibiti ~ribal righting. A total or 38 men were arrested by 
this patroJ. a11u. this was as n1P !1Y as could be properly handled by 
the small number of ~oliceo It was hoped that the arrest of this 
number would serve to g ive pause to those who were not arrested. 
It apuears, ho·;;cver, that fir;l1ting was resumed a short time after 
the patrol left the area for, on the 21 st. June, one of the VEI .. m 
f igh t-leadera came in to Ialibu ~nd reported that fighting had 
once again been re sumed. This fac~ was reported to M~ndi and the 
District Commissioner decide6 that :I; trols rrorn Mendi, Erave and 
Ialibu shoul d p roceed to the rea and ffect further arrests (Ref •. 
S.I . D. Sp cial Report ~ o.1 of 1956/57). 

Of t~e 38 men arrested and brought back to I~libu 
35 were ~mbsF.! ouently sentenced by the Court for Hatjve J,~atters to 
a period or Ten eeks I •• L. to be served at Ialibu PriRon. 

While this patrol did not succead in putting a 
comp:.t.ete sto.t o the f'igi.ting in tBe Kagua Volley it had, nevertheless, 
a good ef~ ect on tl~ morale of peo~le in the surrounding areas. 
Before the pat rol went into t h. Ka a i was obv~ous that many other 
groups were feeling unse ttled and this !'ee).in coul d be traced 
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- directl.Y to the t11.ct that this fighting was tak.~ng place •• :,.{ ~er the 
· patrol the other groups were ab~e t~ r~aliae that the GoTerament wae 

still interested and anxious to see that the people settled down to 
a peaceful way ot lite and that the Government was quite iaeadl', and 
able, to punish thoee amongst them who were not prepared to aettle 
diarutes peacetully ~1t who 118.d recnurae to violence. ~ rom 1ntormat1on 
gathered by the patrol it appeared that a total ot ten men had loat 
thoir lives in the fighting - this tigure reprea~nte the total 
tatalities u~ to the 19th •• Tune when the patrol le:tt the area. 

• Since the Special Pa trol went into the Kagµa Valle7 
1l' July 1 t is reported that 'ill :fighting has ceased and that both 
groups have settled down,app~rently to a lite ot peace. It 1a onJ.7 
natural that they should be wary and uneasy ot each other but the7 
have eeemipgly realized that violence only leads to th~1r own UA4o1Da. 

Under ditterent circwnstancea I teel that the nat1Te• 
ot both the MIRUPA and VEIMU grouts will prove to be <l'lite trt~ 
to the Administration. I teel that the proposed establi• e t ot a 
Pat1•ol Poet in the Kagua Valley is the onl7 W8.7 in which 11Q' 
expect law and order to be eucceaai'\1117 eatabl1ahe4 and ma1nta1ni4 
in the area. Arresting ~atrola ach~~Ye their object iii tbat tishl~ 
i• stopped - but they cannot neyent the tightina ~rom break~ out. 
Once the ditterent groups can tli persuaded to live peacerul.11' • 
together the7 soon discover that the members ot the othir groupa are 
not really •• bad aa the7 once thought them to be. ODl7 a Patrol 
Poet 1n the area can ensure that they will l1n at peace with ach 
other. At the present mc,ment the Kagua Valle7 1• tar enolqb a~ 
tram the Tarioua centres ot law and order to be unintlue I b7 
them to ~ great degree. A Patrol Poat will aerTe to di•~ tbe 
Tarioua groups in the area trom ~Ting recourae to Tiolence ill 
ettort to aettle their dia_putea. The adage "An ounce ot preftllt1 
ia worth a :-ound ot cure" holds good when applied to tribal t1pt1JaC. 

Ii!.~IVE AGRICULTURE AND LIVmTOCK: 

As was to be expected native agriculture in that 
p.\rt ot the Kagua Valley viei ted by this :;>atrol had auttered a aeTere 
setback as a result ot the tighting which had been raging. Ae a 
consequence it is difficult to det~rmine the quality ot the 
agriculture in that area. Sweet Potato is the staple tood ot the 
Kagua natives and this is eupplemeated by the uee ot Cooking Bananaa, 
Sugar Cane, Pit-Pit and Pandanue Nuts. The onl.7 airopean Tegetable 
seen in that area •·as Corn. 

In the area between Ialibu Patrol Pest and WAKARU 
Range the gardens appeared to be good and seemed to be bearing well. 
EUropean vegetables seen were Potatoes, Tomatoes, Cucumbers, Corn, 
Onions and Beans. · 

Pigs are not plentiful in any of the areas which 
the patrol visited. The natives do not poaeess fowls. 

ROAOO AND BRIOOES: 

Roads aa such are non-exietent in the area patrolled. 
All travelling was done over rough ~racke and these are good tor as !:m 
long as the weather holds ~ood. Rain senea to turn the majority ot 
them into treacherously greasy pads interspersed with swamp areas. 

The !ARO River was the only river which had to be 
crosoed by means of bridges. All or the other creeks and rivers 
which were crossed were quite easily forded. On the way back to 
Ialibu the patrol made use of a different bridge across the IARO to 
the one it had used on the way into the Kagua Valley. Both bridges 
were of the IDDl suspension type made of canP. and were suitable tor 
no more than two persons to cross at the one time. 
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
