w1ihout a doubt the grea test single i nfluence b e i ng brough t 
to bear on these people a ·~ the present time ie the proeelytio ng 
force of th& Catholic and Methodist Mission in the area. The 
Catholic Miss i on operates from SIPAI, on he Southern Coss al 
eection where Father Clemens iA stationed, whilst Methodist Mission 
1nt9lu~nce radiates from the Northern Coas t al vil l ages of KOATOROI 
and 'l'O'l'ODI. All the vil lagea in the Southern and North-Wee tern 
sections are Catholic and all the villages in the Northern Coas t al 
section •re ~ethodist; t he vi llages or TABARUI, S&PEKUI'.A, and 
KIPOI occupy a religious 1Ye17 ~an's Land in the gentle doct inal 
battle. on first appearances one might cons~er that conversion 
to Creed has been piecemeal by villages. Thie is not the eaee. 
Villages are now either Methodis t or Cathol ic beeause minorities 
haYe found their position untenable and have migrated in smell groups 
to villages where the majority is or their belief. 

Pollowing my convicti on that the very essence or enlightened 
Al1mintetrat1on is observance of the welfare of minorities I have 
us&d eYery 1nt9luence to eon•inee the people that religion should be a 
determinant of neither social nor politicsl grouping. It was 
explained that our eyetem of goYernment presumed differences •~ thin 
a group and that the cooperation of peoples of different outlook 
sn4 opl1iona waa one of the first lesaonti which the people must 
grasp 1.~ their general advanceme t, A.a an il l ustration I pointed 
out that harmony was achieved not by play~~ on & single note but by 
etrikina a chord between seYeral. The allusion was appreciated by 
these most musieall7-minded people. 

In JIG' opinion religious rei-T0ur is 1n its prima17 passion in 
this area. 'ftlerefore 1t 18 quite reasonable to expect that doctrinal 
Yariatione will result in some friction, quite unr~asbnable to thi-ow 
the blame ~n the Mi~eion bodies. NeYerthelese it is an unf'orttlnate 
tact that m1aa1on tdachere, with limited undorstanding and brinning 
zeal, haTe proTed disruptive elements. !hie ie particularl7 the 
case at XBPUI where RAIA&, the Catholic Miaeion Teacher, wae rorn:~rlT 
conTicted by llr. B.A.McLart7 or o~fer1ng inducements tothe catholic 
wo•n llA.IAllO to leeTe her Methodist husband SIA. (See Patrol Report 
BY 1 or •9/fiO). The woman llAIAKUJ now pregnant to RAIAB, wae 
d1Yorced b7 SIA and hae since been married to NAIAS by Pr. Clemens. 
It ie ~ opinion that Pr, Clemens could well haYe referred this matter 
\Q the M!miniatration betore eanct1~y1ng the union tor the settlement 
et th18 diepute W88 in the nature Of a tee Cf~Se ~etween the two 
lll••ion factions. Nevertheless NAIAS hae shewn a desire to atone 
for hie original wrongt-ul acts and has paid compens•t1on to SIA and 
br1depr1ce to llAIAllU'• re ativee. Therefore the marriage was 
recognised without tu~ther censure or NAIAS'e acts. 

Apart from the above matter no disputes wer brought o my 
attention and the general 1mpDess1on I received wee t he th 
people were in a settled and reasonably contented position. 

It is a fact that Administration influence is second to 
Mission in:rluence even in tempDral matters in thie area. '!'hie 1• 
tnderetandable in view of the rs t that the ll18s1one haYe repreeent­
at1Tee who are conetsntly orientated aa to their dutie~ by the 
•1•e1on stations. It is felt that the only wey ror this matter 
to be righted ie b7 constant patroll i ng or, better atill, 
by the eetabliehtlent or a Patrol Poet in the near future. 

ReYertheleae it 18 considered that the prestige o~ the 
Administration will not be raised by an inei tence that .n temporal 
.. t~ere its power is supreme. RR ther the emphasis ehould be on the 

1911 aepecta ot the c1•1a obligations which the Ada1n1ati-atton 
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plac~• upon the people. Thus wh~n I received ord at PI 
repair to the coast 1nrned1ately to search f or a European r po~ted 
lost overboard from the Pac1t1c Star and the natives ~led from 
t~ Church arter the serYice to avoid carrying, ook tee opportunity 
on~ retu~ to point out that th~y were morally obliged t assist 
in an attempt to save human life and that their ac~ns wdre a 
eont~adiction to their earlier devotions. It is considered that 
the thrust penetrated their armour of s~lf-r1ghteoue exclusiveness 
and eetabliehed eome conce~t on of the interdependence required 
by our c lt r e . Tn r · see it j r : l tl~ toting that rrom this 

Tillage on the petrol found n~ difficulty in seourtg the willing 
cooperation or all adult males in carrying cargo. 

2. !Wf01' • 

'l'hroughout this sre3 Adminis r tion infl ence is nruch greater 
th~n in the XUNUA Sub-Divisi n. Easier conmru.nication wi th Bohano 
attorde the most probable explaneticn. The people are contented and 
ae~tle4, and conscious of their c~vic obl gations. The number or 
abeenteee at nearby SORAEEN Plantation is high but the r~n ar~ 
able to return to the villages for the wceken~nd the labour g vea 
them s source of monetary income absent i~ their vi lag~s. 
HoweYer I consider that the villages of GOTON and ~AMBAR03I are oveP­
recrui tec! and ~ecommend t et three natives from GOTON and t o from 
BAll!SA.ROSI be returned in the near future. 

At LA.LUM Tillage a complaint we& reeeiv d from the Luluai 
POPO that one HASASA had absented himself from the census without 
reaeonable excuse. A turth r complaint was received frJm _M.T.T. 
POWO that HASABA haC:. failed to provide medical treatmel".t for hiB 
ch11~ TOMAS who had died as e result. HASASA was apprehended, charged 
and convicted. under JlR. 11~ and 67A of the Native Adm1n1stretion 
Reguletione of both chargea. 

At GO'l'Olf a requeet wee receiTed that female child GQTSU liTing 
at SOR.Ua:ll Plantation with SIRAMIA be returned to the village. It 
is reconnended thet this m!.tter be investigated at SORAKBN Plantation. 

£ ~rther request was received at GO'l'OK that TOBASI, employed 
at SORAIClll Plantation, had divorced Ml.NARA, hie eeeond wife ot three 
7eare' 1tanding, without paying compensation. TOBASI wae contacted 
at KUKAPOPO and agreed to pay £2 to the relations of MA.NARA, and . 
the matter has now been amicably settled. Pollo111ng t e Director's 
instruction i hie corrments on s previous patrol of BUXA Island 
(BV 11 ot 40/&0) absolutely no conment was made on the questio of 
bigamous marriages. 

l!A'l'IYB AARIQTJL'l'URS A1'!P LIVBSTOClt. 

Throughout the area patroll5d taro cropc ere still being 
a~ected by a blight. '!'he 0eople of KIAXARA claim tha ' they have 
found a solution by esteblishin~ their gerdens at higher altitudes. 
It appeare that this has received some success and the information 
was passed on to all other Tillages. 

The range O~ foodstuffs throughout he ree is good, SW et 
potato, tapioca, pitpit, sugar cane, bananas being important subs1d1 ride. 

!'he ie and people of HOK are at present living on the mainland 
end have their gardens th~re. However they wish to return to the 
1 land and it would appear to be in their bes~ interest•. The people 
of SA.POSA uee their island 1~ the planting of subsidieriee of 
tapioca, augar cane e·"c . using their small ho dings on he mainland 
for eweet potato production. 

'l'hroug~out the whole of KUNUA there is not a village pig and 
the position in HAH01' ie scarcely better. Piga are a mixed blessing, 
but the people are anxious to purchase them with their money from 
War Damage ~1etr1buted on this petrol and it ia reconmended that 
the7 be g1Ten a high priority in the sale of · pigs from ltUIERAU Agric­
ultural ltation.

During November t e SoluA area was vi ited b r. J. 
Miller, Regtstre~ or Co-operatives, accompanied by nyselr. On 
that occasion the question of the export or copra from the Sclus 
area was examined in detail. The earlier suggestion, which I 
~a•oured, was the uae ot a horee-dreYm. pneumatic tyred vehicle. 
However, Mr. Millar considered thet a horse wee Aecond-beet to e 
truck. The natives desired Mr. Miller to order a tr ·1ck f'or them 
but his advice was hat they must rirst improve heir ~oed. 

The result is hat a lsrge-scale drive to pu ~ tie ~oed 
in ordt.r h s c. RMneed, . e BEIKUT villagers, p~rt1culerly, 
h£ving done renu rkebly good 01•k in such a short time. The 
p ople of GAG~N, however, have done nothing anl their work was 
a ~r•ieed whilAt the patrol es in the .rea. The originel 
1deie wee 'for the roed to oe CO'T.Menced et ei ner end and ftJr 1 t 
to be surfe~e with limestone. Ho ever the supplies of limestone 
et GAGAN and KOHINO have been found to have a three 'foot 
overburden ot' earth. A f1 1. Ay's work as put in .,_ n Thursday, 
llth January, but onlt three jeen tra11~r loads of' limestone were 
extrac•ed, covering bout fifteen yards. ~leerly the imestone 
is out of the quest1 on.

Th~ majority of t he villages are easily accessible from 
the coast with the exception of Neblahiu, Tumuri, utahi and 
Melilup. It was considered approaching these latter villages by 
proceeding inland from Namatoa but the natives assured the 
writer that this course would entail a very difficult walk, as 
there are only poor tracks which follol-i stream beds and cross 
numerous peaks. Their advice was taken and the party eventually 
proceeded inland from Namkerio, where the road follows one 
main ridge. Between the villages of Neblahiu and Tumuri is the 
hardest climbing on this patrol and again between Helilup and 
Lomsis some very difficult country is traversed. 

Most of the coastal villages have had regular contact 
with tLe Administration, though t here has not been a complete 
patrol through the area since 1949. hr. McLean visi t ed a big 
proportion of the villages in the Teop area in 1951, including 
the four inland places which had not been patrolled since the 
war. lo report on this patrol is available at the Sub-District 
office though the census books had been _evised in the villages 
and the statistics of birthst deaths, migrations etc., obtained 
on this prasent patrol date rrom this revision. 

1-ir. Moller, E.M .A., did not actually accompany the 
patrol when it set out from Sohano but commenced ~ patrol of the 
area shortly later and met up with the writer at Uamkerio 
trom whence we proceeded together through the mountain vii11ges 
and split up again at Aravia. As the two patrols coincided the 
medical aspect was left to the E.M • .&.. 

The population of the area is concentrated mainly in 
section from Tinputz Plantation to Teopasino Plantation and 
along the coast from Ruri to Manob. The remainder of the 
country is very sparsely settled. 

Vi,llage to village carrying was used thxo~hout the 
patrol and rest-houses in the Teop sector are conveniently 
spaced. The Sailo area contains no real rest-house on the 
assumption that one makes use of Kero' s jeep from Siara to 
travel back and forth. As the jeep broke down on this occasion 
it was found necessary to make use of native houses on two 
different nights, once at Torotai and again at Sorum. One 
rest-house, to be built on the road near Torotai, was requested.

The whole o. this area is well under cont rol, t1ere 
being little or no inter-tribal or 1Pner-tribal friction. 

The majority of t he people have ample contact with the 
Administration headquarters at Sohano and there are 
four European Mission stations and six plantations in 
the Sub-Division, which have assis ted in sophisticating 
the indigene. 

Tnere are large numbers of children attending local 
schools, some adults are working f or the plantations, 
and the remainder have sufficient to do,working their 
own copra and keeping their gardens, houses etc., to 
keep themselves busy and haven't the time to enter 
into all the usual litigations which occur where the 
people are idle. 

lo court cases were held to settle dis utes and the 
only matters for arbi t:ra tion brought forward were too 
irrelevant to matter. 

lii.:tiye Offic:La.1 ~: I o complaint was to be formd with the work bE. ing 
do _ b~ any of the officials encountered. They all 
appea~~ed to realise what is required by their position 
and did their best to have everything in ord~r when tL:? 
patrol arrived. Some of them are much better leaders 
than others but, wj_thout a lengthy stay _ .1 each village, 
it is not possible to differentiate between their 
capacities to c"ly degree. A list, Appendix "B", is 
attach~xj_ to the ~eport, giving a list of names of 
officials and a ":ough estimate of their worth. 

Kasaman of Chunpa ts is the 'boss' luluai of the Te.l\) 
sector and is fully aware of the operati on of a f.J· r7'f ,,,1., 
It has been largely through his efforts that admi ..ist-
rdtion interests have been kept alive in the area and 
the various officials kept up tot.he mark. Kasaman has 
bad a number of years of close association with officers 
of the Administration and is a very use:rul guide. 
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A number of pro7isional a~pointments to the offices of 
Luluai and TuJ tul were made during the course of the patrol made 
necessary by tne demise of the previous holders. These are teing 
made the subject of &. separate memorandum for confirma ~ion by the 
Director. 

Ylll agQJi: ill villages had been given a thoro1.gh spring cleaning or 
the benefit of the patrol and no fault cc,_ad be ~ound wi "tb the 
buildings or ~urroundings. The standard of most of the dwellings 
·.,as very good and numerous new f'tructures were in the course of 
ert:.ction. 

Cemeteries in the Teop area left much to be desired and 
orders were given for their immediate attendance. Notes to this 
effect were made in all relevant village books. 

Almost w1 thout exception the village~ ·aave a church or 
sometimes two where there are two religiou::~ bodies cperating. 

The following villages, Ruri, Chundawun, Tabut, Tapsanwara, 
Torotai1 Anaki, Katsinkoveri, Gohi and Ramundata are all 
si tuatea. on the beach, with a steep cliff behind them. To vis i t 
them from the main roadlni t is necessary to climb down b. a steep 
path in some cases and others the descent can only be made 
by a ladder er notched log! provided for that ~urpcse. The wat r 
supply along this s~ction s not good and .. ~e village ot 
ChtmdaWllll is on a poor site. This latter village in'tenc moving 
to the fiat ground above the cliff, where a much better position 
iS obtainable. 

<j§NS1JS & STATISTIC§ 

The basis used tor the variable exponente ot the census 
statistics submi tted1 i.e. births, deaths and migrations, is not 
the same tor every V1llage. Some of these date back to arch 
19lf-9 and others to February 1951, Ruri village only not having 

. had a census revision since 1948. An explanation of this matter 
was given in the ini;roduction and the following comprehensive 
l.iS t ot villages, 1 th the time of last census revision, is 
supplied for ~elation to the Village Population Register 
attach6d.

The average birthrate in 
the inland villages is muc.h greater than on the coast. ~'!l1lup 
has an especially large proportion ot childTen to adults. 

Absentees are generally working within the District a.n6 the 
CllOOl children attend mission ~chools within short distances of

~. ov rall censUB indicates a steady increase in the 

population. 
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AGRICULTURE & LITESTOCK 

Throughout most of t r e area food was not o,~erplentif\:i but, 
as the wet season has apparently been longer ~han us ua1

1 
t hev, 

the natives, have not been able to replant at tl e nornal + ;­
Many fre~h garden areas have been ~0rornenced and there is . . 
likelihood o: a food shortage. The coastal villages have not 
been having any success With their taro crops ana. are m .. ~'f 
relying mainly on sweet p tato. A disP,ase i n the taro ha .· 
decreased the yield considerably and some places have ceased to 
pll.nt it altogether. The disease i3 not apparent in the young 
plant but, when the plant is due tv bear, the leaves dry off 
and the bulb discontinues growing. Some of the inland gardens 
suffer from this disease to a lesser extent but the gardeJl.9 back 
in the mountains are free ntirely. 

English potatoes are grown at Namatoa village, but the otfler 
surrounding villages are apparently not quite elevated enoug 
tor them. The mountain villages round Melilup grow them in large 
auanti ties and use them as a ca•h crop. In these villages J. t is 
possible to obtain a ood varh:.tY of E'\l.l'opean vegetables such 
as corn, onions, cabbage ( English & Chinese) chokoes c~eumber 
and beans. Unfortunately the remoteness of tbe localily precl114es 
the supply of these commodities to the European settlements on 
the coast. 

Coconut groves are plentt~l along the coast and smoked 
cop~a is being produced in in~reasing quantities. The market for 
this production is good and the grovr!:J. especially those from 
Ruri to ~ianob, are very clean. fhe 1 t of production of these 
holdings is not likely to be r~e.ched for a long time but the 
tonnage wou1d be large1 as may be gathered from the estinate o-r 
individual village holdi.nt~ as Given in "Appendix C". 

IJzyestock 

With the exception. of seven villages, t here are mmerou.s i gS 
owned by all places in t he Sub-Division. The village of I:utahi 
has disposed of the pigs held there,as they have embraced the · 
Seventh Day Adventist faith tw+r+ and no longer eat meat. Pig 
breeding is not as important in a nati ·e community as it was 
formerly. Cash values have replaced the n'.:) e of pigs to a lar ~ 
extent in bridal payment s and the pig C" .. -' .. held are used tiainJ.y 
during the periodical ceremonial da.nc s. Inflationary price5 
asked for pigs by their owners has limited the aioount or trading 
done. 

The pigs seen were all the long-snouted native variety, there 
being no eross-breeding yet with European pigs. No sickness is 
evident amone them. 

Wild pigs are scarce, which is just as well for the sake of 
the unfenced gardens. Domestic pigs, allowed to rorun freely, are 
sufficient menace in this regard. 

?oultry supplies are considerable, thP~e being no less than 
1719 fowls and a few ducks 0\med by the i ndi gene. The saapl es 
tried b .,. the writer were fotmd to be meaty and t ender. Eg , s were 
not diff icul t to acquire , though being muc~ smaller than standard. 
An odu breed, which can be bE:lst described as black with ' curly' 
feathers, has been i ntroduced through the Seventh Da., A ventist 
Hission at Kieta. A pure bred rooster was loaned to the natives 
at Mutahi and the results are now appearing in different 
villages. 

Kero of Siara has the biggest ~epresentation in t he 
livestock business, having about 200 pigs and a like number of 
Australorp towls. 

"AppendiX C" of this report gives a clear picture of the 
livestock distribution in the Sailo/Teop Sub-:livision. 
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MISSIQNS 

Thrn~ mission bodies operate in the area. These are Catholic, 
Methodist and Seventh Day Adventist, "ti~~ir degree of influence 
being in that order. There is no European representative 0f the 
Seventh Day Adventist Mission, their headquarters being at Kieta. . 
The Methodist Mission's main station is at Kekesu and the Catho:.ic 
Hission bas three stations, Teorauki, Tinputz and nantoa. 

Mutahi village is the only village in this area which 
contains converts to the Seventh Day Adventist faith but 95% of 
the people there conform. The remaining few are a mixture of 
Catholic and l:ethodist. The villages of Sunuvahora, Teop Is., 
l!antobin, Namatoa, Kukurina, Suangu, iamasiora, Teobu..lU.n, 
Tochabon1 Melilup and 'Umum are all within the orbit of the 
ethodist Missi0n, though only Hantobin and Namatoa are completely 

¥ ethodist, the remainder of the vlllages having both }i~ ethodist 
and Catholic foll owers i n about a 50 to 50 pro9ortion. 

Teorauki Mission caters to the spiritual needs of 1 t~: 
members in the villages of Irue, Sunuvabora, Teop Is., Kukurina, 
Suangu, Narnasiora, Wawunginua, Patiaviavi, and Torokopia. The 
villages of Teobuhin, Pokapa, Avis, Tochabon, Dios, Namkerio, 
Neblahiu, Tumuri 1 1-Ielilup, Lomsis, Aravia, Pokpolc, Tetakuts, 
Chl.Ulpats and Tenau are provided for by the Tinputz Nission and 
Umlmll Ruri, Siara, Chundawun, Tabut, Tapsanwara, Torotai, Anaki, 
Kats nkoveri 7 Gohi, Sorum, Ramundata and Manob are within Hantoa' s 
sphere of activity. 

Very little friction occurs where there are two faiths 
practiced by the one community. In each of these places they 
have a church building for both creeds, one at either end of the 
village. 

Mission infiuence with the natives is not particularly 
strong a• the people genera.lly are strongly independent. 

& H1M!,TH 

The presence of Mr. Moller, E.H • .l., in the area relieved 
the conducting officer of the patrol of the necessity for going 
very thoroughly into the question of health. 

General health was found to be quite good, the main ailments 
being the usual skin diseases. Cases of yaws were infrequent 
but tinea imbriceta is prevalent among the inland peoples and 
goitre cases are numerous in the Melilup locality. 

These people ar~ fortunate,in respect to medical carel as 
they are able to ob8:Yn treatment at the four mission stat ons 
and there are also four Government Aid Posts. 

The mumps epidemic, which is passing through the Small 
Buka area, had not reached any of the villages covered by this 
patrol. 

RQAM & 6~~ 

Having had ample forewarning of the advent of the patrol 
to the area, there was no excuse for the roads and inter-village 
tracks to be in a state of disrepair. No excuses were round 
necessary howaver as all roads etc were in a commendable 
condition. Even the longest st1·etches had been the subject ot 
recent attention and consequently walking was made a great deal 
easier. The main road from Bonis to Teopasino 13 in good repair 
but drai'ling is required in places. 

Bridces are :oon-existent but the majority of the streams 
encomtered can be crossed by rockwaya. Being the dry season mv 
was an advantace, the rainy season undoubtedly producing dittio-
ul t1••· 
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EDUCA,TIQli 

Education is extensive but not ~tensive. There are 437 
male children and 185 female children attending the various 
schools available. Of this number there are dbout two-fifths who 
attend for regular schooling at the four m~ssion stations and 
another fou!' schools, at Namatoa, S~u, Rugen and l·utahi, run 
by native teachers. The remainder of these children receive 
intermittent education fr0m catechists stationed in their villages. 
From t~ese J.a tter schools the brighter pupils are periodically 
chosen to a ·;,;tend the better schools. 

Literacy in the area is comparatively high, there b•ing at 
least 264 adu1t nati~es capable of reading and writing in the 
Pidgin English language. 36 of this uumber are also able to read, 
write and understand a little English, although they find it 
difficult to speak English. ot having any practice with the 
English tor"'gue, after they have left school, their lmowledge 
gradually lapses. Those employed as catechists and such by the 
missionl aft er their training, are the only ones who retain their 
interest. 

\UR DjM4GE & COMPENSATION 

All claims paid were for compensation for property other 
than land. No claims for death were paid and none recorded. 

~3 claims were paid al together the total amount beilig 
paid out of £3912.19.3. 127 claims, iotalling £347.14.~1 were 
paid in cash and bank passbooks numbering 2?6 received tne 
balance of the moneys. 274 new accounts were opened. 

With the completion of these payments the claims,ror 
compensation for property ot..her than land, in the Sub-Division 
are almost finalised. The only remaining claims are those of 
absentees. 

'!'RAPE S:J:ORES & BAPiJUES 

Twelve native-operated trade stores and five bakeries are 
scattered through the area. Two of the trade stores are run by 
the Co-operative Society, the other ten being privately owned. 
The Co-operative stores are at Teop and Gohi, the privately owned 
stores b?~ng as follows: 2 on Teop Island, one each at Sunuvahora, 
Hantobi"' Namatoa, Wawunginua, Patiaviavi, Sipitavi, Pokapa, Siara, 
Bakeries are situated at Teop, !rue, Tendu, Siara and Torotai • 

.All bakeries were inspected and found to be satisfactorily 
cle'l.ll and hygienic. The output from each place is somewhere about 
12 loaves per day and the sale price is a standard 2/- per loaf. 
Europeans in the vicinity, as well as local natives 1 patronise 
these bakeries. They are very convenient when on patrol in the 
area and the bread is consistently well made. 

Trade stores were examined, prices generally being reasonable 
At least three native propri0tors were found to be selling at a 
ioss and were advised what prices should be charged to make a 
fair margin or pro:f'i t. Their business knowledge in mo~t case ~·~ is 
small but, having made a start, they should gradually come tc 
understand the business of buying a.Im selling. 

Licence holders for the stores and bakeries were advised 
that all licences etc were now due for renewal. 
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ANTimOPOLOGICAL 

I.a nd & Narria ~e 

Land is inherited by the eldest child in the family, a 
male or female as the case may be. If thete are no children,then 
the land is handed down through the mmets tuJa:g,. eldest brother 
or sister or to the eldest child of t heir relevant famil y. 

Should a woman inhe:rit land in her village, t he price 
required for her hand in marriage is considerably greater than 
that required for a woman witl out holdings. Under the }126ent 
system, where cash ayments are used in bride price, a landless 
woman may bring from £5 to £15 in the marriage market, but a 
woman with land is likely to bring anything up to £50. It is 
customary for a married woman to migrate to her husband's village 
but, where land is owned by the woman in her own viilage, the 
husband generally ~akes up residence there. 

Areas of ground marked for gardening purposes may belong 
to an ·· ona or number of people but the gro1Uld is equally 
apportioned for each household in the village and no payment is 
received by the owner of the ground for its use. 

Previously it was the custom for the brother of a deceased 
native to take the latter's wife and children into his own 
household. In some cases the practice is retained but the children 
only are recognised openly by their foster parent. 

Polygamous marriages are mostly thos e which were 
contracted some years previously but the exceptions still occur. 
"J.ppendiX D" supplies detailed statistics on polygamous marriages 
as these figures have not been previously submitted for this area. 

QONCT.nsION 

Every aspect of the patrol indicated that there was every 
effort being made by the indigene to lead an industrious and 
harmonious lire. A keen awareness of the advaatages of an 
improved standard of living augurs well for the future.

Mldica1 eJ?d Health: 

Dr. Gunther took the opportunity to examine the natives during 
census revision, and was g-ratitied to note the obvious good health 
ot both Groups. It was indeed pleasing to note the csapl@te absence 
ot even Jlinor sores, the clean healthy skin, nd the general vigorous 
llearing ot the natives. The census figures L r eloquent testimo~ 
to the prevailing exceptional good health, and the actual process ot 
fl census takint it•lf, provided evidence ot it, in that family 
groups ot tour generations were common, with the great grandparents 
still vigorous and active. There were no sick.

The behaviour of the village officials parallele that ot the t'.t0

..nd the Tillace officials likewise v3re apparently disinterested. 
The Ta~ tultul was ihetticient, and, from his complaints, ppears 
no longer able to entorce his legal cODlllands without the backing ot 
authoriey. 

The Mortlocks people, on the other hand, were demonstratively 
pleased at our visit, and their village officials were spontaneously 
co-operative, extremely efficient, and very friendly.

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General: 

It was very pleasing indeed to find that the patrol, in its 
original purpose, was wholly unnecessary; the Tasmans people had not 
even seen the ~ave,the Mortlocks had seen it, though it passed them 
by without daDLi ge, and the Carterets Group, from close aerial 
observation, was seen to be unscathed. 

As stated under the heading of Village Officials, our reception 
varied at the two groups. On arrival at the Tasmana it was some 
time before .QD1 solitary canoe approached the aircraft, and, on our 
arrival ashore, it was some time b&fore the natives could rais~ the 
interest necessary to S6nd mo~~ cances for medical stores for their 
own use. 

At the Mortlocks however, disembarkation from the aircraft was 
difficult because of the ncilber of canoes which arrived. The natives 
were friendly, hospitable and generous. A large array of unsolicit~d 
gifts were set out for tile party, including well made coconut fibre 
hats, and they insisted on performing a singsing, a ve!'y pleasing, 
though impromptu and necessarily hurried performance. 

As regards the foregoing remarks, it may be r elevant to note that 
the Tasmans appear a much less mixed people than the Mortlocks J whereas 
the Tasmans present an almost uniformly Pclyneslan appearance, the 
Mortlocks are of many and varied types, from Pol~rnesian to Melaneisian. 
It may well be that the Mortlocks type mixt11re has infused a vigor.­
ma\sing in the Tasmans. Both groups are ~:'\.~ptionally vigorous and 
healthy physically; but the Mortlocks aloue exhibited spontaneous 
enthusiasm. The singsing performed was, of course, Polynesian in 
tn>e.

Domestic pi gs are not numerous. he garden areas ··v-rnre so 
scatterc , domestic i bs \ere consi cred too great a Menace t o 
t heir safety. How that the pople are organising i to larger 
groups, they are confident t hat the can control t e depredati­
ons of t he pigs and intend restocking . Appare1tly ther e are 
numerous wild pi gs on the flats, these providing the meat 
supply at the moment. ··Jhen it is de ~-: ired to f atten pi gs in the 
villages , they h t down the so ·rs with litters and tame the 

oung. 

Fowls are considerably more :l.n evidence than pig but they 
drE:l of oor stock . Like most na ive-bred oultr~. no new stock 
is inti·oduced and the fo rls interbreed ad i nfin&tum. One usually 
finds an abundance of cockerels · ith a f ew hens, so the breedl ng 
rate is low. 

App~ndix 'C' t abul ates the distr bution of livestock. 

MISSIOUS 

Only two sects operate i n the Keriaka; they are the 
Catholic and lfethodist . The latter are , at the moment, repres­
en ed solely in the village of AKOPAI, · rhich is also half 
Catholic. Two na~ivc teachers, who are res1onsible to the 
European missiona1·y in the Kunua Sub-Divic-ion , represent the 
l-1ethodist mission. 

Father Dionne is in charge of Catholic interests and has 
his head quarters at KURAIO. NatiVe catechists are stationed in 
each village, most of them being local natives , though the 
policy is not to locate catechists in their cn-.rn villages. This 
is a good idea, as they are not so prone to assuming e.11 
unwarranted authority. 

A bi~ proportion of the indigene have accepted the tenets 
of the church and have been baptised accordingly but there aro 
many who are still independent of religion as we kno i~. 

NEPIQAL & HEALTH 

A f ull medical check , as made during the course of the 
patrol. The writer was supplied with large quantities of 
medicine nd sufficient procaine penicillin to give injections 
to all framboesia sufferers. Thirty or these injections were 
dispensed personally, as the accompanying Patrol lledical Tultul 
t...._d had no previous experience of intra-muscular injecting. The 
cases treated were mainly in the 1-10 age group, there being 
only 3 cases am~~gst the adults. As soon as the people realised 
that injections were being given, they brought forward all 
likely suspects, which had Jaeen missed by the P.M.T.T. It is 
therefore possible to reco that a 10 use was made of the 
drug supplied. 

General health was goodJ there being 18 tropical ·UlilllH~• 
two cases or ma1aria 9 S of .scabies and 9 ot conj\IRCtivi

All villa es 1ere adrised 
of t s action, offj ials b ing old to obtain treatment from the 
nearest source at t e first su picion of the di~•ase among their 
people. Periodic epidP.mics of dysentery l cve )een a major cause 
of deaths in the 'eriaka. 

Patrol i.:edical 'lultul, I:ATAVISIAlA, met the patrol at KA VIKI 
beach hamlet and elected to accompany us to eriaka. His capabil­
ities and enthusiasm have been the subject of note in at least two 
ther reports and the writer endor es the r eco endations made by 

Er. Leen, a/A.u.o., _n his K ua/Hahon report l o. BV 2 of 52/53. 
The assistance given by 1 ~AVISIA to the present patrol as 
greatly appreciated. 

The aid post at KURAIO is quite a well setup establishcent 
but badly needed cl aring rour.a.d the erimetc~.:'. The N.M.A. in 
charge as instr cted to give it the attentton required. 'l1here 
were 26 natives, mainly ,. i th tropical ulcers and sores, attending 
the aid post for treatment. KURAIO is some distance from all 
villages and conse q ently the natives become in atients. The 
N.M.A. th ~ spends most of his time there, seldom, if ever, 
visiting t e various villages. An educated native, fro~ the village 
or ASILIMA, was recruited, at the request of the District J.:edical 
Officer, for training a.t Nonga as a }ative Hedical Assistant. The 
present N.N.A. is not a local native and is hampered in his work 
by the natural reticence of native s to,ard strangers in their 
midst. 

WJQA'fIOli 

Educational facili tie e are limited' there being tuo village 
schools and two area schools. The Methodist mission has a native 
teachE:tr at AKOPAI and a catechist runs a school at POKUI1'0, w.h" eh 
caters also for the villages of ATUTOKORUI and ASILIMA. The area 
school at KURAIO is rtm by Fr. Dionne, with the assistance or 
native teachers, and the other is inland from KURAIO, being run 
by natives. 

The KURAIO school has an attendance of approximately 120, 
though 4o or these pupils are from the BANONI and liAGOVISSI areas. 
25% of the stua · ~-.a.ts here are females. According to the experience 
of Fr. Dionne, the Kerial{a natives are not very responsive to 
tuition, being left far behind by the natives from the other 
areas. Mission Brothers are also being trained at KURAIO. 

A few Keriaka natives are attending Catholic mission schools 
in the Kieta and Buin Sub-Districts. 

Hore village schools are to be commenced but are delayed 
pending the availability of suitaole t€achers and the materials 
necessary for the pupils • 

.RQAOO & BRIDGES 

The country is quite rugged end subject to a heavy anmial 
rainfall. It is possible to cut the grass on the tracks but not 
to keep th~m in any sort or repair. Deep ruts are scoured out by 
the rain and steps, which have been cut periodically to make the 
climbing easier, soon disappear. The only stretch of track which 
is flat for any distance, is between MJrr.ARAIO and AUKl!:I. 
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ROi'J)S & BRIDGES (cont 1 d) 

Bridges are out of the question, as t e stre slave low 
·., banks on either side and the pressure of · t er atiter a storm 

c rries all before it. This as roved b experience; ~hen th3 
patrol ras delayed returning from h~OTOPAI to ATUI~EI by flood 
waters, a 40-50 foot fig tree wa('! felled to bridge the stre m 
the same huge tree being found a week later near the beach. j} 
there hac been no recent s~orm in the mountains, it is possill\e 
to cross all streams by either roickways or 'by ,, ading . The flood 
raters for unately recede very quickly - uruall ~ i thin 8-12 

hours. Along the beach from POKUITO to ~1.J IO, there are four 
large streams to be crossed; these are quite easiJy ~orded in 
good weatl er but create difficulties after a v 9ek of rain, as 
was the case this time. 

From KOKAHANAU to POKUITO, and again from POKUITO to 
KURAIO, the tracks are r ough indeed, following some particularly 
tortuous terrai~. It ·ras nece c-sary along the latter track to cut 
our ray through bu5h and ·Talk for some distance along the bed of 
a stream 1 with water to the ~rc..ist, until t became too Aeep, 
necessi•ating hacking through virgin forest along the bank~. In 
favourable weather, the route recomraended,for a patrol through 
tlu s area, is: by orkboat to ASILil.A, ATU'IOKORUI and POKUI'I'O, 
thence back to KURAIO, sending v, or~ . to TOKETBI for carriers to 
meet patrol here. Proceed inland then to KOK.Al~! AU, orking back 
through inland villabe J to JJnm. This muld obviate the two 
difficult stretcle~ mentioned,uhich are sufficiently hard for an 
unencumbered ·Talker but really hard ·Tork for the carriers. 
Unfortunately the surf is gener ally so bad on thjs coast that 
the suggested co rse of approach woul seldom be practicable. 

WAR DAMAGE & COMP&NAATION 

l/ith the payment of' one woman, whose claim was mis:placed 
previously, the War Janage for this area has been finalised. 

Actually the Tar interfered very little with the Keriaka 
people as no Japan e ventured right into the wountains. 

JAPANESE WAR GRAVES 

In compliance with D.D.S. circular requesting information 
on this subject, enquiries were made. There is only one Jepanese 
grave in Keriaka, this being located mid~ray beVAeen KUBAIO and 
TOKETEI, where a fighter plane is three-parts buried in the 
mountainside. The remains are still in the plcne, requiring some 
excavating to remove them. 

AIWiRQPOLOGICAL 

Upi Qµlt 

This custom has now been er:tir ly done a1· ay with, due 
mainly to mi(!sion influence, as the attitude has been one of 
approbation towards the practice of Upi rites. SIGEISIGEIPAI and 
ETOTOPAI were the last two villages to submit. If, as has been 
supposed, it was a means ·hereby the older men were able to 
corner the marriae market, whilst keeping their younger rivals 
to a strict chastit , the cessation of the practice is a 
definite advantage for advancement. 

Coµnting 

It was noted that the counting in this area is done by 
compressing the tips of the thwnb and fingers. i.e. to indic te 
four, the thumb and three fingers are compressed at the tips. 
This is in contrast to the closed fist methOd employed elsewhere. 
For numbers over ten, the toes are used and over 20 the count 1• 
recorded by cuts on a stick 01' knots in a rope.

is still the rule rather than the exception. lo

undue influence has been brought to bear to eradicate this 
custom. Government policy to this ouestion ·as inquired abollt 
and the ri ter explained t l at the~e .. ,. as no la .' to prevent them 
entering into such r::nrriages . · lmbers of t ese pl:1r 1 marriages 
ha ... ·e only be t1 contracted lately 1 being mainly to the ·ridows 
of deceased relatives, as there is not a surplus of women. A 
notable factor of polygamous marriages i~ the nunber of children 
per woman, co pareC: with the monogamous partner"'hi s . ,,he 
deduction is that polygamous marriages are entered into during 
the enforced period of chastity during childbirth and after, 
the husband being necessarily virile to countenance a dual 
family. Be that as it may, it ras interesting, after the idea 
occurred, to compare the childbirt" ratios in the two fo~ms 
or marriage. 8 wives of plural marriages, in TOKETEI village, 
have 16 children between them, whilst 10 wives of monogamous 
unions have 14 children; at AK PAI 9 wives have 19 children 
in polygamy, 11 wives 19 children in monogamy; at KOKA11ANAU 
the figures ere 13 rives with 30 children in polygamy and 
t o pregnancies, with 3 ·romen 5 chi~dran in monogamy , no 

~ncies. The full statistics on polygamy are provided in 
· t:: dix 1 D1 • 

Marriage 

As there is little trading done ,1ith pigs or ot er goods, 
and no easy road to monetary wealth , the bride price paid is 
only £1, 1hich is very small in comparison ith ~s~ Pltacis. 
The payment is made when the girl ls very young an~ cmns1im!nated, 
often depending on the patience of the groomt when the woman's 
breasts have filled out. There is a period or chastity for the 
WC>lpan from about the 6th month of pregnancy lUltil the child 
cuts its teeth, during the period of motherhood. Polygamy is a 
natural corollary. Sister exchange is still carried on wi tJrl.n 
the Keriaka and between then and the ita peoples. 

Inheritance 

Possessions pass from husband to wife or equally among 
the children, if both are deceased. Female children have the 
same rights as males, 1.rrespective of their marriage into 
another village. Relationship follo'1s the patrilinea1 pattern. 

CONCLUSION 

The patrol was unhurried as the workboat was not due to 
return for a fortnight, allowlng a reasonable time in each 
place. 

Improvements, of all aspects, in the progress of these 
people may rightly be expected. The changed attitude evidenced 
will undoubtedly continue. It is an area which will have to be 
brought along slowly but the spirit of co-operation shown, to 
a11 suggested improvements, indicates the readiness of the 
people to conform to the requireMents of their extending 
environment. 

Distribution of salt, as payment for services, was an 
easy means of breaking the ice ~.nth the shyest of women and 
children.

6468 Const KY8A: Definitely one of the brighter types, 
whose ability to read and write is an advantage. He and the 
L/Cpl were found to be the only two capable of carrying out more 
than the simplest order. 

ho . z483 Const PINO:- Does make an effort but not very 
capable. Has a fear of the ·Tater, which ·us a disadvantage. 

No . 60?l:BA. Const WARAGUT :- Ha') the ability to be elsewhere when 
there i.s ·rork to be done. This ,. as his first patrol and the:re is 
hope for improvement. 

No. 7734 Const. GIBA: Requires vatching most of the time as he 
is inclined to be lazy and does his work half-heartedly. He also 
was on his first walk and was at a loss to understand the need 
for a combined effort when breaking camp etc . 

No. 7%3 Const YANDI:- One of the slo·T plodding type. Will not 
amount to much as he is no longer a young man.
