The Lavani Valley consists mainly ot vast open •reas ot 
pit-pit and kWlai grasses. The floor ot the valley consists of a 
series ot ridges, vh1eh drain down towards the Tumbudu River around 
which there is a fairly large swamp area, w~ich tends to flood at 
regular intervals. 

It 11 on theae ridges that there ar~ a rew possible airstrip 
1ite1. One site which stands out in J&rticular is on a ridge, which 
runs dovn from near the Huguni rest house towards the Tumbudu River Llilt••· The r~dge though sloping is very straight and runs tor at 
l• •t a ail•. The only difficulty I would envisage on such a site, 
would be clearances at the take orr point, though I em sure this 
vould be no problem to light aircraft. 

!lthough it is not worth while making any recommendations 
r•1•r41ng the site, which 1 think could be developed at very little 
coat, it should be kept in mind in the event ot future development 
in tne area.

I. The patrol visi~ed every census centre tor the revision 
or tPe census and spent at least ono night at most places. jtte~d­
anco was good and the patrol ~as well received, ospecially at 
:tjllrai& in the Mogororugva Census Division where, although I was 
not revising the census, everyone gathereA to hear my talk regard­
ing their road and meet the members of the patr~l. The people are 
faVOlU'ably inclined towards the jdministration and are keen to 
give assistance where posaible. 

2. The patrol at all times was accompanied by at least one 
member of the KOROBA Local Gov6rnment Cowicil and Cowi~illors 
KOBAW,,WAREGO and OLA accompanied the patrol tor o~er a week 
whilst operating in the southern portion ot the Census Division . 
Both WARBr,o or UNGIMABO and OLA or iGBLE are trad1tiou•l lead@rs, 
who have been elected Councillors and are well known tigur•s 
outside their own areas, especially the former, who seems to be 
popular wherever he goes. Both have been little attac~d by their 
election to the CoWlciland are the only remaining members, who 
still wear their traditional costumes. 

3. Some or the Councillors and local leaders expressed their 
concern about the numoers of yowig men going o~ t to work under 
the Highland Labour Sct.eme. They think too much work is being 
t.tu'ust upon the older and less active members ot the co Wlity. 
It is trlla that som4 or the young men rrom 'the MAGARA!PABAIIJMO 
area have been going straigh·; to TAHI ror recru1 tment. I requested 
the people that anyone wishing to go out to work should t1rst go 
to the Sub-District Oft1c~ - KOBOBA~ In this wav an adequate 
check can be kept on the rate of recruitment. • 

~. The establishment of the KOROBA Lccal Government Council 
has stimulated the peoplea' desire for ~ cash income. ln some 
cases, however, the people seem to think thet the Admini.stration 
is responsible for the provision of this i~Lome by Qaying out 
money tor work on roads bridges and other projects. I pointed 
out to them, that the Administration was certainly responsible 
for helping in their developmer.t, but they should t nink more in 
terms or their own development by planting as much coffee as 
possible. Ample opportunities were now being provirted through 
the CoWlcil for the planting of coffee, but the problem of fiading 
another suitable crop for the area h~ yet to bo solved •

12. During th coursa ~r this patrol I conducted a survey 
ot all the children in the KOROBA Census Division (KOROB! Local 
Government C~uncil area), who would be ~uited to couunence school 
in 1965, 1966 nd 1967. In tact I recorded all the names or 
children, whose ages are s- as having o&er_ bo:rn iri 1959, 1960 
and 1961. All these names are shown in Appendix I to this report, 
The following information was recoraed. {e) Name ot Child. 
{b) Date ot Birth. (c) Sex. (d) Name ot 1-'acther. (e) Name ot other. 
(t) Group Name. (g) Rest House. (h) It Willing to ~ttend School. 
There were a total or 522 names r corded. 

13. In most cases the arents assented that their children 
would be abl~ to att nd scho~l it ~ne were commencad in their area. 
Though l do think, irJ some cases, the answer in the attirmative 
was given more through a desire to please, than a realistic 
d•sir• to have their children att4nd school. 

I~. At pr•sent the only schools operating in th~ Census 
Division are th6 .Adminl stra t1on School at KCROBA, the Christian 
Mission in Many Lands School at GWALA and the Capuchi~ Mis ion 
Scho~l at fURENI, T~ere are a total of 167 children from the 
Cens~s Divlsion att nding these schools (143 males and 24 Females).

The area 
arowid KOROBj is being served fairly well by the Administration 
school and the C.M.L.L. school at GW.LA. The Capuchiln Mission 
school at PURE! I 1 s helping t'-' serve that area and the Unevange lised 
Field Mission may ba starting a school at TUMBITE. This still 
lea,es the central part of the Census Divisj.on without a school. 
HEDEMARI as been mentioned as a likoly sit~ for another school 
and would certainly fill in ~ £ap in the Census Division. A s~hoo~ 
here would b3 a~tended by children from HEDEYiARI, ~IRIBALl and 
KEBli and the odd childrE>:i-1 from ~:ARIA, HUMBERU and KEBIA.

8. At 11 t 1e c ntres visit d up to the 7t1 or August, 
talks were given to t o p ople on ~ho co ing Local Government 
Council elections. 

~. I oxplained to the people t hat the second C~ cil 
eiect1ons follow twe~ve months atter th initial el~~tion~, and 
it there were any people, ither male or femal~, w)shlng to 
stand ror election they could mako appltcation on the 
appropriate fr.~t'm at the Sub-D1stlict Ottice. Ther atter :he 
Council elections would be held every two years. 

IO. I explained that the people wo~ld mark ballot pa.-.er 
as in the Rouse ot Assembly elections and that they all should 
be familiar with t he syste~ used. Voting was not compuls~r , 
but it was good tor the people to show n interest in the 
elections and vote tor ~he c&ndidate ot their choice. Only in 
this way f s tne candidate selected a true representative or the 
people. 

II. At some centres the people said it would not be necess 1 
to have another election as they were ·.appy with their present 
member.

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I7. Lhe trol spent some time in d velopinc corr e plots 
in tno Census Division. The work involved findin . respective 
rowers, ex laining the requirem nts and giving general assistamce. 

The main efforts are being concontrated around the community 
Centres at HEDENARI, TlJ CP il1IS and PABAWMU, where the Council 
Agricultural Workers are stationed, and who cen give assistance 
where necessary. Sixteen prospective g:-owers hr.ve so tar come 
torward and most of the initial work ot cleaning the eround 
and planting tha yar tr es would now bo completed. 

18. The people living from MARIA to KOROBA along the 
KU!lDUGU ridge as far as I.Au-. ILIA, and up ar ounct BGELB and 
HOM.APO are not ro11ally interest d in growing cottee as they say 
the soils are too poor. Indeed a lot or this country contains 
~om~ heavy limestonl end a rod type or so~in which vegetables 
do not c=ow particularly well. Some cotte lanted on ~his tyP41 
er soil at KOROBA station has tailed to m e over the years, 
though this could also be attributed to the lack ot adequate 
care. I am inclined to believe what the p~ople say, that cottee 
will not grow siltticiently well in the areas mentioned. 

19. For the moment the best that can be done is to give 
encouragem nt and assistance to develop ~or• cottee pl~ts. 
The AOROBA Local Governuent Council intends to distribute 
vegetable seeds ',.10 tho value of £50 throughout the al'ea, so 
thi~ should help the peo?le to grow more vegetatle produce tor 
sale to the Administration and Missions.

21. Tfio roatis in the C 11sus Division have considerably 
improved over the past tew months. Tha timo and ettort put into 
th~m by the local people have paid dividends ,nd the recent dry 
woather has all wee them to consolidate works, which were 
previously being i n t rrupted by rains. 

22. N w bearers b1ve been pleced~ost of tbe bridges 
trom HBD . to the TAG.A}(l River Bridge, end trom MAG.ARA to the 
TBLABO Crossing. New decking has been placed on some ot these 
bridges and the others v111 be done as new planks beco .. ayailabl•. 
On the road be tw en KAKAHA and 11.JNlXJGU, the ridge .,n the 
rJJNIXJGO aide ot ADIUNAGA Creek has been compl•tely sealed with 
sto , and should now be much sater and easier to negotiate 
d&U'ing the wet perirds. Th~ work ot sealing the road,_ in the 
ljQGIA 1ver Gorge between KAKAR.AN and MARIA, with stone, is being 
continued 'Uy the peoplo from 1·l1Rl and I- li. This portion ot the 
road is subject o flooding during the wetter µeriods. 

23. A con~iderable amount or work has been done on the road 
between PABAIDMU anrl IjllJBA (~ogorotugwa Census Division). There 
are now only two very small portions remaining to be constructed, 
approximately i mile bc.tween EGELE and HOt-aRJ, and again bet en 
HOM£PU and IAWD.A. I encouraged the people to push on vi th the 
gooa work being d~ne. 

24. Th• people at EGEIB were given a pitsaw to JmlD nee 
the p1tsaw1ng or planks for oll th 11 bridges. At the ~oment th• 
deck.ine or their bridges, though quite safe, consist ot saplings 
tied to the bearers with bush rope. A boy from the ~OROBA area 
will be going down to help them set up the pitsaw and show them 
how to cut the planks. The people at IAilJBl will also be setting 
up a pitsaw tor the same purpose.

There is no real economic developmen:; in thia 
census di vision. This seems a great pity becau.ee the people 
h ave constructed an excellent road through the area end 
this tor no apparent reason. 

Pyrethrum grows very well as tests have shown 
d.D.d plota •ere owned by Kiba-Pimbi and Pinopia-Poiye o~ 
Betege. However Pinopia has gone to the coast under tile 
Highland Latvur Scheme and thitt leaves Kiba-P1mb1. 1'here 
is also a plot at Yetemari which is tended by the v. c. 
Lamare-Har1gal1. The pyrethrum in these plots is growing 
very well. 

However,there is a need for an economic crop 
in thie area and possibly coffee ie the answer.

they explained that the medicin5 was to prevent a sickness 
which might occur. Naturally the Medical Assistant was not 
able to treat a non existent illness and the men went away 
disapr1ointed. 

lZ I made further en uirieu and found that the cause ot 
this strant;e attitude was a native custom which is common 
to both Huri and Duna peoples. The malady eupµosed.ly occurs 
when a me.rried man sleeps with hie wife during a time 
which is torbidden by custom.The illness manifoots iteelr 
by a swollen abdomen and neck and is believed to be caused 
by the uncleanliness ot the woman, which, 1n turn, is 
caused through the woman having a menstrual period. 

l§. The woman ie conscious o~ the tact that she can limit 
the ~ize ot her family by regulating her sex lire according 
to her menstrual periods. Usina the tirst phase ot the Lunar 
Month ae·a guide, and at a time decided by herself she brings 
the " Tambu " into action. Thie means that tor 4 da7B ahe 
muet sleep 1n a ee~ate house by herself and is not permitted 
to cook food tor her husband. Sexual intercouitee is torbidden 
for a further 3 days and on the eighth Ua.J' normal sex lite 
may begin again.

~ It a man eata tood which is ' cooked by his wite within 
the tor bid.den 4 dqe, then he must approach an older ,more 
experienced ma~ried man and aek him to carry ou~ the remedl•l 
ceremony.

!i.Q The older man gives the younger man 4 bamboo water 
carriers which he must till with water. These water carrier~ 
are about 4 tedt long EU~d car-ry a considerable amount ot 
water.
