This me .. s that wit:h ·a population of 1 ,100 the 
island has a ve·_-y h~ gh populat ion density,, This d.ensity ,however ,1 
not causin, any problems at ne present time as the soil is ~onsiderably 
better than on Kiri na. Its ab~olute degres.of fertilit7 may be no · 
more but it is deeper- and much more easi y liiOrked 'than rm thi island. 
It is relatively free :rom the coral outcrops 'Which plague gardenors 
on Kiriwina. Th reas.:>n for this I think 1~ that the oute.L• 1·ing of 
limestone cliffs has left & basln in tt ... e middle in which sediment 
has incre&sin~ly built up. All villages claim to have ample land 
and the gardening cycle is 5 y0ars. It seems that the :\..... could 
support about 2,ooc people.

These nuts were 
very poor ncl entirely overgrown. They are individ l.al -·Y owned and 
1l%m:X wer n~t plan~ d on plantation lines. The peo ~e 'w@-re ordered 
to cle 1.,his area and an effort will be mad~ to get them to cut 
down tt.e pres nt trees and make a new pla .. 1tation n the site . However, 
1 do not ant i~ !pate much success with this latte sugg€'stion.
