The area atrolled was the BINA.DERE Census Division 
comprising the populati ons of the MAMBARI , GIRA and EIA Rivera. 
IYiost of these villages are s itv.ated directly on these rivers 
and are all of the same linur.YUiaiic group~ 

The terrain is flat and w.a~ along the rivers whiah 
are subject to constant flooding during t~a.wet aegson: Novem-.. 
er to March. Undulatine and even mountainous ~ountry is met . 
along the watersheds between the riv~rs. The whole of the North­
ern section of th~ Division is swampy and delta type estuaries 
form the mouths of the rivers. 

The patrol was the writer's first visit to the area. 
It was a pleasure to follow upb~ work of the previous Officer 
in Charge. of IOi.'LJL V:i llages have maintaine i tn a tidy order 0 

and roads and pri dgea were found to be in go5a repair. There 
is room for a goori deal of further improvemei.lt in the villages 
of th• BINADERE .

NATIVE SITUATION 

The natives ' attitude towardR the :)atrol was found 
to be s atisfa ctory. no difficulty was experienced in obtaining 
carriers and canoes and food was presented for purchase in 
~reat quantity. 

Nearly all previous instructions relatine- to mainten­
ance of roads and bridges and the reconstruction of ho~ses had 
been carr·i~d out ?rior to the p'3.tro1 ' s arrival but in some 
instances it was observed that a. hurried clean up ha.d been 
p~rformed Ea. day or two before the coming of the patrol. However, 
village were found to be in a neat and tidy condition, with 
grass cut short within fifty yards of each house, and r1bbish 
holes and latrines in a reasonably sanit-=i.ry state . In previous 
patrol to the area,supervision and eYen court action has been 
necessary to insure tidiness in the villages. The m.imber of 
convictions which followed this action has , no doubt, led to 
a better attitude in village maintenance. No court action in 
this regard wa~ necessary during the patrol. 

Although the BINADERE now maintain their villages 
at a sufficient standard to avoid court action, they are n~t 
at all enthusllasti~ toward improvement. A steady improvement 
is taking place but it is being driven rath~r than being led 
by any common interest on the part of the natives to live in 
better surroundings. 

Many disputes and complaints were brought to the 
attention of the patrol. Confronted with a new offiver,some 
natives brought up old~ereviences whioh had been settled 

I pre"Tiously a.nd careful attention was paid t) dectsionc record­
ed in village books. These disputes mainly concerned bride price 
and p!gs. The coastal people from MOROBE to ORO Bay have a 
system of exchanging piglets and a man usua.1.1y sends his pigs 
away,as soon as they are weaned, to some friend or relative in 
a far off village and he in turn re~rs other peoples 'piga. 
When they are fully grown, they are returned to the original 
o·.vners. Disputes often arise when a 'loaned out• pig is 
accidentally killed or is lost as the person looking after 
it has to explain the loss to the owner and he usually demands 
compensation. Six disputes of this nature were brou~ht to the 
atrol and they were all settled amicably. These a.nd l!lSJlY othar 

petty complaints were brought up which indicates a c0rtain con­
fidence toward the Court of Native Matters, 

Only one land dispute was brought to the patrol. 
TOMBORA of TABARA village complained that V.C. SAKI of TU~I 
villaee was 'squatting ' on his land~ The land is known as 
TUBI and has been o~rned for several eenerations by T01IBORA'S 
family. SAKI admits that he is aware that the l~nd was not I his but he has no other land to move to . TOI.J30nA aereed to 

• let SAKI make eardens on the land bu~ made it clear that he 
would not let hiw claim the land as his own at a later date. 

mhe followin~ Co~s for Native Matter3 w~re heard~

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'rhe patrol ins pected t he new airstrip -~·§~~ at IAUl)ARI 
ville,.~e. Previously there was s ome doubt as to the ownershi p 
of t rie land as t he airstrip would t ake u p t he villaee square. 
I.AD"'.OARI natives had denied that t :e l ancl had ~een purer· •3e<1 
by the Crown but the patrol confronted them vd th detail J of t:be 
Land Transfer Instrumer.a.ts, CO!Jie~ of which were recently .: ·~ oc1*r­
ed from the Dept. of Lands. ~heir memories were refreshed and 
ther admitted that they were occupyine Crown lo.nd. The villaeel 
will be moved without ill-consequence to a new site away from 
the air£trip. Abornplet~ report on the proposed new airstrip 
and p.,..oblems rele.tine to movint; t be villa~e i s beine submitted 
to the Distr:i.ct CoJIUllissioner, N .D. 

. l ·rhe patrol visited GOJ\IENA village on the 'ARIA river 
to questing villaee officials and survivine relatives to asce~t­
ain · the rightful heir to a dec~ased estate in Port ~oresby. 
The writer wa~ received cordially and the required informati0n 
was readily furnished. 

JOHNSTON/1.0VIDA of EWORE villag~ api)roached the patrf)l 
with an idea of startine a gold mining syndicate from the GIRA 
River villages. This was to be run under a co-operative basis~ 
whereby th~ members would finance JOHNSTON in goldmining arid 
would receive portion of the profits. A scheme like this on• 
was raised in 1955 by cne HOBART-GIRIRI of EWORE village and 
resulted j_n chaos; the members losing their money and Jlobart 
running off with the profits. There is no doubt that HOBART is 
behind the new scheme and was us . ing as a front, the mor~ 
honest reputation of JOHNSTON. HO~ART has no longer ~ friends 
on the GIRA. after his last successful attempt to dupe his 
fellow villagers. 

GIRA tpeople were warned that any fitrther ftDliJI 
pseudo co-operative schemes would be liable to prosecution. 
It was carefully explained that if o~~ party Nanted tJ employ 
others to mir-e gold, he would have to comply to the NatiTe 
Labour Regu.latio~s. As an alternative they were told that it 
a number of them wished to pool together to mine gold, the 
profits would be fairly divided,under a basis of days worked, I 
with supervision from t he writer. This method has proved very 
successful in the WARIA Dj"'rision.

Court Acti,Jn in the pa:::Jt seems to hA.ve had t·:1e 
desired effect in maki.ng village peopl~ more mindful of tht"'!.r 
responsibilities in regular road maintenance. 

The new road from IOMA to NHTDBWARI i. s ~t l.11 unr1er 
congtru.ct iol!. The old road which seems to lea.d through eYery swamp ... 
in the direction of the GIRA instead of ovoid ing them, 1~ being 
reconstructed to ena~~e faster walking time and iuptor c~cle 
traff_jg,, Draivq are being dug in the low lying dreas an 
secofuiary gro~~h cut back. to let in sun light. A leas perilous 
route is being cut through the razor-back hills near the GIRA 
River. Considerable work has been put 11J. by the GIRA people on 
their section of the road and they were encouraged to continue. 
~he nor ~top wallrin~ time from IOI1A to NINTIEWARI has already 
been reduced from 7:·! to 6t hours throueh their efforts. Unfort­
unately IAUDARI natlves have not made such an effort in improi:­
ing their section but have barely maintained the old road. 
They have been "t'equested to make a renP,wed effor·I# during the 
next three months. 

The NINDEWARI - BOVERA road is still in a rugeed 
condition,but because of the n~ture of the country it travers~s, 
fuirther improvement is practically impossible. It rtL.~s thro"gh 
steep hilly country with red clay surfac€ which makes heavy 
going in wet weather. Tree roots have not been removed as they 
form welcome foothold. 

BATARI village has now completed the BAT~RI - TUB! 
road. lh'eviously they had disre&arded instructions tobuild it 
from ~r. Jensen·L~ir and court act19n was taken. 

A wire suspension brid~e over the GIRA River at ./' 
AINSI vill::t..., e has now been com!)leted. The bridge dis;>enses the 
necessity of a ferrymc'ln $.nd provides a fA.r better means of 
crossine.

Schools are operated by the Anzlica.n iiission at the 
following villages : KUREREDA , I .\tTDARI, NINTIEV~ ARI , BWORE , TABAHA, 
AINSI1KOT.AURE ,NINDEWARI, BOVERA , DEBOIN , l1i.ANAU ,TAUTUTU , and 
SIA. AVil l aee Higher School is si tea a.t NINDE\'IARI villaee and 
·1s the only Administration school in the Division . This school 
is expanding and has already an attendance of 58 pupils . It 
is an attraction to the youth of the BINADERE as the pu.tils come 
from all over the Division nespit food problem~ . 

A certain number of pupils from the Mission schools 
ara rejected when they reach the age of 14 years and many of 
these are eager to continue their education at NINDEWARI V.H.S.

the BINADERE and some natives were quite enthusiastic about tBe 
idea . 

The infant mortality rate has increased at an alarID.t­
ing rate. Nine out of twenty nine deaths record ed were inf£mt­
ile. Village Offtcials when questioned on the matter and it 
is thought the deaths were a result of a measles e;pidemie ~u 
December , 1956 .

NATIVE ECONO~ITC DEVELOPMENT 

Coas+.al natives of the Division are producing smoke 
dried copra but production is Umited to 15 baBs a year . Tro~hus 
is gathered '"-~ r DEBOI N vill ae e but this also is limited to a 
small am0lr · . These products are mainly purchased bf the Anglicau 
Church &t .__ : .J at I~:AiUU and DEBOIN villages . 

Coffee and cac~o schemes are progressing satisfactor- J -
ily in the BINADERE Division . Small coffee plots are scattered V 
a.long the banks of the GIRA and MAMBARI Rivers and these were 
all inspected by Prob . Agricul tura 1_ Asa istant PAUL-ES013 who 
accompanied the patt"ol . Coffee is the ideal crop for the area 
as cacao too big a proposition for many- BINADEREs . Cocao is 
growing at XUREREDA vi1laee but only 800 trees were planted and 
processin3 probleros will cro~ up in the future. These people 
tlave constantly been advised thAt cacao is only worthwhile if 
planted in laree quantity , at least 10,000 trees, but they will 
not pay anj attention but proceed on their own merry way. The 
small plot was IX.II was ins pected and the trees were found to 
be in very good condition . 

All ea.oh cropping is now operated under t~e family 
group sys tem .
