Leon Ferner, 20 years oldy'who had
Yeen empluyed for eix months past as
golicitor and driver for the commis-
glon housc of Smith, Fletcher & Co.,

on lower Fifth street, was drowned
yesterday afternoon at 3 o'clock in the
purf at Ocean Beach, nine miles from
this city. With his employer, Ed-
Fletcher, and Mr. and Mrs. A. McGe-
gin, Ferner had driven out to Ocean
Beach early in the afternoon, where
the three men 4vent in bathing about
2 o'clock.

They swam out a long distance, or
until Fletcher, who was the tallest,
could just touch bottom. Ferner weat
about Seven yards further, but the un-
dertow was 0 strozog that Fletcher and
McGegin both warted him twice to
keep close In. Fernor pald no atfen-
tion at first to the warning, but a few
minutes later in answer to a call from
one of his companions, replied that he
could bardly make headway. Fletcher
gaw that the boy's face showed fatigue,
and he suggested to McGegin that they
go out 2and get him,

Although both Fletcher and McGegin
were becoming tired, the undertow
daving carried all three fully 200 yards
northward toward False bay, they
swam out to Ferner. Fletcher got be-
hind him and attempted to push him
forward, and McGegin tried to gulde
him, but they seemed to be making no
headway. The breakers were fully ten
feet high, and the efects of one was
scarcely overcome before another

" would separate the three swimmers.
For fifteen or twenty minutes the. two
- men worked to get out of their dan-
gerous position, when Ferner sald that
he could no longer support himself.
. McGegin also began to give out, and
Fletcher alone could.do little toward
keeplng Ferner up. The current was
constantly taking them _still further
outt A blg wave almost knocked
Fletcher senseless, and separated him
from Ferner, and when Fletcher re-
covered himself his companion had
disappeared. Ferner had but a mo-
ment before appealed despalringly to
Fletcher, “Don't leave me.” ‘When he
saw no sign of the boy, Fletcher struck
out with a!l his mighkt for the shore.
McGegin was also trying to overcome
the strong curreat, and both men were
almost helpless. At last Fletcher
touched bottom with his feet, and made
better headway against the strong
undertow. He walked and swam
with great difficulty for soma distance,
when suddenly the ground gave way
under his feet and he ‘was farcad to
swim again.

For about forty yards he tm!ght

against the deadly undertow -2ndial
“last, complstely exhausted and un-
perved, he stood {n water waist-deep.
‘He scarcely remembers being taken
out of the water by L. H. McBride,
C. A. Wallace and Oscar Thierme, who
had witnessed Fletcher's struggle for
life. His rescuers walked: bim rapid-
1y along the beach tgward the hotel,
and the treatment given him caused.
him to vomit up a great quantity. of
water. McGegin was also rescued In
the same manner and cared for, and
both men were brought to the city early
Jast evening. At last accounts
Fletcher bad a high fever, but is in no
great danger. McGegin will soon be
all right again.
