This is the second report forwarded from
the patrol; both will probably reach your desk at the same
time. They should go forward to you from KIUNGA on the
Cataiina service of the 2Gth Octover, 1961. I +hink this
report system will probably prove the more sat.sfactory in
the long run as it is cot alwa;s possible to supply suffic-
ient details on the radio.

From the STRICKLAINT the patrcl proceeded to the SUPEI hamlei=
of GWIRIBIANA and GWIANIBINNA, reacning TIDIEBI, and stopping
place for the night, after eight hours walk ( see Meclrides
patrol map). Fortunately the cane bridge we had constructed
over the DAMA¥I river on our 7visit tv the NOMAD site, had not
been cut by the local people ané we were able to cross with-
out delay. We had already estatlished good concact with the
people of this area, and they secmed quite pleased tosee us
back. Howeverwe were not able to purchase enough food for
the carriers, and it was necessary to .ssue sago made at the
base~camp. Most of the food which was offered fo: sale was
either bananae or coconuts, not a very good walking diet.

At TIDIEBI we found a DABA man who said
his village was SINABI ( see McRBrides mep ) and he cffered
to taky us on t¢ there the following morning.

This wan proved as good a8 his word and e
arrived at SINABI sbout 1330 the next afternoon aftera seven
hour walk, peeeing en route the hamlets of BORVSUBI ( SUFBI )
and STISIOBI | DABA ).

Once again there was cnly banesnas .nd coco-
nuts at thie Lamlet, &nd iv was necessary to issue sago. In
addition we had the gratest difficulty convincing the STNABI
people thatwe wanted to follow McBrides old track to I. """'..JU,
3 es,0ne dcnied any knowledge of McBrides route, and evan of
IANAWASU. Finally one man agreed to take us in the approx-
imate direction and we set out at 063C the next morming. After
haif an hour's walk, it was ouvioas this ran was leading us

Neither of us was ia-
pressed by “‘he site and it was irume’iately apparent that the
NOMAD si%e was much superior from the point e¢f view of the
peven engincsring problems involved.

First of all, it should ve said that McBride
did not survey, or make any attemp to survey, this sits. He's
report is merely the impression raeceived from walking through
the area en route to the BIAMI. He had slepv the previous
night in the DABA hamlet of SIOMAE ( slept SIMOAR on the mep )
and he walked to ANLAMUSA ( now deserted ) to IAVAWASU ( popul-
ation about 15 ) to a camp site in the bush on t.e south bank
of the NOMAD. He suggested it might be & possibility. What
he said in fact was * from the small BIAMI homestead of
IANAWASU to the river itself are located three good stredichos
of flat grouad, which could be converted into CRSSHA strips.
A good search in this last named area might locate a DOUGLAS
atrip..."

We did not find aaything remotely resembling
e DOUGLAS prospect, nor did we find a "B" class strip. Th:
best that can bs said is that there are two ar three CESSHA
poesibilities iz this location. Certainly, if better strip
prospects do exist, tucy are not ovvious, and becauae friwm
the vary first impressions the ZOMAD pite seems se much the

better prospect,we considered s really painstaking search to
be unwarranted.

The country between IARAWASU hamlet and the
NOMAD river is undulating, without any sharp ridges. Omall,
level etretches fall away into creeks and small tributaries
of the ... H4AD, orce sazo swamps. Every like.Ly working lovel
patck we investigated petered out after 400 or 500 yards eshelv-
1eg off into smal’. (epressions ar cepeeks bearing sago. If a
"B® class strip does exist, it would be a matier of “angling-
off" the level areas btefore falling away into 2 swamp or
depressivn. Froa the ergineering roint of view, this site
aeems to me to be inferior in every way to the NCOMAD site.

Furthermore, it cculd not be justified on
the score o. centrality, as giving the best access %o the mair
bodi=e of population. The wkole area through the strip sitewn
is an uninhabited "no man's land" covered in dense rain forest.

From TANAWASU there are no people right
through to the first BIAMI hamlets on the southerr side of
the NOMAD. Nor iz chere anything to the north. 7This popuiat-
ion can only b2 guessed at, but from Clancy's report it seems
+0 be DABA, zmd scattered.

The main SMPEI and DABA populations lie
¥est of IANAWASU, and the BIAMI groups to the SE on the
nther side of the NOMAD. The NOMAD ~ite offere aa gqually
good accesa to them.

Food was again very short in this area.
fhe only peorle mcarkey, the IANWASU people, bought us a
few bananas, and ti2 last of the sago from the base-camp was
issued. Neverthelets, [ saw enoum of this site in two days
to satisfy me that tie NOMAD is the logical chnice for the
patrol post.

The next day the petrol hegan the return
trip. We vook a slightly different route this tiw-, making
a short-vut from SIMOAE to SISIOBI where we camped. Again
barely enough food for the carriers. From SISIOSI we foll-
owed the old track back to GWIANIBINNA and camped mearlkey
in the bush. Had tc issue rice to supplement the few bahanas
and coconuta biught in. The following day, the 15th October,
the patrol arrived back at ths base-camp.

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pecple as possible. This new plan, under the circumstances was unavoid-
able and 1t was first thought that new carriers could be obtained ia

each vill=ge therefore brinfing the services of these people toc a min-
inm, But owing to the small and scattered population it was necessary

to hold onto soms of these carriers for scme two or three 4 ys. In this
light the zarries situation was bad as at this particular time most or thi
‘able bodied' malc population had managed to be away {rom cheir villages e
for & multitude of reasons. The few obtained worked well and enabled the
pa:rol to keep on the move most of the time.

Once at the Strickland Base Camp all relience on these loeal carriers
ceased as they were not prepared to 'carry’ through the Supe area. oo
F:g: here all major movement ceased until the patrél was merged into one .
ag .

The Supe people, once approached, were willing to 'carry' for the patrel
and, although they did not number very many, the few that were obtained
helped the patrol sonsiderably,

8 Owing to rain pylor to the departure of the patrol and the heavy ‘
rain during the duration, all roads by cniirivort anéd on low lying land ‘
were very waterlogged, but wers mostly well cleared in the Awin and Pary |
areas, onsidering the ;xarso and scattered population in these areas
there can be no complaint about the state of rcads and the fov bridz;c
as such, One criticism that can be lwrelled concerns the state of the
ruads joinin_ %he villages along the Elawvala River, As most of the

atrolling along here is dune Ty cance the maintenance of the roads has
gccn allowed to full Laelow a reason:ble standard. This has been ad
out tu the villages concerned and any later patrols forced th
cireumstuncy2z beyond their control should find the roads quite good.,

On the east side of the Stricitlznd River ihe roads are nainly bush tracks
and a sparse population wilh no consolidated “cvernment cuntact. There
are parts near wost villages vhere Jsoric 1s begun on clearing roads, b:t
this work has recently bsen told them anl no eomplaints ecan be aade.
Onee patrols start moving through the area then I think a vast improv-
ment will be noticed in the state of roads.

Ws On this patrol there are foir major river ciossings
necessitate use o’ ecanoses and/or rafts. of these w218 suceess-
fully crossed.

The first croesing was the Elavala River at Kasapieu from north to scuth
but this presented no problem as the local peopie are experisnced cance
handlers., Thore were also ample cances and people to cops with the
operation admérably.

The second was at the Strickland BSase Camp and here we were confronted
withk one very heavy canoe, capable of only a fairly small load, and a
loeal population of about three males capable of handling a canoce. The
carriers I had with me proved to be quite useless as they are not a
'eanoeing type' people ani the cargo to be transported across wis such
that it was not worth risk of employirg them in this work. To get over
this problem the whole load was transported across ovar a serlies of
throe days, using the local people sad the two police who were canoe
people end the N,N.A,, also a cance' t pe. The whole operation passed
off without sny serious incidents or losses.

The third crossing was acro:ss the Dumuvwas River 'n the Supe area ard
although the river was rot large it was fairly fast flowing and aubloct
to 'flash flooding'. Provious methods of crossing this river wero bY
bridge, whiech had fallen into disrepair a: ‘he time of crossing, and

by rafiing. This latter method of crossing was used, with sli;ht modi-
fications; one very stable raft was bullt and was propelled across the
river by a rope attacked to the raft and tc the opposite bank and ¥
powered by 10 or so carriees pulling on the rope. The same method was
used in bringing the raft bac: to be reloaded. This proved ver  suceess-
ful, although slightly siower than the previcus meth ds mentiored,

Aga{n all cargo and personnel were transported tcross safely. The move-
ment of the carriers scro s was more or less lndependent as they Lended
to swim across the 100 fest or so of fast {lowing w.ter,

McBride had a fair look at the country to
the East of,the STRICKLAND. Speaking in his report of
station airstrip sites he said "... only two areas were
seen where good AIRSTRIPS sites exict". He was of course
referring to the NOMAD and IANAWASU sites.

" This patrol was inctructed to investigate
each of the gites and to repcrt upom their suitability.
Such a report should pay attention not only to locatior from
the enginzering point of view, but froz the Administrative
pcint of view algo. KNow concerning the latter vncint of view,
McBride had this to say, erd I guote.....

" L& patrol post located at the AIRSTRIP
SITE at the NCMAD and HAMAM rivers could in time control the
east STRICKLAND tribes 2and the PAkZ  From the AIRSTRIP SITE
it is approximately 3C miles to the KAURIE range and the
b2gdwaters of the EAST RENTOUL and 40 miles to the MULLER
RANGE and the KEOROBA SUB+DISTRICT BORDER. The NOMAD river
geite is vecommended in prefersnce to a BOSAVI post, recomm-
ended by Mr. BUTLER, as it is more cerntrally located and tha
popwlation in the immediate vicinity appears to ve more
concentrated. We cannot get at this population effectively
from either KIUNGA, LAKE MULRAY or LAKE KUTUBU ".

e S i S R U T R T T P R

Having now seen both the sites myself, I
can only say that I entirely agree with these remarke of
McBrides. From either point of view, that of the engineer
or the Administrator, the NOMAD site is the better one and
is logically the site for the Patrol Poet. In case you may
etill have some doubt coucerning the latter poirt, that is,
tae suitability of the lccation as an Administrative centres,
let me sgy that there should be no worries on this score.
On the coatrary, I think the NOMAD site is ideelly central.

Remember that ’.cBride in his remarks
includes the PARE, and I thir“ that we #ouid be wise to
include it in all our thinking of thir, area. At the moment
the PARE is controlled ( or Not cont.olled) from LAKE MURRAY.
The base-camp is 10 days walk awav from that statiozn. A4s
you would expect, the PARES are yudte as "bushy" as their
friends the SUPEIS and DABAS.

If we are going to set up a PatrolPost
in this area them obviously the PARE should be included in
its territory, for more real Administration than will ever
be possikle from Lake Murray. If then, we d.aw a line from
the top of the ELEVALA river to MOUNT BOSAVI, and another
line from the CECILIA river to the YIOMU river, these lines
pisect the centres of population and we find that they crcss
very near to the NOMAD site. In addition we nust not forget
the ILIBU, GEBUSI, DINUK, AEBA7 and other people south of the
REN(OUL rivers who will. eventually be administered frcu the
pcst. At present nobody seems to know very much about theu ,
but they are there, and should not be ignored.

We ere vieited by some GEBUSI people
while at the NCMAD sit¢ who indicated they came from a village
some hours tuv the south. #A4ministration inrfluence can be
spreaid fan - wise from the NOMAD -.te to eigh® brown ling-
uistic groups sometning like this -

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The last major river er.esing, that across the NHomad River itself, was
easily accomplished as t! ere were ample large canoss 2nd people aﬁlo to
handle them fairly well snd a:ain all personnel and cargo were safely
landc’ on the opposite bunk.

0a the whole nons of thene crossing are any major probldm, except for

the time factor involved when a large guanity of cargo is to be moved.

d. On the patinl I passed ihrough five Supe +illages and slept ia
twn of them, Contact wven her wze limited as all -ommvnisations had te
besgaaacd through a series of interpreters and a great deal was prubeily
lost in the translation. The impression was that althcugh they ware
not openly hostuile to the patrol we vere not exactly welcomed with ;gpcn
arms', but this I think can cnly se expec.cd conside ring the lack
Buropean and Government contact,

As with the Pare pcople the population is sparsc und well seattered,
but in all villages we stopped food was breught in, hovever small, &nd
bought with trade goods, mainly buads, matches and salt,

It has been men’.ioned earlier that some Supe people did volunteer as
carriersg, oniy a few at first, then gredually more and more came f

and eveatually seme had to be turned down. This work of ' g !
at present anpears to be a novelty and 2l _hougzh they wuriked later
'econsolidation' patrols will be able to fully acess the ability and/er
villingness to work,

fopds Bec uso of the unexpected length of the patrol the local people's
recources again had to be ealled upon to feed upwards of 20 people at

a tine and considering tke small population throughout the whole area
the food situation was pleasin g, In must places ano'.¢h f-ed could be
obtained to feed all the carriers.

The additional 600 1bs of rice end meat frou Laxe Murray cade movement
thre . the Supe area possible as "he food obtainsd there wis not
enoug.. .0 feed a line of 106 carriers and four police. Here again this
position will probably be eradicated once more Government patrols are
active in the srea,

' 't The mai rezson that cavsed the patrol to be broken
up into two sections was the unpredictatle behavior of the outboard

moter powering ‘he cance., It was planmned th:t all cargo should be moved
from Kiunga to Kasapieu in this manner, and rom there be split into
carrier lorils and wal:ed overl:nd from t ere to Nomad, All previous
patrols of the same nature have used $his technique ~ite suecessfully,
This necessitates two d:uys in the canoe, one day to wogorom, amproximate.;
halfway to Kasapiaug and then on to the latter on the socon& day. The
first day I got to Sogorom but the engine started to run unevenly during
the last hour or so and this was attributed te an ¢ rerpoverful oil
mixture in the petrol.

The first hour of the second day was good but then the wrater cooling
gyoten bloc:ed causing a delay of an hour, Then it was found that one
of the gasi-aets had 'gone'sy a temporary repair was attempted but this
falled and there was nothing else to do but to paddle back to Sogorom,
try and e ntact the carrier line and walk all the cargo overland from
Sogorom. The disabled ¢ noe w:s then seut back to Kiunga with dctalls
in a note to the 0fficer-in-Charge and a suggestion that the District
Inspector should go to Kiunga first thus allowing a few days to vver-
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1 doubt if we could find # location more central tham tkis,
and on top of it all we have an excellent strip site. To
move further east to the IANAW:JU site looke good only on
paper; to ¢.so would not only be moving to a much inferior
station ari atrip site, but wovld be moving away from, not
towards, the real heart of the EAST STRICKLARD.

These then, without belabouring the subject
further, are the reasons why I recommend, along with McBride,
ike NOMAD - HAMAM site as the site for ‘he Patrol Post to
control the EAST STRICKLAND region.

%. NATIVE SITUATION.

On the east side of the STRICKLAND, friend-
ly contact hae been established with the SUPEI, DABA and
GEBUSI people. They have all been willing enough to help
the patrol, and we had not so much difficulty this ¢ime
finding guides. However, food remains a problem. We were
never able to buy really enough, and what was offered was
mostly ocaunanas upnd coconuts which did not please our 8ago
eating carriers too well. From the cxtensive benana gardens
we saw throughout the area, this food may well be the staple
of the region. We have found it necessary to make and stock
-pile our own sago before moving from place to place.

¥e had hoped to make son: xind of contact
with the BIAMI people on tkis trip as McBrides comnents
indicate they are the most populous tribe in the region.
McBride seid that TANAWASU wes 2 BJAMI hamlet but it is in
fact DABA. We therefore have not seen any BIAMI people
it either of our trips across tbe rivor.

When the patrol lcft the DABA hawmlet of

SINABI to proceed to IANAWASU. the DsaBA men with the patrol
said to keer a careful waich when near BIAMI territory,
because the LIAMIS wcu.d attack us. These DASA people had
every inteniion of tekiug us across the river. As they
have probably suffsred at the hands of the BIAMI ia the

ast and realise we have the ability to curb their power,

we gave a nuaber of firearms demcostrations ), it seeme
likely the LABL people were leading u3 to BIAMI territory,
in thehope tkat we wculd shoot them up.
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- oofie this usloartunzte incident,

{ from the very long, but unavoidible,delays and the constant

i o plans the patrcl was very straicht forward and in the end
achieved 1ts aims of safely shepsrding carrier/labourers from Kiunga
te Nomad Pat»ol Posgt.
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However, as we had no real business across

the river we declinded the invitation and insisted they take

ug NE to TARAWASU, which ther eventually did. We do not

know therefore if there has becn any charze in their attitude
since they attacked McBride. In any case, I think they are
well left alone until the PatrolPost i1s established. In the
megantinme there is a vossibility they may viusit us at the air-
strip site. But on second thoughts I would besurprised if
they really did. Even though BIAMI verr itory is only & good
day's walk from the NOMAD site, we have found that the pecple
of the arez are very restricted in their movements.

Time and time again we found that people,
when asked if they knew of such and such a village only 3 or
4 hour'as walk away, seewmed gemuinily iguorant of it. In
addition the BIAMIS would have tc pass through some DABA and
GEBUSI territory to vieit us, and I don't think they would
do it. Witk the extiensiou of the rule of law we can antici-
pate these people will move about more freely in the future.

On this trip we picked up juite a number
of “TPEI and DABA men who accompanied the patrol back to the
base~camp. They were givén quite 2 liberezl bounty for their
willingness, and were aquainted with the aims and methods of
the Administration, while at the camp. They have all now
returned to their own areas and »ave voluateered to tell the
other SUPEI and DABA men to come ané work &~ the airstrip
when it is startsd. |

Howover, I am not optimistic in this respect
and still think the job will require a paid KIUNGA labour
force. The PARES have all gone into hiding after ane taste
of carrying patrol gear ( from the cance-landing at the top
of the ELEVALA to the hasse-camp ). There is simelar reasen
to believe that the SUPEIS and DABAS wenld act in the same
way once the going got tough.

Therefore 1 think the real work will have
to be done by a regular, disciplined iabour force, and if
any PARE, SCPEI, or DA3A pen can be induced v halp, then
they ~an be paid in tradac and put on some lighter friange
activity.

I have outlined my proposals in tne earlier
report in respc - of this work force. Just to repeat the
figures, I thin. 250 labourers will be necessary ( 200 on the
jobk, 50 making sago), and in addition there should be an air-
drop of 4000 1lbs of rations onc2 a month.

4. FUITx¥ MOVEMENTS OF TI'E PATROL.

It was apparent before the patrol left
KIUNGA, that the esiablishmentc of a post in the EAST STRICK+
LAND would be a lengthy bucinese. Adequate provision was
there ore made to maintalian the patrol in the field. With
care, we will still have thres months supplies foi* the patrol
personnel groper, after you receive this report, ( and by
then the patrol will have been out for about two monthe ).
Tn addition to rations, we have a great deal of that paraph-
ernalia necessary for this kind of job togetlier we must
have shifted nearl; 10 *tons of gear from KIUNGA to the base-
camp. t is new in our store here. Tou can appreciate that
it is no simple matter to shift this quanity of gear eround
the countryside, particulariy In view of the sparseness of
the population.

1 also want to pick np some tools for the strip,
including the chain saw and petrol for it.

1 irtend to walk these labourers in to the
8tr.y site leaviag KIUNGA about the end of November. I% will
be reczasary to hegir. airdrops on the site as soon as this
labour force moves in. A tentative date fur the first drop
would therefore be early LCecember,

That is all for the tame being. Please
advise by radio whether Jou agree with the broad outline
of these recommendations, and if you find it possible to
come up to D'ALBERTIS while I am at KIUNGA I would be glad
of an orporturity to discnss the whole project with you.

INTERIM REPORT -~ STRICKLAND PATROL.

Thia memorandum collates some of the infor-
mation relayed on our regular radio schedulee, and may help to
give a clearer picture, of the situation in the FAST STRICKLAND.

Ag thie patrol could be in the field for a
coasiderable pericd, I will endeavour to send off by runmer to
EIUNGA, these progress reports from time to time.

The following matters are those which seem
tc be the most important at this stage.

1. AIRFIELDS.

The patrol left the base-camp on the 15th
September, to investiga.e the site at the NOMAD - HAMAM
junetion. This was the site which Mc Bride considered to
hold the better prospects. Patrol arrived at the site on the
19th. September, and remained there for & days conducting a
survey of the area.

What follows is & general description ofit.
The site is the "V" shaped segment of land formed at the
junctvion of the NOMAD and HAMAM rivers, with the NOMAD on onie
hand an® the HAMAM on the other. This piece oi lamd is in ‘he
form of a raised plateau, about 40 feet above the river and
withaalmost perpendicular banks. The top is flat and covered
with rain forest. This level area extends back between the
two rivers for nearly a mile, before breaking up into small
creeks and hillocks. It gradually widens oul from the point
of the "V" and at the end of what would be the airstrip is
about half mile wide.

The beds of bothNOMAD and HAMAM are shingle
with a swift current. There was one night of heavy rain while
the patrol was at the site, and the river rode about 6 feet.
The plateau was still 30 feet or more above the water level,
and I think it most unlikely that the plateau would ever flood.
In fact some GEBUSI men tcld us they have never known the
vater to come any wherc near the top, and the possibility of
flooding does seem remote.

The plateau is not entirely faultless ;
there are a couple of small gullies which are rather incon-
venient, and there dosen't seem any real liklihood of putting
in a DC 3 strip. But we have estabiisked by actual measure-
ment, %hat a 7000' by 200' strip can be established.

For these¢ reasons every PARE village ir
desarted. The people are hiding in the sago swamps. iort-
unately we were able to anticipate this situation bofore
leaving KIUNGA. The patrol has a recruited carrier liune of ;
80 LAKE MURRAY'S and KIUNGA'S, and sufficient rice and meat
for at least four momths. This of course does not include
issues t¢ the carriers who must make their own sago. Imckily |
there is :n extensive sago swamp not far from the base-camp. .

Eowever, in .ne capacity, interpretaticn,
we are dependent upon local goodwill. and this has been our
mcat difficult problem. You will recall that this was also
McBrides chief source of concern. The number of resident
PARES who cen speek MOTU may be counted on one hand, on the ¢
other side of the STRICKLAXD it ie worse. There are none. -
Consequently interpretation on the east side of the river
depends upon the establishment of a chain of bi-lingual
interpreters. 7o speak to say the BIAMI people, it would
be nacessary to establish MOTU - PARE - SUPEI - DABA - BAIMI
links. A most unsatisfactory spetem, even when it is working. :
But, those people living in the fringe areas, and witha .
knowledge of other dialects besides their own, are just not
offering to interpretate. Why is this ? It seema to be
simply fear of the BIAMIS. Ten months ago the BAIMIS killed
4 SUPEIS, after that many SUPEIS moved down closer to the
STRICEKLAND to get away from them. Five months ago McBrides
DABA interpreter was eaten by the BIAMIA. This wae sald to
be a rerrisal for having bought the government intc BIAMI
territory. Two montha ago a BIAMI had hie hand chopped oif
in an affray witk the SUPEIS.

It is not surprising them, that people
ghould link these fresh incidents with the attack o1 HMe- :
Brides patrol, ( propably the first patrol ever reen by :
the BIAMIS) and declined to accompany us te BIAMI territory. i
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After a nwsber of false starts, ( interpretedrs

. ruonning off the right before we are due to start), we finaly

got hold of a MOTU~-PABE speaker who rather unhappily agreed

t0 oross the river with us. In the first SEPEI hamlet of
GWIRIBIANA we found a SEPEI 3 PARE spesker who offered to

take us to the NOMAD - HAMAM site, but who positively dec-

lined to take us a step further. Even on this track our guides
were casting fearful glances over their shoulders half expect-
ing a BIAMI to leap out from behind every tree. Arriving at

the site the SEXEI -~ PARE speaker promptly demanded his ray and
cleared out. Thies left ws omly with the MOTU - Pare interpreter
which was most inadequate. This of course didn't handicap our
survey work, but did prevent us at that stage from comtinming or
to “he second site. In the meantime we had learned that a cert-
ain PARE village had a couple of men who could speak SUPEI. VWe
decided to return to the base-camp and gst them.

We arrived back on the 27th September, and Mr.
Henderson went of to this village to find the interpreters. He
returned to the base-camp on the 4th. October,with two men who
said they could speak SUPEI. Ve now have MOTU- PARE- SUPEI
interpretatiog and intend re-crossing the STRICKLAND on the 9th
to iuvestigate the second airstrip site. On the way we hope

to pick up 2 couple of bilingual DABAS, DABA - SUPEI, and DiBA
- Blm.

SBumming up the native attitude, I would say
that the reason we havs reccived so little assistance is be-
caunsethe peodle are afraid of accompanying the patrol to the
BIAMI. Considering the attitude of the BIAMIS towards Mr.
McBride and his patrol, I think thut a clash with these people
ia a very real possibility. But we may be able to avoid it
this trip because we are not going to pemetrate the main BIAMI
groups. It ie not necessary. The other airstrip site is just
or the fringe of BIAMI territory, and their main groups are on
the other side of the NOMAD ( GIRUMI ). But we cannot indef-
initely avoid a meeting with these people, and I think that
a clash, if it i3 going to happen at all, will very likely
occur wheu we begin to extend the rule of law from our new
patrol poat.

5. AIRSTRIP CONSTRUCTION.

Even without having seen the alternative
site, I am practically convinced that the NOMAD - HAMAM site
will prove the better of the two. Our next problem is going
to be that of construction. How are we going to build it ?
Personaily I think it will be recessary to import lebour
from KIUNGA. My reason for this conclusion are :-

(1) The population on the last site of the STRICKLAND, al-
though big by WESTERN DPISTRICT standards, is still relatively
small. FMurthermore, there is no populaticn available at the
NOMAD - HAMAM site. This is a small pocket of no-mars land,
and the populations are 1, 2, or 3 day's walk away.

(1i) The po ations are primitive, barely contacted, ard
tribal host are very much alive. They Rave all demon-
strated their unwillingness to do any work, and indeed it
could not be expected pf them at this stage of contact. It
would be practically impossible to keen them on the job.
They might work for a few dayes but would invariably abscond
( probavly with their toolsa§
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(111) As there is no rule of law in the area it
would also be impossible to keep & mixcd labour force on the,
job. !

The only scluticn seems te be o bring in
a paid labour force. I think 250 ( the number generally
employed on the KIUNGA strip) could do the job. Tkis would
mean recruiting a furtner 170 tvo bring our numbers up te this
mark. This raises tke problem of feeding them. We havy
found one fairly large sago swamp near the strip site and
%“here are probahly ethers. About 50 of our 290 labourers
would be more or less permanently occupied making sago. But
sago alone is a poor working diet. I think 4000 lbs of rice
and meat, packed at LAKE MURRAY and airdropped once a month
by Catalina, will be necessary. This way we could give them
a 231 sago:rice diet. Thie in turn raiges question of Funds.
