The goddess of love was known 
as Inana or Ana during the Sumerian Era, 3000 B.C. and also known as Ishtar 
during the Acadian times 2300 B.C. At some point I realized that being Ishtar, or 
any goddess as a matter of fact, was too much for me. Yet being Ishtar was my 
only way to hide. Hide from what? I can’t even start to explain. With Gilgamesh, I 
lived for a long time. I performed every woman that he possibly could have known. 
Here is a passage in the Epic of Gilgamesh, translated by Maureen Kovacs, 
describing the first encounter between Shamhat and Enkidu: “That is he Shamhat! 
Release your closed arms, expose your sex so he can take in your sensuousness. 
Do not be restrained. Take his energy! When he sees you, he will draw near you. 
Spread out your robe so he can lie up in you and perform for this primitive, the 
tasks of womankind!”
