PROLOGUE

The first of the Missions was dedicated at San Diego on July 16, 1769. The last Mis-
sion was founded at San Francisco de Solano, July 4, 1823, Ten years later the order of
secularization was issued from the Mexican government, and the work begun by Junipero
Serra sixty years before, was ended. The Pastoral Age of California, with its Arcadian
simplicity, its gentle, civilizing Christianity, its semi-feudal regime and its paternal bene-
ficence, had closed the record of its effort, its accomplishment and the self-sacrifice of the
noble builders of the Franciscan Missions. Then began the Golden Age, the Second Epoch
of Californian history. After that came the Age of Iron, and then the Age of Empire—the
Last Aet in the Great Drama which shall close the final effort of man’s endeavor.

SAN DIEGO—

Spanish soldiers of the eighteenth century,
Captained by Gaspar de Portola. Franciscans
led by Padre Junipero Serra. Indians. A
chorus of soldiers singing old Spanish mili-
tary songs. A chorus of Franciscans singing
the “Veni Creator”, the music of the first
mass sung in California.

EL CARMEL—

Named for San Carlos Borromeo, Italian
Cardinal; Archbishop of Milan; canonized in
1610, The tableau is an Archbishop's court
in ]the sixteenth century, under the banner of
Milan.

SAN ANTONIO DE PADUA—

Antonio of Padua was born in Portugal;
preached in France; and died in Italy. The
group is costumed in the fashion of the thir-
teenth century, and the banners are of Portu-
gal, France and Italy.

SAN GABRIEL ARCANGEL—

The Mission founded September 8, 1771, at
Los Angeles by the Reverend Fathers Pedro,
Benito, Cambon and Angel Fernandez de la
Somera. The group is composed of young
Californians, representative of the first fami-
lies of Southern California in the days of the
Dons long before the Gringo came.

SAN LUIS OBISPO—

Established September 1, 1772. Named in
honor of St. Louis, Bishop of Toulouse. The
tablean is costumed to show the early history
of the Mission and includes Spanish cabal-
leros, Indians and Padres, among whom is
Padre Martinez who, like San Juan of Capis-
trano, was a fighting monk when fighting was
necessary. It is related that this corpulent,
jovial Father led a band of Californians and
Indians to repeal a threatened attack on the
Mission by the famous pirate Bouchard.

SAN FRANCISCO DE ASIS—

This is the Mission that gave a name to
the metropolis of California; dedicated to St.
Francis, founder of the Franciscan Order, Oc-
tober 9, 1776, three months after the Decla-
ration of Independence by the Thirteen Col-
onies, The tableau represents the founding
of the Mission and the group includes Padres
Cambon, Nocedal and Pena leading the pro-

cession. The soldiers are of Captain Gaspar
de Portola’s company.

SAN JUAN CAPISTRANO—

Founded November 1, 1776; named for
Saint John the Captain; a warrior monk of
the fifteenth century who led an army of
Crusaders to the relief of Belgrade, besieged
by Mohammed II and defended by Hunyadi
the hero of Hungary. The tableau includes
Capistrano in chain mail and the cowl of his
Order; Crusaders, Hungarians and Turks.

SANTA CLARA—

This sisterhood of Les Clarisses was
found in France in 1212. The Mission was
dedicated January 18, 1777. The young
women composing this group are from the
Convent of St. Joseph., The fruits and flow-
ers borne by the girls are symbolical of the
agriculture and horticulture for which the
Santa Clara Valley is famous.

SAN BUENAVENTURA— !

Named for Giovanni de Fidenza, an Italian
of the thirteenth century; surnamed *“Dr.
Seraphicus™; scholar, philosopher and theo-
logian. The doctor is accompanied by a group
of his pupils. The Indians and Franeciscans
are part of the early history of the Mission
which was founded March 31, 1782,

SANTA BARBARA— :

Santa Barbara was a virgin martyr of the
third century. She was beheaded by her own
father for refusing to renounce Christianity.
She is the patron saint of armorers and arti-
sans and the protectress of fortifications. She
was of Greek origin and died in Bithynia.
The Mission was founded December 4, 1786,
and is the only one surviving from the ruin
of the secularization; the only Mission at
whose altar the lamps have never been ex-
tingunished.

LA PURISIMA CONCEPCION—

This tableau represents the industrial ac-
tivities of the Mission which was established

December 8, 1787, The products of the Mis-
sion was agricultural entirely and the Indians
were taught to be farmers and cattle raisers.

SANTA CRUZ—

This Mission was blessed by Father Lasuen
on August 28, 1791, the day of San Augustin.
It was the Mission of the Holy Cross. It was
here that the first flour mill in California was
built, and one of the first converts was Chief
Seguert, head of the most powerful tribe in
Central California.

LA SOLEDAD—

Dedicated to “Our Lady of Solitude,” Oc-
tober 9, 1791. The Mission is presented here
as it stands today—a naked, desolate ruin,
casting its dismal shadow in a land rtich
enough to have preserved it from this sad
fate; a warning and a reminder that other
landmarks of our early history are passing
into similar neglect and ruin,

SAN JOSE DE GUADALUPE—

The grape and olive were the special fruits
of this Mission, which was founded June 11,
1797.

SAN JUAN BAUTISTA—

This Mission was founded June 24, 1797.
The Mission had a chime of nine bells, and
music was a feature of the establishment. It
was here, too, that the first adobe bricks were
made for building purposes. A peculiar fea-
ture of the Mission was the wooden clapper
wheel used to call .the people to worship on
those days when the Catholic churech rings
no bells.

SAN MIGUEL ARCANGEL—

The Indians of this Mission, founded July
25, 1797, were taught by the Padres in the
arts of painting and decorating, and much of
the work of this kind preserved in the other
Missions is from the atelier of the Mission of
San Miguel,

SAN FERNANDO REY DE ESPAGNA—

Named for Ferdinand III of Spain (1220-
1252), King of Castile and Leon: founded
September §, 1797. Ferdinand eaptured
Ubeda, Cordova, Jaen and Seville from the
Moors, who are led captive in this tableau.

SAN LUIS REY DE FRANCIA—

St. Louis of France was the ninth of that
name and led the sixth Crusade in 1248. He
captured Damietta and was himself defeated
by the Sultan Tooranshah in an expedition

against Cairo. He undertook a Crusade |

against Tunis during which he died. The Mis-
sion was founded June 13, 1798,

SANTA YNEZ—

The first Mission of the nineteenth century,
founded September 17, 1804. The first offi-
cial act of the establishment was the baptism
of all the young Indians within the jurisdic-
tion of the Mission.

SAN RAFAEL ARCHANGEIL—

When this Mission was founded, December
18, 1817, the region of its establishment was

beginning to be populated with an alien race
of trappers, squatters and adventurers. It
was here that the ‘“Bear Flag’ was raised in
revolt against the domination of Mexico,
which had only recently thrown off the voke
of Spain. At this time the Pastoral Age of
California and the rule of the Spanish gran-
dees was ending by usurpation of the Gringo,
or by intermarriage with the Saxon invader.

SAN FRANCISCO DE SOLANO—

This was the last Mission founded by the
Franciscan Fathers, August 25, 1823. The
chief characters in the tableau are Comman-
dante Vallejo, Lieutenant Martinez and Gen-
eral Fremont. They are accompanied by sol-
diers, settlers and Indians. The grouping is
to embody the picturesque features of the
final period of transition from the old Spanish
regime to the American occupation.
