AMANAB PATROL REPORT NO, 1 1964/65

I acknowledge the above Patrol Report.

For his first solo patrol and an area study at
that, Mr. Knott has done a mighty job.

For my comments I shall have to take the report
piecemeal.

In the diary 9th July, 1964, mention is mede of a
high incidence of dysentery. How ﬁlgh was the incidence and
what was done about i*. I doubt very much if after the Patrol
left if the people would walk fifteen minutes for water, when
water is close gy. Would you ask the Medical Assistant for
his opinion please. A dysentery outbreak in such an area would
decimate the population.

10th July - Court heard. Has Mr. Knott Court
powers? I think what he meant was that he investizated amd
then passed it to you.

Where coconuts are overgrown please make every
endeavour to have them cleaned. Speaking to Mr. Lamrock of
the Department of Agriculture, he is in full agreement that we
shall encourage coconut plantings throughout the area, but we
mst insist that the groves be kept clean, otherwise we shall
really be in trouble.

In your comments you mention Army patrols in
1945 and the APC. This is true, and the records will probably
be held at Ambunti, as in those Aays this area came under that
station, later it was altered to Lumi.

Outward flow of labour - There appears to have
been some breaches recently in repatriation of lahour within
the district, Would you tell me if labour taken from this
area is being correctly repatriated, please,

Education - This is by no means satisfactory, but
there 1s very little that can be dome to help at present, not
while most of the resources are to be concentrated on the border.

I have been told that within three montas further
radio sets will be availzble distribution, I svggest that
you write to Radio Wewak and ask if these pﬂ"pie could be put
on the distribution list.

Be wary on your attitude of voluntary works I know that
it is time that these people did something for themselves bt I
foel it may be a little ecarly. I do not want them to ge{ the idea
that the Administration leads them along with pay at first, but
never had any intention of continuing. Keep the pay going for a
while lenger.

I am looking forwvard to reading the report on the con-
tinuation of this patrol.

Report of the above specifiad patrol is submitted herewith.
The patrol was conducted by r. P.0, Bragge and its stated purposes
tere &s outlined in the accompanyiang jnstructions. Mozt of these
vere successfully attained but the patrol was interrupted to enable
ts movement to the MONGOREVEI area to search for the killers of
tvo carriers. I refor you to my letter 37-1.3 of 10th December,
1964, copy of which is attached. Seven men were arrested near
YAMAIAINDA village and charged with wilful murder following
investigation, Mr, Bragge is to be congratulated upon an excellent
piece of police fleld work in apprehending the alleged murderers.

The native situation in the DERA i2 guiet bui it 1is obvious
that the rapidity and effectiveness of the action of the Aduinis-
tration in this instance has come as a great shock to all the DERA
people. The attitude of the ORKUANDA and YAMAMAINDA people in
aiding the patrol is most pleasing and the whole course of the
incident may prove to thess diffideat groups that the Administration
of law and order is one of cur paramount interests and a very
tangible thing.

The people of the Asanab local village from whence the
murdered men came are naturally vengeful and it is net unlikely
that they will bpood over the killings,. At this stage however
I think 1% uniikely that any group retaliation will occur.

Pains have been taken to impress on the village officials, relatives
and meafclk of these places that retribution for the erime lies only
in the hands of the government. I believe this has beea accepted
but as previously mentioned the nature of the people is to breod

asad erupt into singular retaliatory actioa. A close though subtle
observation is beiang kept on the movements of these people and it

is planned to step up patrol activity in the area.

Roadwork as described is proceeding at an excelleant rate
though naturally slow due to terrain and labour factors., The
current spell of dry w r has allowed for good mailntenance work
to be carried out on t seven mile AMANAB-NAINGRI section. The
newly survayed sectlion b of HAINERI is well laid out and proper
construction will coumence upon the contisuation of this patrvol
early in the llew Year.

Walaria, respiratory tract infections, skin diseases, and tzsioul
ulsers., Nutritional diseases are sometimes seen in infants

young children, (The Amanab Local people are treated at Amanab)

14, An anti yaws campaign covered the whole Dera in
April 1964, and a triple an’..gen campaismm was completed in the
Dera in November 1964,

15. The aid post at Kamberatoro receives 1it%le co-operation
from most villages in the area, and services mainly the two local
villeges, Kamberatora and Winberatoro, and also the school at
Kamberatoro, Two people were sent %o Amanab by the patrol for
treatment.

EDUCATION

16. The school at Kamberatoro was formerly run by the

Administration, but i@ now run by the Catholic Mission at

17. A certain amount of trouble in getting the Dera
school children to return to school in 1965 may be encountered
after the MORGOROVEI incident.

ROADS & BRIDGES

18. This aspect of the report has been covered in the
Tatroduction, The main problem with the road section which has
veen constructed to date is that it temds %o follow the ridge
tops even where the ridges are too steep, A8 a result several
slopes of 30% gradient exist. The rerouting of these sections
of road has recommenced. Ine reuting of the road from the present
road's end to Kamberatoro will all be done with the aid of an
Qmey level, To date six miles of the road have been completed.
he only major bridge so far necessary is the oridge over the
Yup creek. This pridge has a deck of mi led Kwila. The bridge is
almost completed.

19. To date the Amanab people have been paid for nearly
all work dome on the road., This includes initinl construction
and major maintenance such as clearing of trees along the road,
In the last month the firat nonpuid maintenance was carried out,
in the form of cutting grass. The attitude of the people to this
work is not yet clear, but they will posaibly request payment.
MISSIONS

20. The Christian Missions in Many landa (C.é.'.L.) has
a Mission station at Amanab, This #yfiff mission has influence

with the people of the Amanab Local division in the immediate




area of the Mission., *his includes the villages of IFIGERI
MINAG,WOWERI,AURUMP,IVIEG,IBAGUM, and %0 a certain extent

» The Mission also has influence in several areas to the
East and North east of Amanab where they have airstrips, for
example KWOMTARI, The C,M.M.L. have no influence in the Dera
division, The C.M.M.L. have a staff of six Europeans at Amanab,
Apart from the Mission's religious work, they de run a Primary T
scheol which gives keen students the chance %o be sent to the
IUMI area to extemd their educe:ion to a higher level,

21, The Dutch has a Catholic Mission station at Amgotro
which is just over the Border from the Dera division, as a result
the catholic Mission has influence in the division. the Dutch

has several catechists statiomed in the Dera area, and had schools
at KAMBERATORO and MANGGAU, The Catholic Passionist Miscion at
Vanimo have stationed a priest at Kamberatoro since the Australian
Administration has taken over the emolaces, The Catholic Mission
seems to have little influence in the south end of the Dera (only
area 1 visited). Several men at Yomamainda were seen to be wearing
crugifixes, but there were no doubt left with the people by the
Dutch, as the people seem to have no ties with the Midaion at
Kamberatoro,

AIRFIELDS

22 The only airfield in the area patrolled is the ome
at Amanab, This is a category z airfield open to category D
aireraft, It was an object of the patrol to survey the flat
land at Kamberatoro as an airstrip site, this will now be done
after Christmas,

SENSUS

23, No census was donme during the patrol. For details
of census see Ama leport No 3 1964/5 for Ders figares, and No
2 1964/5 for the Amanab Looal figures, Dera has o populatien of
999, and Amanad Local has a population 2706 people.

GEOM!ZTOPM!

24, The area is very broken., The geology of the area is
of a sedimentary nature, Iimestone, Mudstome and Conglomerate
are the most commom rocks seen in situ, River gravels in the
Paringi river are mostly of Ignboug origkn, whereas in loeal
small streams the gravels are of sedimentary origin,

AMANAB PATROL NO. 5-1964/65
DERA (BORDER) DIVISION

Report of the above specified patrol, conducted by
Mr. L. Bragge, Patrol Officer is submitted herewith. The patrol was
in the main a continuation of number 4 of 1964/6%5 and was primarily
directed at consolidating inX¥luence in the DERA region.

1. The native attitude has beeir adequately described and it

is a fact that the MONGOROVEI murders have created a division between
the Dera and local Amanab folk and fear of retribution exists, As
staff allows I am hopeful of maintaining an officer in the Dera as
much as possible, to provide a visual link with the Administration and
have a general settling influence. This officer will be primarily
concerned with road construction and political education. Local
Government Assistant, BALDWIN, is currently at KAMBERATORO carrying
out a series of meetlngs designed to explain the purposeséf councils
and electoral procedures. These are a continuation of the talks
commenced by Mr. Bragge.

As reported, the attitude of the MAIWAMBRA people is
heartening, The West Irian visitor, ARIE WAIMBEA, has been fully
reported upon, The apathy of the Kamberatoro people is typical of
this area and despite intensive efforts over the past two years, little
impression has been made. I believe that constant patrolling and
interest in the area will eventually bear fruit. As you have said -
Just keep "plugging away".

The reference to WAGARINDA (para. 13) is slightly misleading.
Some people of the hamlet moved into MENGGAN Village in November, 1963
as a result of a West Irian patrol burning three houses at a former
hamlet of theirs at KOPAR (W.I.). This was reported by Confidential
letter on 4th November, 1963. As most of the Wagarinda land lies
within this Territory and also the old Wagarinda hamlet, the people
were allowed to remain. An additional 16 persons were entered into
the Menggan census register of Menggan on 3/11/6%4 and a further 15
by this patrol. I refer you to my letters C.13 and C.20 of 3/11/6% and
30/11/64 respectively.

2. Education.

The Catholic Mission school at Kamberatoro will re-open
next week. A European teacher in addition to ti ne local teacher
will be available and Preparatory and Standard 1 ses conducted,

The existence of the gal "school" has previously been
reported to the Area Education Officer and the District Inspector.
The local priest has promised that action will be taken to cease
instruction in Malay and states he was unaware of the situation, The
school 1s merely a catechism class but unfortunately the Menggan people
do not realise the distinction. It is intended to concentrate
recruitment for the Amanab Primary and Technical schools at Mainainbra and
an education patrol will visit the area early in February for this
purpose.,

OBSERVATIONS & COMMENTS

Reception of Patrol

% The patrol visited the Amanab Loeal village of
Naineri and the Dera villages of Kamberatoro, Mamsmbra,Xengoroved
Menggau, Yamamsinda and OeKwanda, and was well met in all
villages, In all villages the people were quite willinz %o

sell fresh foods and to carry for the patrol,

Village Officials

2, The Dera division was formerly controlled by the
Dutch, and as a result the present lulueis in the census
division are made up mainly of the Dutoh Officials {Koranos)
Generally these men hold a lot of sway in thier owm villages,
being the natural leaders., Australian influence is still
being established in the Dera division, and in some villages,
ospecially Kamberatoro (and the hamlet of Nimberatoro) and
Menzgau the village officials seem to far more engaged in
their traditional task of being village leader than officials
of the Australian Administration,

3. The position of tultul is still rather vague in

the Dera division as up until recently there were practically
no pidgin speakers. As a result of this the position of *Bosbhbi‘
has evolved, These men speak poor pidgin and generally fill

the position of a tultul, There are bosbois at Yamamainda and
Ockwanda and possibly other villages alsc. No move was taken

to clear this situation up as the whole area will be included
in the Amanab Native Local Government Council area in the

near future.

4, Lulual Nungwisno/Bagubu of Mongorovel is at graumt
in ocustody at Amanad where he has been committed for triql

Political Situation,

Se On the third of December 1964 three Amanab Local

Dera division from carrying supplies to the Temgirabu Aid Post
in the Iuri division when they were attached, Two of the three
men were killed the third escaped. The offending natives of the
Mongorovei village were cgtured soon after the offence ard
committed for trial, (See Amanab Patrol Report No 4/64-5).

The reason given for the attack was that the Iuluai of Mongorovei
wanted rocompense for the death of his son Wf in the Wewak
hospital,

6, The two groups involved were not even close enough

to each other geographically to be traditional enemies, and this
may have resulted in some i1l feeling towards the Administration
in the Amanab local area as the men were engaged on Administration
work,

Te The position in the Dera census division at present

is that there is a fear of going into the Amanab cal area for
fear of a gly back, This was seen in the fact that the Kamberatoro
paosla would not go to Amanab for t .eir road payments until

Pr Gregory of the Catholic Mission at Kamberatore could accompany
them to Amanab, it is also seen in the fact that the school
children of the Dera who usually board at the Amanab Primary




Technical school and who are now on holidays, are keen to
return to school at Amanab this year but will not go until
their %eacher comes to collect them and escort them through the
Ansnab Local to Amanab. The reverse was seem when the Amanal
Local carriers with my patrol arrived at Kamberatoro late in the
afternoon and prepared to leave to walk back the same night
rather than spend the night in the area., They only agreed to
stay when & police escort was promised for them the following
morning to see them sa¥ely into the Amanab Local.

8. Unlike the Amanab Local people the Kamberatoro
people a,d the rest of the Dera people see the incident as
invelving the Mongorovei people only, The Amanab Local
people seem to be thinking more in terms of the language
grouyp ag a whole, thus the whole Dera has to go in fear of a
pay back,

9, Generally there is an imprcvement in the attitude
of the Dera people from what I have seen and heard of them
in the past, The Kamberatoro people upon my suggestion have
put a solid effort into the comstruction of a new Aid Post
building at Kamberatoro, This work is being dome voluntarily
and quickly, In all areas over the past month of #o the
people have been cutting the bush along the walking tracks,
as has been suggested by previous patrols, Kamberatore is
the slowest village in this regard,

10, The two villages ([ of the villagee secen om this
patrol) that require the most contact are Kamberatoro and
Menggau, Kamberatoro, Menmggau and Mamambra all had Catholic
Mission schools run by Catechists, Of these Mamambra show
the most pro Australian Administration attisudes, A man
from this village was educated and nmow works at Amgotro in

West Irian, He happened to be in his village when the patrol
was in the area, he was happy to te interviewed by the patrol.
But after he had gone another Mamambra native indicated that
he was upset by the fact that people from the other side of the
border were comming into his village even though the native

who came over was born in the village.

11. On the other hand the attitudes of the Menggau and Ka
Kamberatoro pecople are not so favourable, At Kamberatoro there
is an atmosphere of "We do what we like when we like" finding
examples to show this is difficult, but it may be shown in

the slowness to cut the bush on the tracks and the sluggishness
of the Kemberatoro men to come forward to carry cargo for a
patrol, when compared with other Dera groups, These Kamberatoro
eople have had more cantact than any other Dera people, with
L1)10 Australian Adminietration, but it is hoped that still
further contact will bring their attitudes to the Administration
up to the level of the sttitudes of the people of Mamambra,
Yamemainda and Oekwands.,

12, Menggau appears to be a different situation tham
that of Kamberatoro, For a start Kamberatoro have had a
catholic Priest stationed in their village ,who rins a school
which should make up at least for part of the loss of the
Dutch Catholic Mission school, and as previously stated
Kamberatoro has had much more contact with the Australian
Administration than Menggau has. Menggau appears to be almost
unchenged from the time that the Dutech left it, Almost no
one speaks any pidgin at all, this is prepetuated by the fact
that the catholic mission native teacher who runs & poor
quality illegel school teaches written Malay, and lessons
are given in Malay, Practically no pidgin is taught, and that
which is is only oral, See appendix D re this school,

Complainte

17. The only complaint investigated by the atrol wes
that of the Aid Post Orderly at Kamberatoro who heard
indirectly that the Luluai of Menggau had attempted to shoot
kim with en arrow, No such sttempt was made and the 111 feeling
was as much the A.P.0.'s fault as the Imluai‘s, No court

action was taken.

Rest Houses

18. There are rest houses in the following villages
(of the villages vieited by the patrol). Ogkwands, Yamamainda
Mamembre, Menggau and an Administration owned house at
Xamberatoro. Naineri in the Amanab Local has a rest house,

Garriers.

19. See earlier, Up uatil recently it was neceasary
to take permemant carrier lines. The Dera people will now
carry for patrols, but gemerally 1like to carry mo further
than the next village. Homey is the most acceptable form of
payment to the Dera people,

Health,

20, The health of the Dera people is gemerally good,

A Medical Orderly asccompanied the pstrol and gave health
education lectures in all villages visited by the patrol and also
at Tamarbek and Akimari,

21, There is an Aid Post at Kemberatoro, and although

the looml people all helped with the omltrnction of n new Ald Po:
st Building during the patrol, they make very little use of the
medieal facilities provided, The people of the other Dera
villages do mot attend the Aid Poet unless ordered to.

Thank you for the above patrol report and your
more than adequate covering comments.

Mr. Knott appears to have carried ou. his duties
on patrol in a competent manner. However, please draw
his attention to para 8., page 28 of Volume 1 of Depart-
mental Standing Instructions. He has erred in several
respects here, particularly with the use of Pidgin English
words and colioquialisns.

The results of continued contact appear to be
meking themselves felt throughout the area, but due to
locale and sparseness of population progress will always
be slow. Improvement of and the introduction of new
types of food is a worthy object but one that cannot be
forced on the people wiliy-niily.

The growing restlessnass of young males is due
more to continued Administration contact rather than
plantation contact. Talks with members of visiting
patrols are generally far more stimulating than that of
a plantation labour group segregated by a language barrier,
its sole outside contact the group's interpreter.

Desire for permanent European interest in loca®
arsas is prevalent even in more contacted areas and it
behoves both missions to behave warily in this regard
if they wish to maintain their "spheres of influence".

The health and education of these people will
always be a problem while our resources are what they
are now. It was indeed wise of Mr. Knott not te
promise Administration developmental projects in the
area, and it is a pity many other officers in the past
nave not followed the same policy.

in this area, Unfortun:tely they live in small villages and hamlets
scattered over an immense tract of ground which severly limits many =
of our aims, Ample work is available to them at Amanab but few take
advantage of the opportunity. Most young men at some stage work as
copra cutters on island plantation,

The people appear eager to accept amy
form of European interest in thehr area but they wish it to be
permanent, Mr. Knott was wise not to promise Administration
developmental projects in the area- it ig a pity that the Christisn
Missions could not follow this example, Within the area patrolled
there is a great deal of "soul smatehing" being carried out by the
missions' pricipals but to date theis had had no deleteriocus effects
upon the populace.

However overall the
general health seemed fair, no blatant cases of neglect re tropical
ulcers etc were observed.Lulusi APWI reported the most comion'illness
to be characterised by head pains, the remedy for which was to sleep
by the fire accordhgg to him.

AGRICULTURE.

10, Sago and sweet potatoe are the staple dlet, grown by a four month
progressicn cyele, that is the proposed site is cleared and burnt off
initially, planting is carried out and in the fouruh month the produce
eaten, It was reported that there is no shortage of fresh féod, the
gardens are planted individually. These vegetables are supplemented
by hunting of wild fowl which are plentiful. A pig 1s killed quite
frequently and occassions a social gathering.

Idamare village is located on the alluvial pldng
oy the Idam river, The soil in this area seems to be
unusually fertile, and garden produce is abundant. The
people seam to reiy pore on taro as a source of food than they
jo on sago. The soiis ability to produce quick growing dense
undergrowth came under the special notice of the patrel
shen the writer walked around the land boundaries with the
owners. This area was cut when the survey was done six
nonths ago, but the patrol found difficulty cutting a track
through the undergrowth, let alone finding the Kwila posts
narking the corners.

Observations and Comments.

NATIVE AFFAIRS,

The patrol was well received in the villages visited,
Words were sent out to the villages prior to patrol's arrival., During
few occasions, receptions held with the people had been quite good., Many
people could hardly understand or speak pidgin, but those who could
understand it were quite helpful in translating what had been said to the
others, I feel that if an Adult Education Course is carried ovt here or
conducted out here for these people's benefits,it will certainly bring
some good results, The adult men and women could be taught how éto
speak pidgin and learn more of outside surroundingds from that of their
village environment, which they had been adapted to.

Their understanding of what the Administration is trying
to help them is rather acute. For example, the people don‘t fully under-
stand the reason why a road has to be buiit through their area, lost of
these pecple haven't or never seen a car before in their life, conseguente
ly, people incline to build the road following the foot tracks up the
steep hills,

Their reluctance to provide carriers to carry cargoes was
also encountered on this patrol. Some reasons they gave for their refusix
ng to carry patrol cargoes, were found to be immaterial, namely,frightenec
of leeches and were hungry., [For they know very well that their villages
are being av® #+ed by the swarm of leeches and if they are not as lazy
as they appezred to be, they could make gardens from which they can obtair
foot, It 1s not tPhat many patrédls visited the area in tho past they made!
peoele tired of carrying cargoes, I incline to think that the people Just|
don't like to be disturbed by the unwelcome visitors. :

DeDeAe Fatrcls lr the past, The houses bv*lt in the villages are only
used when there is a soeial gathering, namely, a village singsing and
when there is a patrod visiting the vi”'ﬂe, but mostly the people live
in their gardens.

The third hamlets of Naineri village ir to be removed to the
new site which is neighbouring the mahh road The people of that hamlet
wanted to leave their old hamlet because of the reason,that it's being
below the hill and 1t is hard for them to travel to the main village,
when there is a large gathering or if they have to be called upon to
work on the road, However the patrol did not try to encourage them to
leave their old site, which is about 45 minutes* walk from the main vill-
age and thought to be quite satisfactory for the people to get food and
water. Bu. the majority in the hamlet preferred moving to the new site
to living in the o1d hamlet. This was shown by the clearinv ahd the

ecatting of bush material for housing, made before the patrolls visit to
the area.

The houses in the area patrolled were poorly ventilated, this
had been the result of lack of extra openings. The narrow holes esti-
mated to be 3" in height by 2" in width have bnen the only openlngs in
the house beside the main entrance to the house. The houses which were

seen contained one main room for sleeping with a fire-place placed in
the middle .

Certainly these village conditions will gradually be improved
when some of their village men visit other areas and see the improvement
made there. However it will take along time yet before any improvement
or progress could be carried out in the village. Their knowledge of thei:
local sumroundings is very obtuse, this is so, . cause some men who had
attended the Adult Education Course in Wewak or had visited or employed
to work in a more progressive area had done very little or nothing at all
for their village men, when they returned to their villages. They don't
like to be made exeeptioners or be left out from any village usual aetivi-
ties and hence follow up with the erowd.

Regardless of their misunderstanding of pidein, their
lack of knowledge.their roles to play as "171'359 headmen rmd the back-
ground in which they had been brought up i in, the luluals appeared to be
very friendly in welcoming the patrol., A the lulais with exception of
luluai APVAI of Kamberatébro, hadn't seen any other large centres beside
their own villagg .

Luluai Apwai of Kamberatoro appears to be quite active
and understands very little of pidgin, He helped the patrol only by
getting his crowd ready to work, but he doesn't seem to be having very
much influence over his villige people., As it was remarked by some of
his village men that they don*t trust hir» and also he inclines to rollow
with the crowd on any activities that isen in the village.

Tirinatus/Nagoi of beratoro village, lacks the unders
tanding of pidgin but very active in his out look, He was imprisondd in
Hollandia during the Dutch Administration of West New Guinea, and had
spent all his time in the village after his tence.

Juite a number of people in the area patrolled had
very nasty sores, 'hese sarsq ncﬂursd ‘rom small cuts and } ses, which
hadn't been well cared for, Tropical ulcers had been a common Sors to
be “ound i-\ the area., Many pe ~r1e who had the sores were sent &% to
Amanab hospital ‘or treatment. Undoubtedly, people often refuse to have
their sores treated by the orderlies and it had happened in few cases
that thepatients wes used to run away from the Amanhb horpﬁtal and had
to be returned. Never‘heless few requests had been made to the patrol for
edicine to cure their sickness or treatment for their sores but there
wasn't any medicine to give o.i.

The Aid-rost at Kamberatoro contained some medieal
supplies, which a®e were left there unconsidered, 'hat was the \nly
ald-post seen b in the area, The people use to visit the Mission for
treatment of their sores by the Buropean lay lMissionary tsa"u-w at the
village. He informed the writer that their order for the !ission medical
supplies to the area had been delayed because of the issirm plane which .’
had to go to Wewak for some repair work, It is still uncertain of when
an aid-post orderly is to be sent to the arep, even so, medical services
to this area seem to be either ignored or forgotten,

A rlu swept throughout the arca and it was esthmated
that a dozen men, women and children canght it, There was an urgent
request made by Ehe people for and aid-post o"dgr’ly to be sent to their
area to attend to the sick. This matter was reported to the Medical
Cfficer and the Assistant District Commissioner at Amanab., The aid-post
orderly was i mediately cent to the area, His.tay however was_short,
and it is felt that the sickness had eventually slowed down, lMany people
on road work caught the sickness too as well as the writer. Lhe flu
caused head-aches, stomach-aches with a bad cold. People who caught the
; armed themselves near the fire as observed by the patrol. The
o orce was interrupted as result of this, for the rate couvld be
estimated as being two people felt sick a day.

There were twe patients who fled from the Amanab L
hospital and were finally caught by the patrol and were sent baek to the
hospital., There was also an attempt made by anohher by name of Yaumina/
Burn, who had the swollen lnees but was caupght by the patrol at Naineri
belore he could malte a further escape to his villare off Yemamainda.
After the patrol, those people who have sores were sent to Amanab hospi-
tal for treatment.

I suggest that there should be an aid-post orderly
sent to look after the Aid-Post at Kamberatoro and to put those medical
supplies at the aid-post into some use., His presence in the Aid-Post
will gradually encourage the people to come for treatment, as it had

and return to their villages., Their stories told to their people
about the visits they made to other developed areas, will be more
convineing than by people from outside.
