During the dry season \July to January) it is al•oat 
possible to viait eve~ Bensbach Till~ on one day, in the wet 
as it was for this patrol, it ie a ditercnt storyl The fact that 
the amal.l 'Kopaen Lav1ch' the M.V. Aidia waa atation•d at Weua 
sav~d an enormous amaount of time and tr~uble. Every Benabach 
Tillage i• within about two hours wal.lt of ao~e navigable wat9r­
way, this siaplified the Election patrol by being able to 
capitalise on thie and do the long•r etretchs by boat. A ehort 
walk then aaw us at the reepecti·-·e village•. 

The BeubacH area pa little to reccro ... acl it during 
the wet season, the country, eapeciall1 around Wando Village, 
ia ver.,- pretty, with open plain• of bri.pt green graaa, howv r 
it i• not ao pretty wnen one baa to traae.rs the quagaire. Du.ring 
the wetter aontha the incidence ot gaae ropa otf as they ld~nte 
inland, but there ia still an ILIMlZiag a.ont to be ••en. fte 
deer, magani, pi~ and bird life on the Be ' be.eh, below Wando, 
has to re eeen to be belie ed. 

I halT• been through tha coun 7 a nUllb of tiaea 
~ !01·", u.nri Mr P.O. Johnaon did the 4auai ceneue reTiaion only 
a o·ple of m~ntha ago. Aa thie patrol waa aolel7 concerned 
wi.th the conducting of ttfe Hou .. ot Aae .. bly Elections, I will 
not & into long diaeertat1on• on econoaice and agriculture. 

The election vaa well rec ived b7 .,.t of the iahal· 
itants in the area. About an ~ Tote waa r.corded. NearJ.7 
al.l. of tlie people were certain of who they wished as 'nuab~r One' 
but Ter7 !ew had ~'AY i4ea ot 'aeo•nd' or 'third•. A few 'HJ7 
emphaticall7 stated that they didn't want a .. cond or third 
choice. All the &t•tion people voted bar one or two, they 
mostly Toted for their own areas, but the more literate ones 

• caat their franchise towards the South ~ly Ca..n alien Area to 
thea) The only direct refusal to vote wae one village peraon, 
who after having stated his choice in the Open, wiped the 
Regional paper off the table with a mutter of diegustl 

A nuab~r of times the Mamus•a had to be removed by 
the p~trol personael for telli~ their Tille.gera w~~ to Tote for. 
A couple became na ty wh~n they realised that their wiTee could 
chooae their own, instead ot ha7ing to Yote as the MaJSUa said. 
M~at of the village votes and ballot pap•ra were filled out by -
myself aB the Jnb.jority ot the people ~· : «,, literate. I think 
tl:.e younger voters who filled in t uelr owr. papers would haTe 
mostly voted informally due to their inaiatance that 'they Knew•.
