Our records show only the dates the 
water was turned off on the La Jolla-Del Mar 
Pipe Line, and ·does not give the reason for 
such shut off. 

The resolution of the Board of Health 
ordering the water turned off .waa not adopted 
until Uovember, therefore it is presumed that 
shut downs on the line other than at that time 
were due to repair work. Our record shows that 
the water was turned off September 11th and on 
again October 12th. . During that time the city 
installed 550 feet of 16" pipe between Prospeot 
and Torrey Road. It is possible that the Pacif-
ic Tank & Pipe Company utilized that time to make 
repairs on its line.

At a conference of the Board of Supervisors held at 
the Court House tor the purpose of discussing projects for a Public 
Works program for the City and County or San Diego, it as proposed 
to conatruot a dam at Mission Gorge Damsite No. 3 for the purpose 
of providing flood ccmtrol on the San Diego River. It was suggest-
ed that this project was so situated that it could be made to pro-
vide a water supply in addition to the flood control. 

The projects discussed were all of importance to the 
City and Couuty, but it was held by the Attorneys to be necessary 
to call bond elections for the purpose of reimbursing the United 
s ta tea Government for seven t.y percent of any loan advanced. Any · · 
attempt to further bond the City or Count7, beyond the request for 
$700,000.00 for a City and County Building, was thought to be futile. 

The City or San Diego has at present a valuation of 
$10l,OOO.OOO.QO and has bonded indebtednes~· or $17,019,265.2& • . 
For the fiscal year or 1932-33 it required $1,432,415.00 for the in-
terest and sinking fund. It requires mor taxes to carry and retir 
this debt than it does to operate all branches or the City Govet'nment. 
The percentage of tax delinquency has been increasing for the past 
three years until it is now about twenty percent. A general reduction 
must be made in order to protect the property owner and to maintain 
the cred1 t of the C1 ty. As shown in a letter of Supervisor Hastings. 
there are many tax exempt citizens living in San Diego and many of 
~eae are destitute. This condition reduces the income to the City 
and County on the one hand and raises the expfnlses or the Count,: 
through 1 ts Welfare Depar:tment on the other. 

The F~deral Government's activities in San Diego have 
cauaed ita growtJl and prosperity; but on account or being located 1D 
a aem1-arid region, this very activity. hich the citizens of San Diego 
ao much cheriah• has ca ·aed them to bond themselves to the breaking 
point, to provil e aD adequ te and safe domestic supply or ter, not 
only for ita own needs. but to safeguard tne security of the Fe eral 
functiona. · 

Even in the face of all the grent expe.nd1ture of 
money, for this relatively small community, to help guarant e th 
retention -here or the Governmental bases, the Bure u have repeatedly 
aaked tor a reduction 1n water rates to the Federal Gove ent. Th 
City has been aelling the water to ita consumers for leaa ·than coat 
and making up the def1o1t through ita tax levy; and has therefor r lt 
it waa in no poaltion to fUrther lower ita ratea to th Government 
Bureau.

His low estimate is caused 
by using 1Jle Jorgensen t:YPe or constant angle arch dam. 'lhe Mission 
Gorge No. 3 damsite is considered sui table ror this tl'J)e. Mr. King's 
report, hereto attached, is accompanied by six exhibits. I am ala.o 
enclosing Supervisor Hastings' letter giving some reaaous why the . 
Federa1 Government Should undertake sqme Federal project 1n the vicinity-
of San Diego. A statement ot water purchases for a year is also en-
vlosed.
