Dear Dr. Szilard:

I tried to get in touch with you on Tuesday at the 
King ' s Crown Hotel and found that you were temporarily out of 
town. I myself will be away for several days beginning tomorrow. 

Russell Sage Foundation some years ago discontinued its 
earlier policy of making grants for the support of the indepen­
dent activities of other agencies and individuals in favor of an 
operating program under which all of our activities are carried 
out either by members of our own staff or in close cooperation 
with other institutions working within the area of our present 
interest, the improvement of the utilization of the results of 
research in the social sciences in selected professions. You 
will understand that we consequently cannot consider your sug­
gestion on its merits. Perhaps I should add that the reason 
for the limitation of the scope of our activities is the very 
simple one that we are a comparatively small foundation and are 
convinced that we can be effective only if we concentrate our 
work within a feasibly designed area. 
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
