Diego River has by no means been settled, This question
is now before the federal courts.

The San Diego Flume Company was oreated thru an
Act of Congress and the La Mesa District acquired thelr rights,
It is a question of State rights vo federal rights and until the
question is settled for all time by the supreme court of the
United States it would be e mistake to attempt any najor
development on ths San Dlego River.

Zaking into consideration our limited ﬁmmmu,
heavy taxstion and financial depression, the end of which is
not yet in sight, let us develop the cheapest water first,
keeping in mind, however, our complete development.
