Elizabeth Hamilton Manchester, formerly a member of the harpsichord and piano staff at UCLA, teaches at
Mesa College. Next fall she will be teaching at Grossmont College.

Henry Kolar is a former concertmaster of the San Diego Symphony and the Sherwood Hall Orchestra.
Presently he is on the faculty of Mesa College and the University of San Diego College for Women.

Kolar studied at the Academy for Music and Arts in Vienna and is now working on his Ph.D. in music at the
University of Southern California.
