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LRTROUUCT ICON:

The crea patrolled is the LOWER LAl Census Division and
it lies %0 the NKW of Wapenamanda Patrol Post. It 18 approiimately
six hours' walk away which makes the people appear somewhat remote
aud isolated compared to their neigabours in the other two Census
Divisiocas, The country itwelf is pretty rugged with limestone
reages and rumerous streams flowing into the lLai Hiver.

2. Ihe patr(l vas prafrmcd mainly for the Territory
Census and conceguently very little time was spent on other tasks,
such 28 routine administration.

3. Tne last D.D.A. patrol in the area was conducted by Mr.
D.k. Robsrtoon, Ci0, in December of last year (Patrol Report No.
3/65-£% nxcre}. Tue Lepartment of Agriculture maintzins constant
contact with these people througn ivs prczrunc of extension and
replanting of cash crope (coffee and pyretarum).

S The patrol was well received in all the visitea,
and ot eech rest nouse discuseions re general administratien and
road work were held wits the Councillors and r influentia’
persons. From theese it was found that ihe ; juite keen on
building a vehicular road into their ares anua that of them

would lihe an sarly start on it. However, it was poin out %o
them that es they were all engaged in extending the Wapenamsnda
Airstrip, the road would have to wait until at & luver stags. The
writer wae ales told that due to lack of accees to -rgtt heir
coffee and Luropean ugg:%.. were being left %o reot the j

( particularly around ¥ Jo 1t appears that the o 2
neve a ready market for their coffee at tne moment are the ones in
the immediate LIMIS area where the Baptist lMisaion bas established
itseif as *he primecipal buyer.

distance and the rugged nature of the terrain over which tuey have
to carry their coffee. J0 overcome chis difficulty they have tuilt
themselves a Cessna strip, some three and half miles sorth west of
the FECERAY Tlest IHouse, in the hope that the MuA.P. plane wounld be
allowed to land to take their coffee and vegetables. The ciystrip

14. Ihe only vehicular road in the area is from MAKBISANDA %o

YALIS but owing to neglect and landslides it has been narrowed cown,
in mcst places, 1o & walking track. The bridges on it lave alse
fallen down and consequeatly a good deal of reconstruction work is
needed to have tuis road trafficable again.

15. The section from YALIS to PAWARI, although steep in
piaces, can easilv be cleared and a road put through ss the pevple
are quite Xeen and thereforc there stowi be plemiy of availadls and

willing labour.

16. <he section from YALIS to LUMIS ls, however, mr~-
difficult because of the rugged terrain rxd therefore my .cempt at
building a road should only be made after a proper survey of the
route nad deen carried out.

17. The only bridges of any significane~ which the patrol
crossec, were the two over the Iai River. These sre of tush
materials and are usually washed away wheaever the river floods. e
iack 2f suitable tirber in the surrounding srea has pgrevonted the
erection ¢ permanent Lridges.
