A Bit of La Jolla

LOCATION
L A JOLLA is a residence suburb and seaside re-

sort with a population of about 1500, which is
usually doubled during the summer and winter
seasons. It lies nestled on the shores of the
Pacific Ocean, fifteen miles distant and in a nartherly
direction from San Diego.

It is reached by rail over the Los Angeles and San
Diego Beach Railway, with Gasoline Motor Car and
Steam Train equipment, also over a magnificent boule-
vard, comprising a part of the Great Pacific Highway.
Both routes parallel each other and pass through “Old
Town” in which is located “Ramona’s Home”, the
oldest palm, and many other objects of historical in-
terest; thence following the shores of False or Mission
Bay, through Pacific Beach, and finally along the
broken and rocky shore line of the Pacific Ocean, with
its ever-foaming and seething breakers, vast kelp beds,
and limitless expanse of blue. This delightful ride or
drive of forty minutes brings the visitor to La Jolla.

DESCRIPTION
L A JOLLA is a bit of sea coast of many moods

and manners; sometimes sparkling, crisp, buoy-
ant; again morose, despondent, troubled; at in-
tervals, angry, tumultuous, defiant, but the dom-
inant mood is soothing, comforting and restful. It
speaks to every man individually and not to the masses.
It has a magnetic charm and personality, and once
under the spell, it grips our lives and thoughts ever
afterwards.

There are beaches and beaches, most of them long,
monotonous, expressionless stretches of sand. They
smile the same languorous smile year in and year out.
How different with this, the “Jewel of the Sea.”

At La Jolla, the sea line is semi-circular. For some
distance approaching from the south, rocky shoals pro-
ject into the ocean, which at low tide expose many
treasures of the sea, and wonderful sub-marine gardens.

At intervals among the tumbled rocks are scores of

sand-padded, secluded and sheltered nooks and coves,
where bathers may indulge in Neptunal frolics; where
the weary may rest and meditate in solitude, and the
dreamer may dream undisturbed.

After rounding the jutting rocks on the northern ex-
treme of the curve, and passing the bathing cove, won-
derfully carved cliffs extend for some distance, perfor-
ated with caves, rich in architectural design, beauty
and strangeness. Gradually this sea wall becomes at-
tenuated, and finally a half mile beyond La Jolla, lies
low in a long sweep of silvery sand, and again rising
splendidly, continues in a series of exquisitely colored
cliffs, alternating with stretches of low lands, far on to
the vanishing point.

The surface slopes gently from the shore to the base
of Mount Soledad, which rises majestically more than
800 feet above the sea's level. Its sides indented with
beautiful canyons and ravines, all carpeted with a
luxuriant and vari-colored undergrowth.

From the summit of its dome, which frowned down
upon the Friars of old, when wending their way north-

ward to found a new civilization, can be visualized a
panorama of land and sea, which for its wondrous mag-
nificence cannot be surpassed on the entire Pacific
Coast. Under favorable atmospheric conditions, the
Channel Islands of Santa Catalina and San Clemente
can be seen to the northward, the snow-clad peaks of
the San Bernardino range are silhouetted against the
sky. The ragged-topped San Jacintos, the Cuya-
maca, San Miguel, and far to the southward in Lower
California, the peaks and pinnacles of Mexico's moun-
tain offerings may be viewed.

A glimpse of San Diego's Bay of Naples; Point
Loma crowned with its beautiful verdure and the
sparkling dome-shaped coverings of the National
Theosophical Institute are outlined; beyond, thirty
miles distant in the Pacific Ocean lie the Coronado
Islands; all these, with False Bay mirrored in the fore-
ground, furnish a picture that can never be effaced
from the memory.

The foregoing but meagerly expresses and describes
the beautiful spot to which we invite you, for like the
brush which so frequently fails to respond in the hands
of the artist, so in this instance, the pen of the writer
is inadequate.

stowal of superficial charms, both in La Jolla
and its environments, her generosity has been
incomparably greater in the endowment of a
climate, conceded by meteorologists and scientists to
be the most balmy in the world. It is a few degrees
cooler than San Diego in the summer and a trifle
warmer in the winter.

This is one of the favored spots of the
earth, and people will come to you from all quarters, to
live in your genial and healthful climate, a climate that
has no equal.”

There is no undertow
whatever, and the sea is usually calm, although break-
ers occasionally intrude, furnishing exciting sport for
the skillful and venturesome swimmer.

FISHING AND BOATING

HE fishing banks off the coast of La Jolla, fur-
T nish a great variety of the fish most prized by
anglers, unexcelled by any fishing ground along

the Southern California coast. During the sum-
mer months, Barracuda, Bass, Yellowtail, Jewfish, Al-
bacore and Mackerel are plentiful. In the autumn and
winter, White Fish, Rock Cod, Sculpin, Sheep's-head
and Gray Crouper abound. The surf fishing includes
Scarbina, Croaker, Yellowfin and Perch. All kinds of
boats, including power boats, as well as all necessary
tackle and equipment, can be procured at reasonable
prices.

Whales, Porpoises and Seals are frequently seen in
these waters, disporting themselves at close range.

Lobsters, Abalones, Mussels and other sea foods are
plentiful along the rocky shoals projecting into the sea.
Vast beds of kelp, 350 yards from shore, extend for
miles along the coast.

GOLFING AND TENNIS

HE La Jolla Golf Club maintains a nine-hole
course throughout the entire year. It is located
in the immediate outskirts of the city. The en-

tire course is within sight of the ocean, and it is
not an infrequent occurrence to have a visiting player
mount a teeing stand, and momentarily forgetting the
game, remain spell-bound gazing at the beautiful vista
spread before him. The course parallels the northerly
slope of Mount Soledad, and extends over gently un-
dulating ground. It possesses numbers of natural haz-
ards, affording skillful players ample opportunity to
demonstrate their prowess.

During summer or winter, there is rarely a day that
one cannot indulge this most exhilarating pastime, and
under ideal and perfect weather conditions.

Frequent tournaments are held.

A double Tennis Court, under the management of
the La Jolla Athletic Association, is open to visiting
and regular members all the year round.

The courts are perfect in their appointments.

BOULEVARDS AND MOTORING

AN DIEGO County has expended a million and
a quarter dollars in a system of highways and
boulevards covering every part of and nearly

every prominent resort in the county. La Jolla

being on the main State Highway, is connected with
this great chain of boulevards.

One can motor to Tia Juana, Mexico, and return in
a day, passing through Coronado, National City and
Chula Vista. Another beautiful day’s drive can be
made through Miramar, to Lakeside for luncheon, and
return through El Cajon, La Mesa and Lemon Grove,
the citrus fruit growing districts, where the scent of
orange and lemon blossoms is ever-present. Oceanside
and Escondido where grapes, berries and the deciduous
fruits thrive best are most interesting and picturesque
drives.

CHURCHES
! T present La Jolla has four churches of the fol-

lowing denominations—Congregational, Episco-
pal, Presbyterian and Roman Catholic, each pre-
sided over by resident ministers of a high order
of ability.

SCHOOLS

The facilities for educating the young are ample, La
Jolla possessing a graded public school with three
teachers; also an out-of-door school for the three low-
est grades. A private Kindergarten is also maintained,
while here is located the magnificent Bishop’s School
for girls, one of the finest and most complete in the
west.

PUBLIC LIBRARY

A Public Library and reading room is kept open at
all times. Religious, Philosophical, Scientific and
Technical works may be found upon its shelves, as
well as the best modern fiction extant. All of the lead-
ing magazines, many books of reference and numbers

of the daily papers are also to be found in the reading
room.
LA JOLLA ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION

The progressive young men of La Jolla have or-
ganized and maintain an athletic association, for the
purpose of fostering and encouraging all out-of-door
sports, as well as the indoor games and pleasures, such
as basketball, baseball, tennis, etc., and many delight-
ful dances are given under their auspices.

BISHOP'S SCHOOL.

“The Bishop’s School upon the Scripps’ Foundation”
was established under the direction of the Episcopal
church to provide a thorough education for girls from
the beginning of their school career until they have
completed their secondary training. The school at La
Jolla is intended as a boarding school, although day
pupils are also taken. The teachers are specialists in
their own particular subjects and are not only grad-
uates of colleges of recognized standing, but are also

women of large experience. The school is accredited
by the colleges of the east and west and a girl is con-
sequently prepared especially for the institution where
she intends to pursue a higher education.

There are three courses of study that lead to a di-
ploma. One is the College Preparatory course which
provides for four years of work. Another is what is
termed as the English course, which takes a girl one
year beyond the College Preparatory course. Its ob-
ject is to give a broader culture for girls not intending
to enter college. The third course is intended for girls
who are preparing for a special musical education
abroad. The teachers of this department are pupils of
Gortatowski and the work of the department begins
when the fundamental subjects have been completed
and continues for five years.

La Jolla has been chosen for the boarding school
because of its wonderful climatic conditions and be-
cause the town is sufficiently removed from the distrac-
tions of city life. The location of the buildings facing
the broad Pacific is a constant charm and inspiration
and the wisdom of the choice has long ago been proven.

The schools are conducted under the supervision of
the Reverend and Mrs. Charles E. Bentham, Rector
and Principal respectively, and any normal girl of un-
questioned standing is welcomed as a pupil.

SCRIPPS INSTITUTE FOR BIOLOGICAL
RESEARCH

This Institution is located about two miles north-
east of La Jolla. Its present buildings consist of a
large re-inforced concrete laboratory, and salt water
tank and tower. A steel pier, 1200 feet long, will short-
ly be constructed, and also a seawall to prevent the
erosion of the cliffs. As soon as these are completed
and transportation facilities perfected, a large aqua-
rium will be opened, and public lectures delivered.

The present site was selected owing to its many ad-
vantages, viz., perfect climatic conditions, and collect-
ing grounds consisting of rocky shores, mud flats, kelp
beds, tide pools, etc., and last but not least, the neces-
sary financial support, which has largely been fur-
nished by Miss Ellen B. Scripps and Mr. E. W. Scripps.

The latest report of the Scientific Director, Prof.
Wm. E. Ritter, is attracting world wide attention, hav-
ing been recently reviewed in the Berlin and Paris
Journals. Scientists from abroad and from eastern
colleges have also visited this Institution.
