50.000 PEOPLE HAVE LEFT. The braeeros do not make enougk money to 
be customers. The braceros hav~ no tamilies aer~, soot course taeir 
families are not customers. 

From 1952-1-960, m~ruy businesses have had to close. The towns ot 
Holtville and Calipatria are ruined. SINCE MARCH 1960 1 45 BUSINESS 
PLACES HAVE CLOSED IN IMPERIAL VALLEY. 

The merchants and businessmen who. remain, are aaving poor busiaesa. 

Property values in the towna are falling beoause there is no 
dema.nld for h:;aues or stores.

CLOTHES, CHILDREN'S CLOTHES, ETC. You name it and the braoero oaa 
not buy it. 

MOST LITTLE FARMERS DO THEIR OWN WORK? ! ! I J AT THE MOST• THE 
LITTLE FARMER MIGHT USE ONE BRAOERO. HOWEVER, THE BIG CORPORATION'
