The Co111pany1s Rota11ical Gardens and Nur­
sery, on Third street and D avenue; also 
Miss Sessions' and Blaisdell's Nurst"ries, 
Third street and B avenue, are very fine

A run over the Natioua1 Citv and Otav Line 
to the great Sweetwater Dim, by Na'tional 
City, Chula Vista aud Para d ise Yallcy, is 
very picturesque and beautiful. 

A trip 011 the \.lotor l,ine around the nay to 
San Diego, and return by the street car and 
ferry system is an interestiug t:xcursiou. 

l,a Jolla Park has charming scenery and· is 
noted for its wierd ca ves , variety of beauti­
ful shells and pretty mossts. By carriage . 

The Ostrich Farm, corner of Tenth street 
and B avenue. Manv ostriches and Austra­
lian emus: odd and illtere!-ting to look at. 

Golf is a special feature of the out-door 
atnusetnents. The Links and Club House 
are near the Hotel.

or the new lighl-lionsei recently built, can be 
reached by carriage or by small boat to Ballast 
Point; thence the walking is easy. ·

Length of the Bay, 15 miles, It was disco,•ered 
by a Portuguese navigator, Juan Roderignt'S 
Cabrillo, in 15~2.

The Old Town; the Presidio; remains of Fort 
Stockton; the venerable Palms. being over I 12 
years old; the ruins of the Old i\1ission Church, 
established 1769 by Padre Junipero, 

El Cajon Valley, with its. wonderful production~, 
presents ample scope for stn<ly and adtniration. 
Trains go here daily fro1u San Diego. The 
Lakeside is au excellent hotel. 

The manage111ent wi11 be pJeased to send a guide 
with g-nests who dfsire to be shown through 
the buildings, including the kitchen, bakuy 
and cold storages. 

Hunting-This county is the Paradise of sports­
men. Abundance of Quail, Curlew, Plovers 
and Geese. Deer can be found in the tnount­
ains. 

An excursion to the Coronaclo Islands, which 
belong to Mexico, can be enjoyed either in a 
yacht or by a small steamer, 

Play-grounds for Children-Unlimited scope on 
the sandy beach, besides acre~ of ground close 
to the hotel for children's use. 

A trip by the motor to Tia Juana in our sister 
Republic of Mexico is rather a pleasant change, 

The Boat House, where row and sail boats, also 
steam vachts1 can be had at any hour. 

On visiting San Diego from Coronado, take the 
electric cars, which leave the hotel every 2 0 
minutes, then the ferry across the bay. where 
electric cars take one up D and H streets, all of 
which transfer you to any part of the city.

The Santa Fe R, R. Depot, at foot of D street. is 
reached by electric cars and fP.rry. 'frains go 
to and con1e from Los Angeles twice daily, to 
and from the Bast daily. 

The Chan1ber of Commerce rooms, corner Fourth 
and C- streets, San Diego, where thei·e is a fine 
display of the products of the con my. 

Be sure and drink plenty of Coronado Water. It 
is excellent for the kidneys and is a fine tonic.

Available anchorage in San Diego harbor is six 
square miles. It is completely land-locked,
