while crossing the valley to talk to the assembled locals
re our patrol meeting the KOPIAGO Patrol, the bridge over

the Strickland River etc. Rested at 1200 hours and then
climbed RUMBAY Mountain, crest 6,650 feet and descended
into the {MIN valle§ in which the Patrol Post is

established,arrived station at 1445 hours.




August Sth. Rejoined Mr. Hicks at the Miscion camp in the Tekin vallay.
Time on track three hours - a considerable improvement due
to work car:'ed out on the track by the local people under Mr. Hick's

guidance.

August 6th. Patrol party moved on to the DIVANMIN area. Time on track
2 % hours. About half this through cleared tracks.

This area is under the leadership of SININOK and on arrival at his

set:lement found a small cook house and police barracks constructed for

the patrol's use. Commenced cen.us at 1500 hours. Two hundred and ten

names were recorded, a congiderable increase on the initial census

taken two years before. A talk was given to the people on Administration

aims and policies.

Angust 7th. Census resumed and another 135 names taken. Duriag
the day work was also supervised on tracks near the

camp. A pig was brought in for purchase in the eveninj.

August 8th. Departed for the TOMIANMIN group under the leadership

of KASIM. Approximately 145 names taken here. Kasim was
comzended by the patrol on haviug the track cut through his area, A
general talk was given and KASIM replied that he would have a rest house
built here inthe near future. The patrol party then moved onto the
KUSANAP area and camped. En route passed groups of ARANIMIN people
cutting and clearing the track.

August 9th. Broke camp at 0SJ0 hours. Proceeded slowly along the
track towards the Pgtrol Post. Along the way passed many
groups at work on the road and in several instances better possible

road sites were pointed out. Arrived back at the station at 1430 hours.

On return to the station was very pleased to find that eight WIGMEN from
the Western Highlands had come into the Pgtrol Post to work. These
Wigmen had been contacted during our stay in their area and is their
first visit to an Administration Post. They have not visited LAKE
KOPIAGO as yet. The Wigmen had arrived earlier in the week and had
created quite a sensation amongst our local people - specially their

method of singing while working and carrying loads.

River the same friendly attitude was noted. One pleasing result
of visit to the Strickland is the avrival of the eight Wigmen
from the Western Highlands side of the Strickland to work at
OksapminsAccording to th people they had not had contact with

any other patrol prior to ocur arrival.

Another pleasing result of the patrol is the good
work being carried out all along the TEKIN Valley on road clearance.
To my mind this a most pleasing feature as it considerably
eases the lot of the field staff in this area, Previously it was
a nightmare to patrol, the na*ive foot pads being very bezzy and
often merely tunnels through groves of pitwpit.

SININOK , a local headman in the NIVANMIN avea,
and the most pro- administration man in t1e area, had ereccted a small
cook house and police barracks for thé use of the patiod., He daformed

us that he plane to tuild a rest house before our next visit.

KASII , his neighbour 1d countarpart and the TOMIANMIN area,was also

commended on his good work in t area on road clearance etc, He also

stated that he would see that a rest house was built in his area.

The amount of land alienated in the area does not
give any cause for concern - being the patrol post land only,
It is the intention of the BAPTIST Mission to apply for a Mission
Lease of five acres and a further 5~10 acres for a sirip site
in the near future, It is thought that the alienation of this land
will in no way inconvenience the people but will Prove a boon to
them to have in the long run,

While in the Tekin Valley v the loecal people expressed
“heir keen desire that the Baptist Mission settle amengst them,
The Mission party are still in the area 1nv.ltiglt1ng possible sites.

Roads.

As mentioned earlier , road work, previously nea-existent,
has been comnenced. The work so far carried out has reduced some of
the walking times by nearly fifty percent. It is hoped that in the
future some of these roads will be daproved to motor bike standard,

It is not anticipated that a lot of work will be involved, specially
in the TEKIN Valley. The divide between the TEKIN and the TERANMIN
Valley may Prove more difficult,

Agriculture in the area consists of subsistence gardaning,
a little extra being produced for sale to the Ad
products are kau-kau, followed by a little taro, pitpit,banana and
a local pumkin, European boans » pumkins, tematoes and lettuce have
been introduvced to the local people o« A few of the above have been
grown and purchased by the writer at the station, it is hoped that
more will be grown by the local people as the times improve,
Most European vegetables have been grewn at the post and have proved
Successful. Market gardening gould prove to be a casa venture for
the people later on.Markets being in Wewak and supplies being backloaded
on aircraft fron OKSAPMIN,

The only form of livestock in the area are pigs. These
are a valuable commodity but not very plentiful, A few fowls havg been
brought into the area by the station police but to date none of these

have found their way into the local folke'backyards,

HEALTH,
The people generally appear to enjoy a good tandard of

health,A few minor Sores were sighted ang treated and only one T,U,
was ncted, A N.M.0, 45 stationea at the rFatrol Post but his main
duties lie in treatment of the station staff and labour line,




Census.

Census revision was carried out by Mr, Hicks C.P.0.
It was pleasing to note the turn up he had at all places. Although
¢ensus revision has not been completed , many hundreds of new names
have been reccrded. Mr. icks will subait a separate report waen
the censue revision has been completed.,

Conclusion,

The patrol has been carried out in pleces as it has
been conspantly necessary to return to the station to open the
strip to bring in airerafi for supplies , mail eteo,

Supplies have been continually short and thus prevented
any vektwres furt..r afield,

Mr. Hicks has carried out his duties efficiently
and in view of the local peoples' co-operation in the past few weeks
of this patrol I would like to sugzest that he be allowed to

En route
passed through BETIANAP , WAUWUAP , and TOBAI-AP
groups.All groups were friendly to the patrol and
families gathered in garden clearings to wave to the
patrol parties. Quantities of fresh foods were brought
to the patrol for purchase. Watch posted during the

night.

NATIVE SITUATION.

The Native situation of the area patrolled is
undoubtedly a good one, I have discussed the matter of the
KUSARMINS with Mr. Hicks and am now satisfied that there is no
need for undue concern over these people, and their attitude is
more one c¢f apathy and laziness than any form of resentment
towards us, However, I will ask Mr, Marks to keep an eye on
these people and for himself to pay a visit to this group in the
near future.

CENSUS.

I am very satisfied with the Census, For all
practical eXtentd and purposes it could be regarded as an initial
census, and I have no objecticn in thies case to tie fact that
some groups had to travel up to half-an-hour for the Census,

The patrol was feeling its way and in many cases did not% know
the group names and living areas. The next patrol to this area
will of course wiil camp in and census each group within that
group's area at a place central to the majority of the people.

This census together with the map submitted by
Mr, Hicks will be of great assistance to the next officer who
should be able to obtain & hundred percent roll-up.

As Tegards the villagc register, I personally
congider that there skould be two names only isor village
population register, tax/census sheet, and village directory
ourposes, these being TERANMIN and SA!IAPTIANMIH, and not a lis%
of names as in the appendix to the report, some of which probably
contain no more than one or two familles, and whose placé and
name of settlement could probably change every few years.

The 1ist of names in the appendix is I believe useful
for the officers at Oksapmin, but not for village directory,
village register etcetera purposes.

3, NATIVE SITUATION.

Post,

An area of 205 acres for the station site was purchased
by the Administration for a total of £456 in cash and trade
goods, Th: land was purchased in a proper mamier with the
normal opportunities of this Department to assist the Iends
Department valuers with price recommendations.

On or about Sth.December, 1962, commence to
census the Teranmin Valley which consists of Teranmin
hamlets and scaitered garden houses of the Semeptamin
group. Give the peoples ample time to prepare themselves
for this census. Ofcourse,the approximate date for
departure on patrol is governed by Station duties and
aircraft movement.

The Teranmin Valley groups tend to be
excessive w-1derers, and persist in prolonged visits to
the Tekin, Jaugutiamin and Om River valleys. A complete
register of nemes is anticipated from this census.

At this stage of administration, a visit
to each individual hamlet in the Valley would be
beneficial. Grouping the people at allocated points would
tend to undermine the required censue efficiency.
Intimate contact is a necessity ~ instil confidence into
the inhabitants by explaining Administration present
and future policy for this area.

Visit the Kusammin group in the Tekin Val].eK
and help supervise in the construction of road agplicab e
to the F(usamnin area. This road in question running the
length of the Tekin Valley has distinct possibilities
for motor-cycle traffie. Other groups have progressed
well in constructing their particmlar section of road;
and the Kusanmins, who previously lacked incentive, are
now seeking advice and equipment. This change in a{titude
is welcomed. Shovels will be forwarded to the Kusanmins
from the Duanmin group early next week. I will arrange
this when I pass through Duanmin en route to the Bakmin
area,

To stabilize keenness, I suggest you remain

1 the Kusenmine at intervals of two to three days.




It will be necessary for you to return to the
Station to maintain radio contact with Telefomin
and Wewak, and ensure Station building and
airstrip construction does not lag. However, this
time element ge*‘taining to Kusanmin visits will be
left to your discretion.

I intend returning to the Station
about 24th. December, I962, At no stafe will T be
more than two days walk from the Station. If the
A5I0 portable is unavailable, then contact will be
regulated through runners.

DITRODUCTION.

This petrol was the firet to enter the southera Oksapmin
Census Division groups from the Oksapmin Patrol Post. During this
patrol it was possible to remain in each tridbal area from two to
three days, and consequently, consolidation of previous
AMministretion influence was intensified. Patrols from Telsfomin
had alwsys been hindered in this aspect of field work; due
nainly to distance end 2 peremnial shortage of food throughout
the Census Division, However, topographic and anthropological
data correlated from previous pstrols proved generslly scourate,
end was of imnensc acgistance to this patrol. Comtrasting i
approximately nine days walk from Telefomin to reach thess growps
= @ patrol from Oksapmin Patrel Post is capsble of reaching my
area mentioned in this report within dh-we two days: A brief
synopsie of previous Native Affairs patrols 15 as follows:

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INTRODUCTION ( cont'd )e It was decided to take initisl
census ¢f all groups; end although principally the patrol
engsged in consolidation and familiarisation, the census proved
satisfactory. Naturally, timidness and wariness nrevented a
complete register of nemes, but by remaining in group areas for
several days and explaining Administration policy precisely,
future patrols should observe an increase in census attendanced

Typical of the entire Oksapmin Census Division,
there is no village system of groupage. Small gearden
settlements are scattered for miles within respective
territorial boundaries, snd adherence to smthority is not vested
in one particular headmsn or lineage.

NATIVE mm.'

The native situation is normsl under the
circumstances. It 13 hard to gauge their attitude towards the
Government, for at times the groups proved co~operstive and
friendly, and on occasions were reticentesd snd wnentmsimstic
I had many informal discussions with elders in most groups.
They tolerate the appearance of Govermment influence
benignsntly, but still bear the trait of warriors; snd all
aging men were seen to be carrying axes and bows., C
weapons is second nature to all males in the Telefomin Sub-
district.

The urge to fight and the fear of reprisal exists
still within the verious groups. Admittedly, the people have
shown friendliness qnd no untoward hostility towards Government
patrols; but during travel into foreign territery, and even
within neighbouring allied tribal areas, the people wender in
small parties and always an abundance of weapons is carried.
Tribal fighting has ceased, presumably, but in the BIMIN area
new vests of plaited cane "armour' were observed. The BIMINS
and KUSKUSMINS clashed in August, 1956, and sinece this date,
no resumption of enmity between the two groups has been reported.
I feel skirmishes still occur - there were too mumerous arrow
wound scars, and ‘armour' weaving is a tedious task for a ohce
notoriously bellicostic people, The BIMIN assured the patrol
that they had sbdolved all previous emmities, particularly
with the KUSKUSMIN, and were now ksen to assist the Goverrment
in extension work on the airstrip. Similarly,the groups in the

promised immediate assistance with labour and native foods,
To date, despite repeated requests for labour, 4h-ewe there
has veen a negative response from these particular areas.
Fourteen BIMINS arrived in at the Post after the patrel had
left their area. This was most encouraging - but they remained
only two weeks, then vanished into the night. It was learnt
that the BIMINS had becoms frightened of eiledged alleged .
sorcery intentions sgainst them by some TEKIN VALLEY natives,
As in other parts of this Sub-district the fear of sorcery
( ‘seveor sanggums' ) is rife, mnd most inter-tribal conflict
stems from this form of maldgnency.

The GAUGUTIANMIN and GAUTUGANMUIN groups inhsbit
a valley just two hours south frem Oksapmin Patrol Post. In

langthy conversations with the people regerding their attitude
toward Government influence, and any grievances pertaining
‘hereto. They unsnimously ejaculated their friendliness for
the Government; but their gardens were few, and all availsble

work force was preparing new gardens. This ostensible excuse =

was accepted, although scant men were seen working new gardens
and this preparation of new garden sites has now entered its |
ninth monthe

These people of the three valley systems are

culturally backward as compared to other groups closer to

the confines of Telefomin., At this early stage, exerted preseun
pressure on groups to mend their ways and ‘smarten up a little’
would prove dsmaging to Administration prestige and future
consolidation. The BIMINS end KUSKUSMINS have accopted us

in terms of friendship, but confidence snd assistance can
only be achieved by patience and reguler visits into their ;
areas,

This innate lethargy seems to transpire only
within the Oksapmin Census Division. The HAKHAMIN { a
correction in diary spelling - KAKAMIN ) clams, who inhsbit !
an area close to the STRICKLAND GORGE in the Western
Highlands Distriet, have on mumerous occasions sent men across
to work on the airstrip. Unfortunately, their movement is
restricted by the condition of the bridge at PUGALI,
Recently, no HAXHAMTNS have visited the Post, as last December
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NATIVE AFFATIRS ( cont’d ): the bridge collapsed end several
men were stranded at KUANMIN, The volatility and aptitude of
this typieal Central Highlands native boars striking contrast
to his Oksapmin neighbours. Towards the west of the Jksapmin
Census Divigion are the FERAMINS and ELIPTAMINS, themselves
more vigorous end enterprising than Oksapmin groups. It seems
strange that there is such a diversion in culture and sptitude,
for there are mmerous instances of inter-marrisge between the
BAK RIVER groups snd the FERAMINS, and all are apparent
descendsnts from the legendary UANKU ( Telefomins refer to her
as APEX ), However, this peculiar trensition zone remains md
would prove interesting amthropological data.

Merriage is exogsmous - dominsmtly s=trilocal
but many cases of matrilocsl marrisge exists, particularly.
between the DABUIMIN-KUSKUSMIN and BIMIN-KASANMIN factions.
If the lineage of the wife hus extensive gardemns, then the
husband is invited to live with his inlawe and help tend
gardens and assist in other memusl verk. His acceptsmece mesns
usufructary garden rights and event:zl patrilineal inheritmmce.
The BAK RIVER groups claim close Fimship ties with the
sub=clans inhabiting the TEKIN VALLEY ( refered to gemerally
as the ' Okeapmin ' ). Both areas engage in dedné jJoint humting
expeditions snd thetw gardens are frequently interspersed.
Vieits tend to last months, and on a recent cemsus patrol of
the TEKIN VALLEY, it was diffieult extracting the BAK RIVER
visitors, as they seemed to have merged into the TEKIN societies.
Therefore, it can be naturally swmissble that the KWEPTANMIN,
MENMARKMING BAKANMIN, DABUIMGN snd YENDANMIN groups originally
inhabited the TEXIN VALLEY, and crossed the range in small
femily groups to find new gavdening sreas; end betause the
s0il proved better fertility than the TEKIN VALLEY, they
eventually constructed and settled in scattered garden
commmities. Cwriously, the BAK RIVER people have never heard
of UANKU and profess they are ignorant of any sncestral being
as such.

Messers Neville and Brown , in their respective
patrol - ports, accurately describe the style of housing and
mode of dress. The custom of placing the dead on raised
trianguler platforms extends throughout all areas visited by
this patrol,

Natlve foods were bartered for with salt, matches
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and cowrie shells, the latter proving popular with young
girld. Deads, bangles, mirrors and face paint are not sought
afters The people proved shrewd traders. Invariably, full bags
were not offered for sale ~ their cont'mts were divided emong
respective family members snd sold piecemeal.

ROADS and BRIDOES.

When the present road being constructed through ths
TEKIN VALLEY is completed, and finally links the BAE RIVER
VALLEY per the BAK GAP, a voad will be commenced in.the BAK
RIVER VALLEY endesvowring to link all tribal groups. At present
the tracks throughout the valley are clearly defined snd well
clesred ( exeept ofcourse my guide's little bungle on the old
track from DABULMIN to the GAUGUTIANMIN ! ) The gently
undulating taxrain is broken by secondary bush, csne grasses
and casuarina groves. There is little demse forest to hinder
road construction, Whilst in their area, the EKWEPTANMINS
Approached me and asked that the Govermnment build am airstrip
between KWEPTARMIN end BAKANMIN, Although wot investigated for
detail, their proposed site bore posaidilities, The native
pads across the BIMIN RANGE and throughout the BIMIN -
KUSKUSMIN areas were difficult to negotiate - some sections
had been cleared for the patrel and this was acimowledged.
Most tracks leading into all camp-sites on this patrol had been
widened and cleared - extension in this work will develop with
each succecding patrol into the arsas.

Since the patrol's retwrn, the HAKHAMIN snd
ECAYMIN groups in the STRICKLAND GORGE hsve reconstructed
the bridge at PUGALI, Sufficient canes had been left at the
bridge site for them, and ingtructions also on improvements
necessary for the new bridge. (nee mors a nscessary liak
has been re-established between the twe Districtyrsnd is
particulerly useful for a LAXE KOPIAGO-ONS&PMIN link,

CENSUS end POPULATION,

The initial census of these three valley
systems proved satisfactory. Many peopled nsmes were recorded
without them being actually seen. However, there is no reason
to suspect that such names are non-suthentic, There are
extensive BIMIN gardens along the DIAP RIVER and these were
not visited , nor censused,on this patrel. It is plammed to

The patrol proved satisfactory from the census
viewpoint ~ health in the areas is good - an effort had been
made to clear sections of track - and rough shelters were
erected for the patrol at all camp-sites. The people were
receptive, and no hostility shown. However, few BIMINS and
KUSKUSMINS have visited the Petrol Post since its establishment.
The other groups have sent only a smattering of representation.
Rumours have filtered through that the Covermnment has only
incremsed the burden of existence. ° lore food has to be greowm, |
and men sent ort to work - instead of remaining snd clearing
new 8ltes..icceesnoas sove?

These rumours were mentioned to the people and
queried on the besie that the Oksapmin Patrol Post was {
established only on vociferous request from the pecple themselves,
Retrospectively, assistance was naturally expected by the [
Government. We have not received this sceistemos since the t
£-4» first Cessna aircraft landed at Oksspmin, and the work 4
force disbanded satisfied their services wers no longer required.

FERAMINS, ELIPTAVINS and HAKHAMINS have visited
this Post end worked for periods of two to three mentha. They
have not been dissusded, dbut encoursged to help., However,
‘foreign’' groups working as such is certainly not good poliey,
but in this case it is a necessity.

Altogether sn interesting area demending
undevided attention. Patience and a more intimate contact may
loosen the thresds of lethargy. Somehow these pecple may have
lost confidence in us, and if so, perhsps a deeper
understanding of them 18 required., Hence, the native situation
is a challenge, and is thrown into the hands of future patrols
to manipulate astutely.

INTRODUCTION .

On 28th February, 1963, I received iastructions frou the
Assistant District Officer, Telefowin, to investigate reported
inter-tribal conflict and alledged murders in the OM/FU Rivers area.

The original report came from Constable Wasinck, a lowal
member of the Telefomin detachment, Wasinok was on leave at ABUNEAMIN,
in the ELIPTAMIN vailey, when he heard z2ccounts ¢f the fighting from
Mangatipnok, @ DURANMIN who is relatea to the ABUNKAMINS. Constable
Wasinok returned immediately with Mangatipnok who unshelved the
entire affair, and named all participants.

Theie were two raids on the SISIMIN people “y a combined
DURANMIN~MODUANMIN-SUARMIN~ ELIPTAMIN force. The Investigatlion
Report, appendiced to this patrol report , outlines more
specifically the ewents which occurred.

The relative groups in this area had previously not been
known by Telefomin officers; however, it was acknowledged that this
particular areaeasd east of the ELIPTAMIN valley was usdd extensively
by ELIPS for gardening and hunting requirements. Further investigation
reveals chat an affined relationship stems betweem l.neages in the
ABUNFAMIN/ASUMIAVIP groups and the DURAHNMINS,

Several DURANMINS have visited Telefomin, though not
identifying their exiscence to any officer, Retrouspectively, initial
contact was eimplified due to their intimate contact with the ELIPS.

A shortage of rations at Oksapmin prevented a lengthy
Gojourn into this area, and consequently we could not extend influence
into the SISIMIN territory.

The OM river proved difficult to negotiate - fortunately,
the river was low, for sudden, heavy rains would auickiy turn this
river into a raging, impassable torrent.

HATIVE AFFAIRS.

An interesting aspect of this patrol was the emergence
of more uncontacted groups extending into the ragged terrain north
of the OM river., For years it has been a contentious point whether
or not people inhabited :lie headwaters of tha FRIEDA and LEON/RD
SCEULTZE rivers, and the SCHATTEBURG MCUNTAIN foothills.

The SISIMINS, from questions asked the DURANMINS, are
divided into two main groups. One group inhabits the lower foothille
in the OM/KARU river junction area and extending generally eastward
to the OM/LAGAIP river junction - the other faction roam the
mountainous inland areas close to the SCAITEBURG MOUNTAINS. The
SISIMINS appear to be a group much larger than either the DURANMINS
or MODUANMINS. Unfortunately, precise {opographic and anthropological
data was difficult to collect due to language barriers,

I feel the greatest problem encountered on the patrol
was the inexperience of the OKSAPMINS as an efficient carrier line,
and their fear of the OM river. Unlike his TELEFOMIN counterpart,
the OKSAPMIN is physically handicapped to carrying loads for long
distances, The patrol commenced with cighty carriers - and one day's
walk from the OM, already twenty had decerted « including KASIM
( see P/R 3 of 62/63 Oksapmin ) who actuaily engineered this nass
anedusexit. Each carrier was given dosages of malaria preventatives
before leaving the Fost, ard all were in good health, ¥or years , the
OKSAPMIN native has avoided the low country along the OM river hecause
of the sickness ( malaria ) and death which often follow a visit.
Fortunately for this patrol, and future Administration in the OKSAPMIN
area, no deaths occurred - several suffered fevers, but were treated
effectively on the spot.

The climatic change is strikingly apparent as one emerges
from the steep ridges down into the humidity which engulfn *he OM

inter-tribal conflict must cease, and should a fight become
inevitable, mediation and help should be sought from either
Telefomin or Uksapmin., I was satisfied to gain the trust and
friendship of the DURANMING rather than to suppress them instantly
to law and authority, The two groups did not object to facing
chargas in TELEFOMIN, .hrowgh their contact with the ELIPTAMINS
they reaiized killing was not tolerated by the Government; however,
considering their area had been ignored for so long by Administration
officers, and tae murders were rightful ’'pay-backs' by custom,
they presumed the whole fracas a minor offence,

The BISIMIN tarritory is approximately 2-3 duys walk
from DURANMIN, Rations prevented a prolonged stay in the area, which
would have been necessary to have contacted the SISIMINE, whom the
DURASMINS wep had reported to have scattered in all directions.

I wae most jmpressed with the DURANMIN native.
Intelligent, sturdy and healthy looking types; they readily assisted
the patrol at all times, particularly wath food for the carriers.
They became most incensed that the MODUANMIN ashould take fright at
the firearms demonstration, and run off into the bush 'like dogs'.
Unhesitatingly, they offered zuides for the police to go acroes
and apprehend the MODUANMINS, During our stay at DURANMIN 1t seemed
most illogical to subject the accused to handenffs or
enclogures,

Broadly sveaking, the DURANMINS and MODUANMINS resemble
the ELIPTAMINS in attitude and mode of dress. Whereas often the
ELIPTAMIN wears his hair in massive cane plaits matted with clay,
the DURANMIN wears his hair in a bun at the top which is usually held
in place by a type of woven 'bilum', The bun is much loager than the
syuat, round bun common to the Bksapmin native. Penis gourds and
hooped cane have not been discarded for shorts and laplaps, as noticed
amongst many ELIPTAMING now. Strange to say, the imuodest covering
of the ALIPTAMIN woman is nei evident in the DURANMIN~MODUANMIN area.
The women wear a knee length skirt of flattened and worked water
grass. The skirt is much longer at the back, and both thighs ave
uncovereds

Our party laid a good foundation for future patrols,
in that we travelled slowly and peacefully through the area and
did not upset their normal activities to any great extent o
Unfortunately, twelve men were taken hack to TRl EFOMIN to face charges
of wilful murder..... . 1 thought at the time
we had gained these peoples' respect and friendship, regardless of
this. The effect of twelve youug men being taken from their ranks
can only be gaug by receptions given the next patrol into the area,

The patrol was accompanied by a native Medical
Orderly whose activities were chiefly confined to attention to
the m@nor cuts, abrasions and ill-esses of the patrol party. No
member of the patrol suffered major illness or accident srd progress
was not hindered at any time for health reasons. From our limited
observations the general health of the groups visited appears mood.
Several bad cases of tropical ulcer were truated. As far as could
be ascertained thers has been no major epidemic over the immediate
past years.

In the DURANMIN camp,ceveral cases of grille were
seen,along with other minor skin complaints commom to humid
and hot regions. It is possible that sick pecple % re hidden from
the patrol; but as a result of the good relations established
between the patrol and the people, it should not be diffiecult for
a later patrol fo take a more intensive look at the health position
without emcountering any suspicion or hostility.

Several carrviers hecame feverish over the last two
days on the return trek to Oksapmin, They were told te remain on
the station,to be treated,and held uander observation, They ignored
this request - roturned to their areas - went down with severe
attacka of malaria, and were on the brink od death when found by
polices They were nursed back to health after several weeks
treatment. Later patrols shculd note to hold all suspect malaria
cases after a trip through the OM areas, ‘or if a death does occuy
what little condidence they share in the Administration will be
completely shattered.

CONCLUSION.

I consider the aims of the patrol were achieveds I
was disappointed the SISIMIN could not be wisited, but mevertheless,
we now know of their existence and approximate locatiom. lLater

patrols must epend more time in this area - possibly use DURANMIN :
as a base camp for exploratory patrols north and north-east dnto i
the foothills of the SCHATTEBURG MOUNTAINS. Here,it could Le possible
to find pockets of population with direct trade routes with the
peoples of the middle LEONARD SCHULTZE amd copmunities.

Many years ago, FUATOR/MUNEI's father had been killed by
the SISIMINS, The two groups had been enemies fop years, and now that
FUATCK had reaghed nanhood it was suggested to him by his relatives
to avenge the death of his father. At this time, the wife of a
soduanmin VODUANMIN headman, AWOMO/SAST, died under strange
circumstances, and AWGNO accused the SISIMINS of working sorcery
on her.

AWOMO sought revenge, and immediately sent a message to the
DURANMINS, asking thea to help avenge the death of his wife. Although
neighboury, and of the one linguistic group ~ the MODUANMIN and
SISIMIN have cone’antly been at loggerheads.

The DURANMTNS willingly aceeptcd this information, and asked
MANGATIPNOE to go aecross to the AEUNZAMIN camp on the FU river and
seek amsistance . MANOATIFNOK returned with five ELIPTAM NS ( 4 from

GAMTAVIP and 4 from UTEMTIGIN ). The =LI MINS slept at DURANMIN,
a1d pext morping o accompanied by tem DURANKIN®, departed for
HODLANMIN, They arrived at XODU N on the afternoon of the second
dayy and were net by AWOMO, That esening , & 'sing-sing' developed,
merging into the early hours of morming, Aftey having rosted, the
party departed for the SISIMIN ares with an extra four MODUANMINS.
