The last exper:msnt of 

thi a type, which ~as J~intly reported by Fermi nnd ffiyse_f, nus 

published on August lst in t h e Physical Revie , and 1 ::mt enclosing 

a manuscript in place of a reprint which is not yet available. 

It appears to be difficult to obtain another beryllium block, and 

so we would very much like to keep yours if you do not actually 

need it. Should the letter of Gilson be a mere matter of routine, 

and if your department does not really need the block, we would 

very much like to purchase it from your department in eaee thie 

is feasible. On the other hand, at any time When you should want 

the block, please send me a. cable, and the block will then be 

sent by the next fast boat or by air mail, 

It appears that all those thin3s about Which we talked in 

1936 in connection with the possibility ot a nuclear chain reaction 

are now coming true, and we are working at present at high pressure.

I do not know exactly when the copy of your "Voice of 
the Dolphins" arrived, for I have been away, abroad, for a 
month and have only just returned •. I read the little book at 
one go, though I had seen ~arts of 2t before. It reminded me 
of Volt~ire's "Candide" which he wrote as a joke at the age of 
80 and is today the only of his writings still alive in the 
popular mind. Maybe that you will be remembered by these 
li~ht-hearted fancies long after ~our contributions t~ 
science will have joined the melting pot of anonymity. 
However that may be, I do hope that future editions will 
remind the reader that you indulged this playful mood while 
suffering from inoperable cancer. However important your 
political ideas may prove I think that your exam~le in facing 
your predicament may prove of even greater benefit to men. 

Your jollity is so genuine that I read you without any 
painful thoughts. Instead, I enjoyed throughout the authentic 
ring of your voice, the very gestures and mannerisms with 
which you woul~reduce your amusing sallies. In fact, the 
whole panorama of our past meetings was evoked, right back 
to our days in Dahlem. You have so vividly brought back your 
whole person to me that I feel I have for the first time 
taken true possession of it. 

A ~w weeks ago I had a letter from Eva Zeisel from 
which I gather that she sees you frequently. She thought 
that you are warmer and more human than you ever were oefore. 
Perha~s she is ri~ht. We do not normally express our feelings 
but llve them until the time comes to sum our lives spent 
with those we are going to leave behind. 

I suppose this is whi I am writing to you as I would 
have never done before. t is that I ~ealize that ~ life 
on which I now look back as not been r1ow2ng tnrougn tfie

world at large but was channelled and shaped by intimacy 
with a small group of people. It is odd. It has always 
puzzled me to hear that the Cambridge philosopher G.E. Moore 
regarded human relations as the supreme value in life. I 
suppose it simply means that our existence is largely 
composed of such relations. 

This reminds me that I just had a letter from James 
Franck (congratulating me on my 70th birthday) for it was 
Franck who first told me of the arrival in Berlin of a 
curious young man called Szilard; and thereby hangs a story 
which I want to verify with Franck before I pass it on to 
you. 

I wonder whether it is true that you are writing your 
autobiography. This story would fit i~nicely. 

So much for the moment. A few weeks ago, John had a 
daughter who is our first grandchild! so we propose to go 
to see them at the end of' August. trust you will be well 
enough to see me about ten days later. I shall try to find 
my way to you, whether you are in New York or in Washington 
at the time.
