On tha fifth of NoveMber ru~oura or ti hting near. 
RAWUNI reached thP, station, and it was decided to visit the 

area immediately. Mr. Grant had prepared a patrol to visit the 
PUBENI area, and this patrol, with the addi1:1on o! the writer and 
five more police, was redirected to ARA.WUN!. 

It was discovered that no actual fight had taken place, 
though the incident waa of a kind likely to r sult in violenc • 
Our informant had heard of the ori inal ar'-'1 ent nd abuse, and 
had assumed that fightin~ woul~ follow. 

An earlier disturbane~ at TOLO wa~ also investigated 
further, a3 mentior.ed in the report, and after ~our da - havin« 
satisfied myself that there wa no serious unrest and having in 
mtnd work to be done on the at tion - I returned to Koroba. 

Although the aren is far from settled yet, the de ree 
of in!luence and control in this e.rea, and the healthy respec~· 
which local people have for patrcls, indtcate An improving 
eituation and are very pleasing in an area of ebnrt contact. 

The first patrol ever to visit what ia now the Duna 
Sub-District wae an oil exploratiorl group in ~ 954, and four 
years ago Koroba "station° w&s only a few tents on a rid •· 

Road work is planned with the two fold purpose of 
bringing more people into easy contact and improving our supply 
route from Tari. Even with the aerodrome completed near Xoroba 
we will still depend to some extent on the DC3 atrip at Tari tor 
bulk supplif'ea. 

Working with local groups also offers a good opportunity 
for general administration and consol1d~tion, and allows officers 
to get to know the people better. 

It is honed that future "road patrols will have fewer 
interruptions anti that ~one twentv mi1~s o'f' road will be completed 
during 1960.

The Administration has now 
been accepted as the law iver and law enforcer and,wben­
ever ~ patrol is in the area,moet disputes and frequentl' 
necisions are referred to the ~ative Affairs officer for his 
arbitration or assent. This patrol it was particularly 
noticeable. Perhaps,se~ing the road route cleared and 
the road itself starting tv wi1d through their land helped 
them to realise more fully that,if once they had been slightly 
ioolated,this was no lon~er the case. 

Parlara and Tonda (refer appendix a) both of whom befor 
e had refused to obey a summons, came into the pat1 ol an ·r ve 
themselves up. 

Durin~ the ,nst y ar, requent patrols have been made 
to this area to prevent or suppress tribal fi~hting. 1his 
fact plus the commencewent of the road is res onsible for 
the improved s ate of affei s qere.

The road to ogorof'ua;wa which as pe-s ed to Tolo thia 
patrvl is intended to be the start of t he road to the North. 

At a later sta~e,this road could possibley cross the 
Tumbudu river A.Ild follow the Tumbudu river towarda Lake Kap-
iago and the Strickland J orge area. It now leavea Koroba 
and climbs the Tola ridge into the Mogorofugwa area proper. 

The turn off to Tolo rt . h . is only a branch from what 
will eventually become the main road to ~orthern Aread. 

A start has been made on t he Hiw& Falls bridge over 
t he ~ a ari river. At t his stage,it seems likely that 
a suspension brid~e (130-5 ft. between towera,overall length 
260-300 ft.) w!.11 be requi r ed he r e. Work has begun on 
building out jetties from botl sides of the river. 

It is intended to put the towers in re-inf orced con­
crete blocks and,dependin g on t he bearing qualities of the 
soil,it may be necessary to put t 1ese blocks ~'It on concrete 
or wooden piles.
