INTRODUCTION.

The purpose of this patrol was to acquaint myself with (a) Local
Government, and (b) the Special Purpose Authority operating within
the Buin, Bana and Siwai areas, and (c¢) liaise with Mr., Ray (Kiwi)
Blanchfield, Road Operations Manager, District Local Government
Office and the three Councils concerned with the Spscial Purpose
Authority.

The Bana, Buin and Siwai Councils are situated in the South Bougainville
Electorate, Buin, which is at the southern point of Bougainville,
adjoins Siwai which, in turn, meets with Bana. The Boku Patrol
Post is situated between the Bana and Siwai Councils. Koro is north
of Morotana Base Camp.

RECEPTION OF PATROL.

Whilst the patrol did not have contact in actual villages, contact
with the people of the areas visited occurred regularly at Council
Chambers and the road camp at Koro.

Throughout the patrol reception was good and the people spoke freely
about the road, council work, B.C.P. and things in general.

Numerous people enquired if the Special Purpose Authority would also
work on the feeder roads, thus enabling them easy access for their
produce, I informed the people that feeder roads were the concern
of the particular council in whose area they lay, and it was up to
the councils to allocate funds for such roads if they were available,
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The purpose of the Special Purpose Authority was the
Island Highway and as such was a priority, at a later
date when thoe councils had purchased all their machinery
and the Highway did not require it any longer, then the
councils may use it for secondary roads, but that would
be some time in the future,

COUNCILS.

The two Councils at which the patrol spent most of its
time were Bana and Siwai,

Both of these Councils have as their Adviser, Andrew Vinoko,
who although competent in his work, does not possess the
necessary enthusiasm, He has expressed his desire to
leave his present position, and judging by the amount of
backlog in his work, I can only gather that this deccision
was reached some time ago.

At the time of the patrol's first visit to these Councils,
both had not submitted a moiihly financial statement from
the end of June this year, Although not a happy state of
affairs, it did present the opportunity for me to imspect
figures for the past three months which was done with the
Adviser as well as the Clerk, thereby affording me more
experience than I would normally have gained had the books
for each Council been up to date.

I repeatedly impressed upon both the Clerks and the Adviser
the advantages of keeping bocks and records up to date, as
we observed numerous cases of entries either not having been
made or they were incorrect, thus making it extremely
difficult to balance the monthly statements for the councils.
The books and financial statements for both councils are
now up to date and balanced

The Councillors of both councils were, at the commencement
of this patrol, worried regarding the state of the three (3)
Isuzu trucks which had been donated by B.C.P. to the combined
councils, Breakdowns occurred frequently. some of a major
nature, mainly di.e to the fact that the trucks had long ago
had their day.

This aspect will be enlarged upon in a later paragraph,

Some of the Councillors did not fully understand the meaning
of the Special Purpose Authority, although all were in favour
of the road operations; The functions of the Steering
Committee were also fully explained to them at meetings held
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with Mr. D. C. Bretherton, and also at a meeting of the
Siwai Local Government Council whicl was attended by Mr.
N. McNamara, Mr. C., Liddle, Mr. D. C. Bretherton and
myself on the 25th October, 1972.

ROADS AND BRIDGES.

The Trans Island Highway concerning the three Councils
mentioned, runs from Buin to Panguna. Progress on the
road under the Special Purpose Authority was at first
hampered by the hreakdowns which occurred regularly in
the trucks donated by B.C.P. This, however, has now
been rectified by the replacement and major overhaul of
the three trucks which are now working full time on the
road,

Bad weather at times also hampered progress and a stretch
of the road at Koro, approximately 2 miles, was almost
impassible after heavy rains. However this section has
now received a considerable amount of work and is at present
passible under all weather conditionms.

The road, on the whoe, is quite good and a four wheel drive
vehicle should have little difficulty traversing it.

The only river that could cause difficulty between Koro and
Siwai would be the Pangara River which may rise considerably
after heavy rains, although the patrol crossed it on numerous
nccassions during and after moderately heavy rains, very little
difficulty was experienced.

Between Siwai and Buin, the Mibo River is presenting difficulties
as the river bed is of soft sand and therefore moving considerably
with the flow of the river. It is difficult to cross after
rains when the river has risen owing to the soft sand combined

with the fast flow of the water, vehicles are therefore likely
to become bogged.

B.C.P, INVOLVEMENT,

B.C.P. donated to the Councils of the Special Purpose Authority,
three Isuzu trucks which in their present state were totally
unsuitable for the work to be done, Numerous breakdowns
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occurred, one of which L »pened to a truck one hour after
delivery.

The Councillors were most unhappy with this state of affairs
and repeatedly made this known as they thought B.P.C. had

let them down after promising donations of serviceable trucks.
Meetings with B.C.P. at Panguna, between Mr. Blanchfield, Mr.
Bretherton and myself finally resulted in the Presidents and
Vice Presidents of the Councils holding a meeting with Mr.
Ken McKenzie and Mr. Ken Graham of B.C.P. at Panguna, it was
decided that B.C.P, would either replace or completely overhaul
the trucks to the satisfaction of the Councils concerned.

This has now been done and the trucks are now working full
time with no problems,

B.C.P., are also donating two D8 Bulldozers and one Front End
Loader to enable the Special Purpose Authority to get off to
a good start.

CONCLUSION.

As an introducticn to Local Government, the patrol was quite

successful. Bana and Siwai Local Government Councils are now
completely up to date with their books.

The experience and knowledge gained of Local Government Councils
was of great value, in addition to this the Special Purpose
Authority and the committee of the combined Councils are now
firmly established as are the road operations.

yearse It 1is one of the major projects of the Lieta Local Goverrment
Council and details can be seen in the body of the FPatrol Heport,

Geographically the airstrip is located in the Longara lip. 2 Census
bDivigion of the 5o .h Dougainville District. It is 2,000 feet in length
and 200 feet wide with an irregulsr surfacc,.

The initial stages have been - pleted but completion on half of
the airstrip is desperately urgent so as to provide Bougainville air
Services with enough space to land a small tractor to assist the work
progress,

o Wi A

The top layer of soil of the airstrip is soft and boggy and seems
unsuitable for the construction of an airstrip. The layout is very flat
except for a few bumps which will have to be levelled before the first
landing can be achieved,

DRAINAGE
The drainage system is the rost essential requirement for the

airstrip, Drains have been dug along the first 1,000 feet on which the

work is concentrated and the two drains branch ottt to reach the main

source of the stream which runs pr:ctically 300 feet awar from the

airstrip, Water which was noticed on some parts of the airstrip gradually

disappeared and the ground remained dry most of the time, The drains

are also planned to be dug on the other side of the 1,000 foot strip

as soon as the first are completed, It appears that the drainage

system 1s vitally important for the airstrip and drains should be dug

right along both sides to provide drainage as well as compression of

the top layer of soil,

Apparently ammxf only four villages are antributing labour for

the Aaggiave airstrip, The villages Isina, dakakania dapikave and
Keremona are the only exceptions who are not engaged in cargo cult
activities, Comparatively the minority of the populition of the fongara
No. 2 1s very attacned to the present ﬁglicies of the Government and

The averqgene
number working each day varies due to eithecr the pecple engaging in
their home duties or the distance they have to travel f rom their
villages to the airstrip, In this instance the people were not asked P
why they were absent on a certain day, This of course explains why
the progress is relatively slow but the alrstrip appears to have

improved since construction cormenced. §§

The two ward committee members are selected to supervise the
work throughout and they are Comnitteemen sanoko of Kapikave village
and Upe of Keremona village, They are guite good at supervising the
work and the workmen obey their directions for building up the airstrip,
At the time the two Administration officers were supervising the work,
Committeeman Une was not available so the writer is in no poxsition 3
to comment but the workmen say that he is a good character in encouraging .,
the grogrefa of the airstrip, Committeeman iganoko has two responsibilitic;
the bigges
made sure the officer was well provided with nlates of potatoes for
meals, Both committeemen are good and proved to be very competent &
work superviscrs and are quite able to work on their own if the admin
officer is not awgilable,

T AT -
Among the rest of the workuen, Bireung (a former Tultul) who has

established a new village called K adjacent to the airstrip, appeared

to be one of the best regular atten 8 for work. He has worke& for §

thieteen weeksz and the apmount oi money credited to him for payment was
far beyond that of any other worker.

However the question was vaised by the officers rsgarding the
shortage or money for the airstrip, and everyone volunteered Lo work
regardless of pay. They feel chat the airstrip is going to be a
tremendous help cnce it is in operation, The bLakakani and Isina people
queried the rates of pay for a day and suggested that 51,00 should be
the rate., This amount was not promised as it is not known whether
the Kieta Local Government Council will agrez, Generally everybody
volunteered to work on the airstrip for their own benofi{.

S

During the periond of supervision, apart from the councillors
uentioned above, the Councillor of Isina was the only one present and
he conversed wi%h off icers regarding matter; arising from the other
councillors who are engaged witii the cargo cult beliefs, Councillor
Rup uinu has strongly advised his people not to become envolved in
any cargo cult activities, He encouraged them to work at the airstrip
with Keremona, Laplkave and Bakakani people even though they are small
in number. Councillor Ivona was not available due to his thorough
engagement at Tavatava village., The councillor of Bakakani was not
seen at all and people advised he was one of the great followers of
the cargo cult, He in fact refused to let the peogle work at the airstrip
He has some council equipment in the village had has been told to

return them to the alrstrip,

SOUNCIL TOOLS

There are plenty of tools sent over by the Kieta Local Government
to help with the construction of the airstrip, There are some repairs
to be made such as r0£laoing nuts for wheéelbarrows and shnrg:zing the
saw., Othsrwise sverything is adequate for the work and the 1s
should be wedl looked after by Committeeman Kanoko,

CONCLUSION

Generally the work progress on the first 1,000 ft of the
@irstrip is progressing relatively well and it should be
completed not later than the end of the next year, The camber
should be buik as anticipated to suit the westher conditions
that usually occur in this area. The people are quite co-operative
and enthusiastic and the airstrip should be completed within two

Years from now,

MISCELLANEQUS

The regular news broadcasts from Radio Bougainville about
the progress of the area should provide a lot of encouragement
and help for the people., Despite this fact, the people felt that
they are so isolated from iieta town and the government of this
country has forgotten them completely.

Prior to the officers' arrival at the airstrip the people

had already commenced digging up the top layer of soil leaving
holes one foot deep, However the fault was reco§nised and the
area dug up was figled in again and levelled off with the marks

provided for the suitable construction of the airstrip.

He has worke& for
thieteen weeks and the amount of money credited to him for payment was
far beyond that of any other worker.

However the question was raised by the officers regarding the
shortage of money for the airstrip, and everyone volunteered to worik
regardless of pay. They feel that the airstrip is going to be a |
tremendous help once it is in operation. The Bakakani and Isina people e
queried the rates of pay for a day and suggested that $1.00 should be 3
the rate. This amount was not promised as it is not known whether . i 8
the Kieta Local Government Council will agree, Generally everybody B
volunteered to work on the airstrip for their own benefit, i

QOUNC ILLORS

During the period of supervision1 apart from the councillors &f

mentioned above, the Councillor of Islina was the only one present and
he conversed wi%h officers regarding matters arising from the other
councillors who are engaged with the cargo cult beliefs, Councillor
Rup uinu has strongly advised his people not to become ¢nvolved in
any cargo cult activities., He encouraged them to work at the airstrip
with Keremona, Kapikave and Bakakani people even though they are small
in number, Councillor Ivona was not available due to his thorough
engagement at Tavatava village., The councillor of Bakakani was not .
seen at all and people advised he was one of the great followers of %
the cargo cult. He in fact refused to let tae people work at the airstrip.

COUNCIL TOOLS

There are plenty of tools sent over by the Kieta Local Government ' |

to help with the construction of the airstrip, There are some repairs
to be made such as replacing nuts for wheelbarrows and sharpening the
saw. Otherwise sverything is adequate for the work and the tools
should be wedl looked after by Committeeman Kanoko,
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So far the Council has used $600 from the Rural Development
Fund to pay for the labour theo has been done on the airstrip.
All payments are recorded and copies of each payment made can
be found on the Payment Schedule Sheet indicated, wveryoneé nas
received enough cash and there should be no complaints raised
regerding payment,

CONCLUSION

Generally the work progress on the first 1,000 ft of the
airstrip is progressing relatively well and it should be
completed not later than the end of the next year., The camber
should be built as anticipated to suit the weather conditions
that usually occur in this area. The people are quite co-operative
and enthusiastic and the airstrip should be completed within two

years from now.

MISCELLANEOUS

The regular news broadcasts from Radio Bougainville about
the progress of the area should provide a lot of encouragement
and help for the people. Despite this fact, the people felt that
they are so isolated from Kieta town and the government of this
country has forgotten them completely.

Prior to the officers' arrival at the airstrip the people
had already commenced digging Uup the top layer of soil leaving
holes one foot deep. However the fault was reco§nised and the
area dug up was filled in again and levelled of with the marks
provided for the suitable construction of the airstrip.

For these past two weeks about fifty people were already working on
the road, mainly cutting grass, clearing thick secondary growth on
either sides of the road and also removing felled trees and stumps away
from the middle of the read from the main section commencing from the
northern end of Borvi Plantation and the southern end of Mabiri
Roman Catholic Mission station., This main section was later divided
inte two sub sections - first ne commencing from the northern end
of Bervi Plantation and Tarara village and the second commencing frow
Tarara villaee to Mabiri Mission. This was done to give much more
attention t¢ the lewer swampy area of the sub section before the rainy
season begins, towards the end of the year.

ROAD WORK
Work on this road went on pretty well with tke average att-
erience of 30-40 people working per week. Almost all of the Borvi
people were engaged on the project to the last two weeks. The inland
eople of Atamo, Korpani, Nasiwoiwa contributed to the job but have
ttle interest.

MORK VOLUNLESRS

Apart from other villages in the area, the Borvi people
showed great ig%erest in the project. Atemo, Nasiwoiwa and Xopani vill-
agers afso showed some interest, but to & lesser degree. The rest of
the Council villages and the two non-Council villages on the coast%
Damely Tarara and Vite, simply ignored tc contribute to the project.
The abovementioned two coastal villag~>: as hey are on the coast and
can easily ship their produce to Kieta, care less in contributing to
the job than their neighbours from the inland villages.
