On March 14, 1973, an informant reported that 
the CASA, with headquarters in Los Angeles, California, 
had established a branch in National City, California.

It was later reported that Herman Baca was the 
county organizer, 'San Diego, California, and that the San 
Diego Branch CASA had opened an office at 1839 Highland 
Avenue, National City, California, adjacent to Baca's print 
shop. 

In June, 1973, it was reported that Herman Baca, 
local organizer and Acting Secretary for CASA, National 
City (San Diego County) had indicated that Mexican Americans 
and Mexican Nationals were being harrassed by local police 
authorities and-the U. S. Immigration and Naturalization 
Service. He indicated that CASA in the San Diego area 
was genei-ally directing its activities toward helping 
Mexican aliens and Mexican Americans who might be in 
trouble with the law.

It was reported that Herman Baca had been consulting 

with Bert- Corona regarding an anti-police campaign 
by CASA in the San Diego area. Informant stated that Baca 
had printed up 250 posters demanding that the local Chief 
of Police at San Diego be removed from office because he 
was discriminating against people of Mexican background.

Although 
Baca was polite, he made no offer to be of assistance to 
the FBI and stated that he intended to make it well-known 
among his friends that he had been contacted by the FBI, 
rather than treating the interview as confidential. He 
said that he was currently chairman of the Ad Hoc Committee 
of Mexican American Affairs seeking equal justice for 
Americans of Mexican extraction. He said he was currently 
most active in an attempt to oust San Diego's Chief of 
Police, Ray Hoobler, in connection with the recent death of 
a Mexican informant whose death he attributed to the fact 
that the informant had been managed by Police Department officers.

. Informant stated that Baca is still head of the 

Ad Hoc Committee on Chicano Rights. Baca had not the least 
interest in the people's rights, but that he used various 
incidents as an opportunity to build up a case for his 
feud with the local Chief of Police, the County Sheriff, 
and other law enforcement authorities. 
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In February, 1974,•Baca was also protesting 
the ruling of a local*San Diego Judge who had ruled that 
the inland immigration stop of the U. S. Border Patrol was 
legal. 

In May, 1974, Baca was present at a walkout 
at Southwest Junior High School, National City, California, 
on March 29, 1974. The walkout was to protest the lack 
of courses for Mexican-Americans and the lack of efficient 
Spanish speaking teachers. 

In August, 1974, Baca was promulgating the 
in the Chicano community, that a local Chicano youth was 
murdered by an associate because he had been a police 
informant. The police were blamed for his death. 
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An informant stated that Baca was one of the 
six alemb'_ ers of the San Diego Immigration Council (a local 
advisory . group on immigration matters) who resigned from 
this council because the San Diego County Board of 
Supervisors had voted to support pending legislation 
which would make employers who hired illegal aliens liable 
for prosecution. 
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The Young Chicanos for Community Action, also known 
as the Brown Berets, was formed during 1967 within the pre- 
dominantly Mexican-American eastside of Los Angeles, California. 
The Young Chicanos for Community Action acquired the name 
Brown-Berets when they identified themselves as a group by 
wearing brown berets and khaki Army fatigue jackets. The 
group has approximately 35 active members. . 

In 1968, David Sanchez, Prime Minister of the Brown 
Berets, prepared a booklet entitled, "The Birth of a New 
Symbol - the Brown Beret Manual." This booklet states, 
in part, as follows: 

"For over 120 years, the Mexican-American has 
suffered at the hands of the Anglo Establishment. He is 
discriminated against in schooling, housing, employment, and 
in every other phase of life 	Because these injustices have 
existed and the Anglo Establishment shows no signs of changing 
them, and because the cries of individuals have gone unheard 
and fallen upon deaf ears, a group of young Chicanos have 
come together under the name of the Brown Berets to demand 
an iwediate end to the injustics committed against the 
Mexican-American." . 

This manual also states that the purpose of the 
Brown Berets is summed up in its motto: "TO SERVE, OBSERVE . 
AND PROTECT." According to the manual, the portion of the 
motto, "TO PROTECT," means "To protect, guarantee, and 
secure the rights'of the Mexican-American by all means 
necessary. How far we must go in order to protect these 
rights is dependent upon those in power. If those Anglos 
in power are willing to do this in a peaceful and orderly 
process, then we will be only too happy to accept this way.

On behalf of the Ad Hoc Committee on Chicano Rights, lam writin 
you to express our grave concern over recent incidents which may 
involve officials from your department.

Enclosed are sworn statements from National City, California - 

citizens. These statements are from individuals who have been 
interrogated by people claiming to represent the FBI, about alleged 
violations of the California Election Code. If it is true that the 
FBI is conducting an investigation into Election Code violat-ons 
we would like to know the nature of the investigation, to facilitate 
its early conclusion. 	 . • . 

If  your office is not conducting such an investigation, we 
would like to take this opportunity to inform you that individuals 
have been going th4bgb this community and mii e17esen:.Viemsel es 
as FBI agents.

A source, who has furnished reliable information in 
the past, advised on July 19, 1974, that Herman 'Baca, accompanied 
by Carlos Huerta Vasquez and Alberto Garcia, planned to leave 
San Diego, California, via plane for Washington, D. C., on 
July 20, 1974, where they expected to have conferences with 
political leaders. 

Herman Baca owns and operates a private printing 
business at 1839 Highland Avenue, National City, California, 
and is a self-described community organizer in the Mexican-
American community of San Diego and environs. He.has recently 
been active in furthering the cause of the La.Raza Unida party 
(the United Race Party), a Mexican-American political organiza-
tion, and Centro de Accion Social Autonomo (CASA) (Center of 
Social Action), a California organization seeking social 
assistance for Mexican-American citizens of California. Carlos 
Vasquez is the Executive Director of CASA at National City, 
California, and Alberto Garcia is President of the United 
California Mexican-American Association. 

On August 5, 1974, source advised that the above 
individuals had appointments in Washington, D. C., on July 22, 
1974, at which time they met with Senator Joseph Montoya, 
Democrat of New Mexico, Representative Edward R. Roybal, 
Democrat of California, Representative Lionel Van Deerlin, 
Democrat of California, and attempted to meet with Senator 
Edward Kennedy, Democrat of Massachusetts. They were

successful in having audiences with all of the above except 
Kennedy and there met'only with subordinates of Kennedy's 
office. 

Source advised that this trip was funded by money 
from the La Raza Unida party and CASA. The major purpose of the 
trip was to make complaints against the Immigration and Natural-
ization Service and the United States Border Patrol. Allega-
tions were made against United States officials in handling 
of Mexican-American relationships, in particular, accosting 
Mexican-Americans without provocation and requiring that they 
provide proof of identity and the right to be in the United 
States, inasmuch as there have been many illegal aliens 
entering the United States from Mexico in the recent past. 
It was also indicated that a proposed "Bracero" program 
was also discussed, however, the details of these discussions 
were not available. Baca has indicated, since these contacts, 
that he was somewhat discouraged regarding the outcome of 
the visit. although stenographers were present and took notes 
of the various discussions held and promises of "looking into 
the matter" were made in the various offices. Baca has 
expressed his feeling that there is generally a lack of 
knowledge of Mexican-American affairs among United States 
Congressman.

During the demonstration on 
October 28, 1975, Baca had insisted on no violence and he had 
made it clear that no drugs or alcohol would be welcomed at the 
demonstration.

The AHCCR organized a rally at Saint Anthony's Hall, 

National City, California, for November 20, 1975. Herman Baca 
presided and appointed six people to take names for a petition 
to recall National City elected officials. Only about twenty 
to thirty people showed up for this rally; Baca blamed the poor 
attendance on the bad weather. No violence was threatened or 
suggested during the meeting. 

The San Diego District Attorney filed a charge of 
Second Degree Manslaughter against the Police Officer who shot 
Rivera, and the Policeman was exonerated in Municipal Court at 
National City, California, and ordered reinstated on the police 
force. Baca complained bitterly that there are two justice 
systems in San Diego County--one for the rich and their servants 
and one for the people. He charged that a Chicano, a black or a 
pool: working person cannot get justice in San Diego County.
