When cotton was first grown in Lower Californ�a the internal 
revenue laws did not cover the production, and in providing the 
necessary tax Governor Cantu invited repres�ntative cotton and 
busine�s men to confer with him regarding the amount. Lerey -
Little, prominent rancher on the Mexican side, D. A. Leonard, 
vice president of the First National Bank; C. E. Wardlaw, man­
ager of the C. M.; A. F. Andrade, depositario of the Sociedad, and 
general manager of the Inter-California railroad ; William Gunter­
rrtann, cashier of the Calexico National Bank; T. W. McPevitt of 
the Pacific Oil and Cotton Company, and .J. B. Hoffman, well-known 
ranch.er, attended the conference. Governor Cantu desired it to 

be known that tlie dollar inter­
nal revenue stamp tax was in 

I no �ense to be considered an ex­
port duty, as�u'ring the con­
ferees that this payment would . 

r constitute the sole charge 
against cotton exported to Cal­

r exico mills.. The news was ex-· 
tremely gratifying to ran<!hers 
who raised cotton last year and 

1 lost money, owing to the sudden 
decline in the market price. The 
growers, in planting this year, 
were attempting to recoup the 
losses of last year, and when 
this fact was thoroughly ex­
plained to Governor~ Cantu, it 
was evident that he did not de­
sire to add to the burdens of the 
planters. 

Governor C�ntu is making a 
number of important improve­
ments of a municipal nature in 
Mexicali and needed the cotton 
tax to carry out this work. The 
internal revenue stamp tax 
would probably have been levied 
last year had not Governor Can­
tu evidenced a desire to aid the 
cotton industry in his domain. 
The governor listened attentive­
ly to the statements of the mem­
bers of the eonference, weigh­
ing the facts and his decision as 
rendered is accepted as a fair 
and equitable solution.

acerca del importe de esta contribucion. Lerr y Little, prominente ran­
chero del la.do mexicano; D. A. Leonard, Vice Presidente del First Natio­
nal Bank; C. E. Wardlaw, Gerente de la C. M.; A. F. Andrade, Depositario 
de la sociedad y Gerente Gener al del ferrocarril Inter-California; Ji­
llia.m.

de fuego" que estaba inspeccionando la construcci6n de los diqt1es on cl tiel ta clel Coloraclo. para evitar que la creciente de la esta-
ci6n de verano se derramara hacia el Norte y qte perjudicara a los 
r�ncheros del Valle Imperial, fue arrestado por un Pocicia mexica­
no acusado de ·alta traici6n y fue llevado recientemente a Mexica­
li, se sonri6 indiferentemente y no se preocup6 en lo mas minimo. 
Alguien menos familiarizado con las cottumbres de nuestros impul­
sivos vecinos, hubiera tenido pesadillas de muros de adobe y pelo­
tones de fusiliamientos y se ac1mir6 de c6mo iba a levantar el largo 
alha:r:-iclo que pudiera ser oiclo y atendido por el Sr. Bryan antes 
cle que disparasen los fusiles. Pero el SI•. Hind habia mantenido 
quieta la divisi6n del Coronel Epes Randolph, del Pacifico del Sur, 
en Sonora, durante algunas revoluciones, manteniendo la neutrali­
dad y esca1)andose de las balas en bmpalme durante el si tio de Guay­
mas · y figurando frecuenternente en las noticias de los muertos,desa­
parecidos y encarcelados. El ser sospechoso de alta traici6n era 
nada para el. 

Llevado ante el Juzgado de Primera Instancia en Mexicali, fue 
interrogado en debida forma. 

"De g_ue clase particular de traici6n estoy acusado", pregunt6 
el Sr. Hind suavemente. 

"De usurpar las :facultades del Gobierno", le inform6 el Juzga­
do. 

"Y la especi:ficaci6n?", continu6 el Sr. Hind. 
"Por imponer contribuci6n personal a las mulas", t'ue la res­

puesta. 
El ingeniero sac6 su libro de cuentas. El Juzgado examin6 el 

libro, di6 excusas por el arresto y el Sr. Ilind se regres6 a su 
trabajo. 

Todo esto paso porque un empleado in:ferior no entendi6 las 
peculiaridades del sistema de contribuciones p�oyectado y estable­
cido por el Coronel Cantu, quien es el Gobierno de la Baja Califor­
nia, porque tiene el 26 ° �natallon de_Infanteria y paga a sus solda­
dos su peso diario regularrnente. Necesitando dinero para los bravos 
y leales soldaclos y para otras cosas, el Coronel Cantu proclam6 
una contribuci6n personal de $1.00 al mes, en oro, sobre cada ha­
bitante var6n que fuera bastante crecid6 para usar pantalones, pa­
gadera por trimestres adelantados. Los que tienen trabajadores de­
ben pagar la contribuci6h por los hombres que emplean. Esto tiene 
que ver con los chinos,que trabajan en los ranchos y en los jor­
naleros flotantes en las obras de los diques y de los canales.Para 
simplificar este cobro, el Coronel Cantu consinti6 en que el Sr. 
Hind cliera por sentado que cada tiro de escrapas que estuviera 
trabajando, tendria un conductor y la co�tribuci6n se cobrara sobre 
esa base, de cada clueiio de tiro en vez de seguir la huella de cada 
trabajador flotante y hacer que el contratis'"ta pagara otra contri­
buci6n personal cada vez que un conductor se embriagara y abando­
nara su trabajo o no pudiera trabajar. Y asi sucedi6 que alguien 
.crey6 que Tom Hind estaba cobrando contribuciones por cada mula. 

La funci6n principal de un Gobierno siendo e� cobro de las 
contribuciones, es facil de demostrar que la poblaci6n fronteriza 
de Mexicali, que es de hecho la capital de la Baja California, goza 
(poco mas o menos) de la distinci6n de tener un Gobierno estable y 
efica� en Mexico, al Norte cle Veracruz. La estabilidad es dada por 
el 25 . Regimiento, mientras que la paga sea regular y que le ca­
pacidad y talento del Coronel Cantu continue siendo eficaz. Solo 
una vez en la historia de Mexicali, que data de una docena de afios, 
habia sido gobernado. Esto pas6 cuando el primer pufiado de insu­
rrectos capturaron y retuvieron la poblaci6n hace cuatro afios.Mexi­
cali era el Pozo de Jackson del suroeste; el refugio de individuos 
fuera de la ley, destituidos y criminales del lado americano y el 
nido de pillos duenos de garitos,duefios de burdeles, tahures y vo­
races empleadQs .mexica. 

nos, Quienes .. expedian licencias a
1

Ios ladro6-
nes para participar en sus �obos. Estando separados de a pobiac1 n 



de Calexico unicamente por una zanja, los vilcs salones y garitos 
y sus viciosos concurrentes hicieron de Mexicali el lunar de la 
plaga social del Valle Imperial, cuyos ciudadanos, s6brios y exas-· 
perados, ep. vano apelaron a Washington para inducir al Gobierno 
mexicano a limpiar o suprimir esa suciedad. 

Los empleados mexicanos estafadores, no solamente daban licen­
cias para cada clase de vicios, sino que vendian privj_legios para 
prdcticas infames y raterias, tan libremente como si fueran los 
condestables del Condado de la epoca de los antiguos circos. Al­
gunos de los duefios d.e gar::i.tos importaban barriles de alcohol de 
madera y fabricaban mezcal, tequila, ginebra y otras clase de be­
bidas, con su "patada " en ellas, y durante el verano las orillas 
de las zanjas a·10 largo de la frontera estaban atestadas de cholos 
e indios cucapahs muertos •. Esta licencia amenazaba con una fal ta de 
braceros y las Compaiiiar..:; de los canales se quejaron · con los duefios 
de los salones cle Mexicali y los persuadieron, a los menos por al­
gun tiempo, a comerciar con venenos menos virulentos. 

No ocurri6 reforma substancial en rfexicali, hasta que el Sr. 
Leyva y Simon Berthold llegaron un domingo en la mafiana temprano 
con una partida mixta cle vagabundos y tomaron posesi6n del pueblo • 
en nombre de la Republica Socialista de la Baja California. La cap­
tura no cost6 sino una muerte. El carcelero mexicano se rehus6 a' 
abrir�el calabozo y su cabeza se encontr6 en el camino de una bala 
que tir6 a travez de la barda un revolucionario impaciente. La car­
eel estaba vacia y lo presos libertados se reunieron al ejercito 
de la libertad. Berthold se apoder6 de las oficinas del Gobierno, 
pero solamente cogieron a un empleado, el Administrador de la Adua­
na, pues todos los demas empleados habian tenido el buen juicio de 
vivir y dormir en el lado americano. Un tal Gallegos, su amigo, 
se ofreci6 en rehenes para el Administrador y rue aceptado y acep­
t6 el riesgo del peloton de fusilamiento, mientras que el otro 
conseguia el dinero para su rescate. El Administrador no regres6 
pero un jugador americano compr6 la libertad de Gallegos por $500. 

Berthold y sus aventureros socialistas, no mas de treinta en-
. tre todos, retuvieron Mexicali por algunas semanas y durante ese 

tiempo fue la poblaci6n mexicana mas ordenada, pacifica, s6bria y 
generalmente moral. El prirner-cuidado de Berthold fu� el de cerrar 
los salones. Le dijo a los propietarios que si vendian o daban una 
gota de licor_a cualquiera,los pararia contra la pared y los fusi­
la1--ia, y lo creyeron, porque era un hombre muy serio. Todos los 
jugadores, pillos y pajaros nocturnos, fueron expulsados del lugar. 
Los insurrectos no se metieron en propiedades privadas. Confiscaron 
todo ✓el dinero del �ob�erno que pudieron encontrar y pagaron por · 
todas las pr·ovisiones que necesitaban. El Gobernador Vega march6 
de Ensenada, por las montafias, con tropas de Diaz, para echarlos, 

pero encontr6 una desastrosa derrota en· la batalla del Rio Nuevo 
la cual fue observada muy de cerca por toda la poblaci6n de Calexi­
co. 

Despues de que Bertho d y su ba::.1da p ·i r n pa �a E ,;")en.a.'?.::• 
para est .. 1..11€.cer su Estado Socialista, cuya emp1·esa termin6 en un 
desastre y en la muerte de Berthold, Mexicali fue ocupado por un 
pufiado de alegres aventureros irresponsables, que fueron repudiados. 

por todas las facciones en lucha en Mexico. Entre ellos habia 
veteranos cle la guerra Boera y de la escaramuza Espanola, deserto­
res de las tropas de caballeria americana ansiosos de acci6n, y 
jovencitos avidos de aventuras. Esos individuos no respetaban los 
derechos de propiedad de los neutrales. Se apropiaban a la fuerza, 
caballos, mulas, carros y cual quiera otra que desearan de los ran­
cheros americanos del lado mexicano; quemaban puentes de ferroca­
rril y tomaban trenes; mataban ganados y vivian sobre el pais. En­
cabezados por un soldado de fortuna ingles, llamado Stanley Villiamsy 
60 de ellos marcharon a atacar al General Mayol y a  400 regulares 
quienes tenian dos ametralladoras, pelearon con ellos todo el dia 
detras de una zanja y los derrotaron completamente.Perdieron en 
ese encuentro a Williams y a  otro hombre. Entonces salieron a to­
mar Ensenada pero fueron dispersados en Tecate y Tijuana. 

Esto hizo que Mexicali cayera en manos de una banda indes­
cripti ble de criminal es, bandidos mexicanos, americanos del I. f. W'·•, 
vagabundos y de toda la escoria que habia echado fuera Berthold, y 
los meses siguientes la poblaci6n fue un pequefio infierno con todos 
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sus adornos. Los ranchos fueron pillados y el ganado aun con marca 
fu6 matado y todas las operaciones agricolas se suspendieron a lo 
largo de la linea� El Valle Imperial, con cerca de medio mill6n de 
acres irrigados por medio de un canal principal que corria en te­
rritorio mexicano, es"(:;aba muy inquieto. Algunos cartuchos de dina­
�ita inteligentemente colocados deb�jo de alguna de las estructuras 
que contienen el agua, hubiera descompuesto todo el sistema de ca­
nales y hubiera causado la perdida de millones de cosechas y cabezas 
de ganado. 

No tuvo el Valle grande alivio cuando vinieron las tropas de 
Huerta y la banda de criminales se dispers6.Los soldados tomaron 
posesi6n de las compuertas de los canales, ostensiblemente para pro 
tegerlos, y al Depositario de la Corte runericana a cuyo cargo esta­
ba el sistema de irrigaci6n se le impidi6 que manejara las compuer­
tas o que ejerciera alguna autoridad para la entrega del agua a los 
canales americanos. El Valle Imperial pidi6 protecci6n a Washing­
ton y fueron enviadas tropas al pueblo fronterizo. Se colocaron 
baterias de artilleria de batalla dirigidas hacia la plaza de to­
ros,en donde estaban acuartelados los huertistas. Sin embargo, y 
la entrega de aguas quedaron en posesi6n de los mexicanos • 

El regimen d� Huerta fue lo peor para Mexicali. Los empleados 
no solamente exigian trilJutos y compartian los robos de los ladro­
nes y estafadores, sino ellos mismos en sus ratos de ocio tambien 
pillaban y asesinaban. ·nos de ellos, un Juez y un agente de Huer­
ta, cometieron el error de robar la residencia de otro empleado en 
el lado americano, para extraer'algunos archivos del Juzgado por 
los cuales una de las partes litigantes en el sistema de canales 
estuviera dispuesta a pagar mucho dinero, pero fueron capturados y 
sirvieron su sentencia e� la carcel del Condado de Imperial. En la 
persona del agente especial· se encontr6 un informe que no tuvo tiem­
po de poner en el correo, dando .cuenta a Huer.ta de un asesinato que 
acababa de cometer y alabando al Juez por su eficaz asistencia que 
le habia proporcionado en ese asunto. 

Con la ultima vuelta del torbellino de la revoluci6n, los 
huertistas desaparecieron de Mexiaali y el Coronel Cantu y el 25°. 
neg:rmiento entraron en posesi6n de el. Se presumia que eran Cons­
titucionalistas, pero ninguno de ellos hablaba de politica y el Co­
ronel no decia mas que el representaba al Gobierno. Cuando ocurri6 
la desavenencia entre Villa y Carranza, no bubo ni la mas pe quefia 
oleada en Mexicali. Cantu se asent6 firrnemente y no dijo nada. Es­
tablecio la paz en la frontera y algo como orden en :Mexicali. 

Se necesita dinero para manejar un Gobierno y el sistema de 
contribuciones que el Coronel Cantu encontr6 en operaci6n no produ­
ducia bastante para pagarlo, asi como al ejercito. Por consiguiente 
revis6 el sistena y procedi6 a obtener dinero. Impuso un derecho de 
exportaci6n de t'.6 a$ 10 por cabeza de ganado y aument6 los im­
puesto sobre las tierras y sobre la propiedad personal. Colg6 su 
uniforme y sc volvi6 un mufti; se proclamo a si mismo GoQernador 
de la Baja California, Distrito Norte, y cambi6 la capital de En­
senada a Mexicali. Como Roy Bean, era n?.a:".ley al Oeste de Pecos". 
Est�ban Cant6 es el Gobierno de la parte Norte de la Baja Califor­
nia y el es un gobierno bastante eficaz • 

Cant{1 ha hecho una verdadera poblaci6n de :Mexicali y ha modi­
ficado sus malos habitos considerablemente. Los salones, cafes dan­
zantes, casas de juego y otras facilidades para la disoluci6n to­
davia rlorecen, pero estan reglamentados y vigilados y el lugar ya 
no es el re:fugio a salvo de loa "caballeros de industria". El pro­
cedimiento de extradici6n es bien sencillo. Los Oficiales america­
nos sefialan al hombre que es requerido, si se sabe que esta en Mexi 
cali. Los policias de Cantu lo rodean, lo escoltan hasta el puente 
de la linea fronteriza y Io avientan de una patada al otro lado de 
la linea, en brazos de los 0:ficiales americanos. 

Mexicali tiene ahora un consejo Municipal y un Presiclente; es­
ta construyendo un sistema de atargeas y poniendo aceras de cemento. 
El Gobernador Cantu ha erigido un edi�icio de concreto que contiene 
las oficinas del Gobierno y.una escuela publica; ha colocado un kios­
ko en el nuevo parqu e publico, para la musica; ha construido un 
cuartel qu e reemplaza a·� la vieja plaza de toros que daba abrigo a 
sus tropas. El Batallon 25°.que guarniciona a Ensenada, Mexicali y 
varios puestos a lo laPgo de la linea, cuenta con 810 hombres y 150 
Oficiales.
