_It ie obtained fxom the julce of the liaguey or lescal plant,
the most prolific of ell Jmown plants and produces 507 more
alcohol, from gn equel area of ground, than any other Imown
plant. This 1liquor sells &t from 75¢ to $1.00 lexican, a
gallon at the distillery, end its manufacture is extremely
profitable. The plant willi gwow almost anywhere, does not
require irrigetion, in faet, like the enctus, more woter
than the annual rain f2ll tends te injure it. Its leaves
farnish & strong fibre, neerly equal to Manila hemp in
gtrength, from which rope and bage are made.
