The UCSD Alumni Association also maintains an alumni scholarship program
which currently funds 10 full scholarships for academically qualified students.

"l am excited about the opportunities that exist in the association for building the membership program,
strengthening our funding base and increasing participation of alumni in diverse programs," Farrow said.
