3 of 1967/68 Patrol Officer J.K. EeGregor wrote," the rate
of growth of Administration influence within the MHurray
Vallev Census DivigioN.s..seveee.oh28 been a constant
satisfaction”". The latter vatrol was conducted during February/
Farch I968. Since that time the area has been left to its
own devices. The time lapse cince the 1965 patrol and the
one being reported on igs some 2 years and 9 nonths., Consecuen-
1y wken the patrol entered the area it was found te be
somewhat retarded both politically and administratively,

iI. The villages of SELEANG, SELTAMIN, and

AXTAMIN, because of their ties with the BOLIVIP people have
naintained a shaky relationchin with OLSOBIP, primarily by
the annual pilgrinage of the village constables to colleet
pay and tools. KASARNMIN, the halfway mark, ONKAIMIW and
PIMKEANIN I and 2 have remained isvlated. Thie became
aoparent by the nervous, slbeit friendly recention of the
3410l in these places, a situation nnt unfamiliar with the
967-68 patrols.
