Very little in the wa7 or major d1ar\ll)t1ona 
were brousht to the Patrol'• notice. one ease ot sorcery wae in•eetigat• 
ed and a report forwarded to the Sub D1etr1et Headquarters. Se•eral 
minor com,lalnt• were eettled b7 arbitration to the eatiataction ot all 
yartiea. The inherent lazlneee ot tbeee people, ad the habit ot 

putt11l8 it otf till ta.orrow', rather than premeditate~ dieobediance 
reaulted in a011e twent1 fi•e men being brought to W91Batana1 tor 
41aobe11na ordere gi~•n b7 the laet patrol tbroagh the area. 

Th• auaurunga RatiTe Societ7, whoae act1T1t1ee baTe al.Moat ceaaed, 
ta a~erlna rrom the COlftl>l•cenc1 or the area. Judging bJ remarks in 
the ~illage booka, the population i• onl1 too rea41 to rtnaneially 
ettpport the eoc1et7, but the aajorit7 appe~r to be content to reMain 
'•ilent partner•' in the Tenture. 

Ae reported in patrol lfo.4 or 19517/58, the Village Otticiala 
haTe aaeumed a aignittcant judicial role. In tact, their position in 
tbi• regard ia eueh, that a •\a1t1ng patrol etande little hope of 
learnina ot breaches ot the law Wlleaa there ie aome major diaeention 
between rele•ant parties, Tillage• o~ otrici•l• coincidinc with tbe 
arriTal ot a patrol. Thie fact ••• brought to liSht during the 
inTeatigation into a report on eore~r7,at ltAMBIRARA Villa19, bJ the 
t,ulua1 ot BAllO· 

The eituation becOllMla •••n more 1nTol•e4 when a relat1•• ot a 
Till••• otticial 1• conoerned. BTerr care 1• taken to en•~• that the 
otr1e1al doe• not learn ot hia relat1Te'• offence la caee be 1• Alullled. 
!bi• waa re•eale4 durin1 the 1n•••t11atton ot an a4ulta17 complaint 
(asatn a report b7 a dtalntereated otficlal ot another Tilla .. ), tftlere 
it ••• tound that the eiater of the Luluai wae lnTolTed. The matter 
••• 1ettle4 bJ the Medical Tultul and the Tultul, who tixed the .. ount 
ot 4amagea to l>e pa14, and enauredthat th$ Lulua1 had no knowleclae 
whataoe• er ot the 1ac14ent, 

It would appear tben, that in the ... 11er •111agea, where a 
greater ~ercentage ot the population 1e related to one or other o~ the 
otficiale, .. ft7 otfencea would not be broaaht to the ot'rictal'• notice 
and le•~ would be brought to a patrolling of"'lcer in the presence of 
all orttciale. It waa found. that the majorit7 ot COft11>1•1nta were 
brought to notice at n11ht, eapeeiall7 when the patrol etmpe4 in one 
•illage tor two ur three 4a7e. In the larger Tlllagee, matter• •~re 
more readily brought torward in the ueual aanner. 

The Tillage people welcOMe any addition• to their ~opulatione. 
on a nwnber ot occae1ona, a 'torttgn nati•e: who had finished ~1• 
time, waa presented to be entered in the T1lla•e book. Tbeae were 
adTieed to aettle down in the Tillage• tor a 'trial period' before 
auch action wa• taken. SeTeral who had married local women and were 
li•ina in the Tillage were entered, and theae appeared to be tull7 
integrated with the Tillage life. 

The education of the Division ie entirely in the hands ot the 
Methodist OTereeaa •i••lon, with the exee-ption o~ the GoTernment 
suaurunga Villa1e Higher School at KAPSBL. the M1~aion eeboole at 
PULPOLU and RUltALI~II were Y1e1ted, there are a1m1lar aehoole in 
moat vill•fee, boweTer, they were closed for holida7e at the time of 
the patrol e arrival ~ 
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The school a t PULPULU has onl7 t hree ~upi l e, t he ma jority of the 
chj~dren ot th1e •illage attend the bigger school at WARANGANSAU, Wh1 l e 
tt-1 RU~IKLIK school baa three grades with a total or nine male and 
~YeA t ... le at\ldenta. Higher grades are catered tor in Rabaul and at 

.RALI8, the Miee1on beadquartere in thie Sub District. 

The Adlliniatratton school at ICAPSEL ie i n dire strait• at the 
maaeAt. atartlna with aome torty eight Plll>ile i n 19&6, it now has 
thirteen male and two female students. In the laat three yeare, thirty 
nine atu4ente have run awa7 , the majorit7 to Rabaul tor work, and the 
70UD1•• enee to M1~•1on echoole nearer their Tillagee. Thi• •~hool 
according to the D11trict Bducation O~icer will be forced to close down 
it the attuation 4oe• aot ltrproYe. The eebool baa three gradea, two

The Division shows an tnereaee •~ 23 1~ the nrrpulation over the 
laat 1 ... a months. Tbia inersaae ts mainl7 owing to the migration• into 
the Division. The nomadic tendenciea of these people are well known, 
and th~ present position does not neceaaar111 indicate a permanent t~end. 

There are twice •• mar\7 sdulte in thia Divlsion aa there are 
child~en. The reaaon tor this la~k or children ls not known, an~ the 
poaltion doee not appear to be altering despite a 20tl6 birtbe death• 
ratio.

The Luluai aya "em or <lovei'runent still prevails and 
although there are a fe\Y weak links ir the chain of this syste 
it ie still worki11g as ef~ectively as in moat Arts of Ne~ 
Ireland. 'I1here is no Paramowit Luluai but there atill l•emain 
several good old type luluais who maint6i~ ffiir law and order and 
respect for the Adninietration. The complaints which came before 
my notice were only of a minor nature and were dealt with 
satisfactorily by arb1trat1 n. 

Although there a:r~ / two nHtivee 'IASSAJ,!AR and SUMSU tA 
who are progressive and ~8°?61 1 influences in the economic life

MAl:ENDOK , TF.,FA and LI£' ISLANDS, 

These three islands have been grouped tagether as 
each ia within easy canoe access of t~ other whereas the strait 
between Malendok and Boer&g is some five miles and is subjected to 
strong l'ip tides and usually heavy seas. 

These islands are governed by the luluai ayat.em but 
none or them appeared to be outstanding and seem to a~pt a 
n1aiseez-ra1re" attitude towards the visit or a patrol.

A rough estimate indicates 
that they could produce about 400 baga at coprs per month which ou 
a head basis means that each maL woman and child, if they worked 
towards this end, and without undue e:t':fort, coulu be in receipt. or 
Firteen shillings each per month. 

There are two distin~t econanic ractions on thie 
island, one headed by SUMSUMA and the other by VASSAUAN , each 
antagoniatic to the other.

Afj a result of these complaints I called a gene ral 
meeting ot c·oconut owners and workmen and emphasised the fact that 
workmen must be paid. Working on a prom1se that when the "Ve11ue" 
was repaired all wagea would 'then be inet was not good enough for 
the people 11-.ho later woul have no share or 1nt ~r.3s t ln the / 
Advaocemem~ Society. 

It was finally agre ed ur0n ~utually by workmen and 
producers that three shillings per day would be a satisfactory 
wage in view of the tact that there was no close supervision or 
work. It was further agreei thet wages should b~ paid at the en.4 
of ee.ch week. / 

In order to deep a reaco..,d of these payments I netx-uct­
ed the coconut owners to keep a note book showing the name or each 
labourer working for him and the numbP.r or daye each man workej\ 
each week. " 

At the end of the workins week t he latourer should 
then be paid hie twelve or fifteen sh1111nga a~d , tf possible eiBn 
the producers book,1f literate, as having received hi~ weeks wagWtJ. 

Several coconut ovmers said t hat the:,r had no cash as 
all their copra wae being sent to Rabaul to l8.Y for l~pairs to 
the "Venus". Theee were told that in order to get r~ady cash to 
pay their lobourer s they woul~ have t o s i:!l 1 a s mell portion of../ 
their produce locally to pay wages. 

All agreed that it was a good idea, 1 rt1cularly t~e 
labourP.rs , and it is to be hope'! t.ha t next v1 o"' w111 not ~ ~..cH/ 
c or>1plaints for ~ payment of wages .

A small society like SUvURUNGA can never hope to run 
successfully unless under constant ~uropean guida~ce. ~e tractor 
which was oought from the societies funds has not even paid Ior the 
fuel which they have used since owning same.

In my opinion it is :i:r:~.a that a meetill8 of all 
members be held in the near future with the Co-operative Officer 
from Kavieng to decide what is going to happen to this tractor. 

Shipp1Yl8 of copra is a~other b•ig problem. Only 
Chinese owned ships operatel on this coast and it is unlike1y that 
they would move native produced copra whllst their kith and kin are 
making a living out of native owned coconut9. 

The New Ireland Native Societies vessel "NINSA" could 
probably move any copra produced by 3USURUNGA Society but there is no 
guarantee that the members will even make copra. It is much easier 
to sell dry nuts and go and alee~ on the beach wlien so inclin~d.

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I~TRODUCTION 

J~'or the most part this patrol was conducted on foot. 
Landrover transport from Namatanai was utilised for conveyance 
to and from the area patrolled. Great assistance was also given 
by plantation transport through the Patpatara Census Division. 

The purposes of the patrol were rout•ne administration 
and a tax/census revision of the Sokirik Division. At every village 
the people were given a full opportunity ·~o discuss all aspects of 
village life and to air their current attitudes and grievances. 
These views as well as my recomaendations and opinions regarding 
thea are discussed under the l·elevant headings in thi report. 

The Kinsal Census Division is made up ~f fo1U' villages -
Palabong, Kalil, Rebehen and K•banut; the Sokirik Census Division 
of five villages - Rasirik, Kurwaut, Rapuntiaon, Labur a·." 'l ltebehen. 

The general queet•onnaire as per Circular r .s.c. 
Mo. A5/2/46 dated 14/5/59 has been completed since m7 ret.\lrn to 
the station. 

IAtIVE Sl!OATION 
IJial.al. Census Division 

The previous patrol to the Kinsal Division was conducted 
bJ Mr. Haviland C.P.O. in Pebru&1T 1959 and I feel that this patrol 
cuaght the peopl• unawaree. In most cases only a token effort had 
been Ila.de towards carrying out previously issued instructions. 

A total of six minor complaints were settled bJ 
arbitration. These consisted of four aarriage settleaenta, and two 'O. ... 
ot 'dinau•. All were settled aaicably. 

Two of the villages here. notably Kalil and Bebehen, 
stand out as rather extreae contras ·te. The people of Kalil preaenie4 
tbeaaelves u being lethargic and apathetic in thei .• attit1l4c towar48 
economic development and village iaproveaen\s. !hi• teeliDC vaa, 
I t»ink, partly due to the lack of encouraceaent and leaderahip 
OL the part of the villace officials(••• Villa&e Otficiala). Rebehen 
on the other hand, seeaed to atand out ae & 1 keen and induatrioua 
little villas•. The people are more willing to he~J themaelYee and 
iaprove their lot. In the other \wo village& the people appear 
socially contented thou6 h at the saae time passive. 

Sokirik Census liviaion 
Th• present position here is '11ite favorable considerinc 

t~at much a 1011& ti .. had elapsed aince the last patrol. Tlaia was 
conducted b7 Mr. Harris P.O. in Jai.\ua17 1958. They had been given 
adeflll&te warninc of thi• patrol. 

The people are law abiuing and f ev coaplaints were 
settled. There were four marriage disputes which I think the people 
would have settled locally had . the pa\rol no~ been in the area. The~ 
lack of regular patrols through here seems to have incr•aaed the 

• people's eel -reliance. Ithink they realis~ that ~ ot the mor 
.-erious offences can be readily brought to Baaatanai tor aet,leaen\. 

The villages here present a similarity throughout. 
The discussions rewealed very little thought on the people'• part 
and they were generally non-colllllittal apart from aupplJiDI intonaatioJr 
whioa readily comes to mind. 

Over11 the two Census Divisions there are no outatuadinc 
or intl~ential leaders , In apae cases new village officials were 
elected to replace those who were ineffective or wished to resign 
due to ill-health or old age. 

the few forei Jn natives in the area have settled 
down well into village life and no complaints in this regard were 
brought to my notice. Most of them are single men who are producingcopra 
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by woriing in partnership wijh the local inhabitants. 

VILLAGE OFFICIALS 
• Details of Vill ase Officials are set out in 

Appendix •c•. The patrol encounterei six instances of vill98e 
officials who are recomaended for replaceaent. These include 
weak officials or those who themselves expressed a desire to 
resign. 

At Kalil I feel that the poor state of affairs 
is a reflection on the Luluai PATAMIN. Instructions given by 
previous patrols had not been carried out and the villa&• opinion 
was that he was ineffective. I also had reason to belieYe thia 
as well as previous patrolling officers. ELISA was elected tae new 
Luluai. ELISA was a Luluai during the war; he aleo took..ua leacliDC 
part in the village discussion. Although he ia ageing .the 
Tultul KAULE is young and could attencl to any aattera· entailq 
any amount of walking. KAULE should show iaproveaent UD4er BLISA. 

Luluai BUTSI of Rapuntimoa wished to· reaip clu to 
old age and ill-health: he has hel,\ office since the war. IOBAS 
was elected to replace hia. He is keen and shows enthuai--.. 

At Laour, both village official.a, ASOP ancl TABUL 
haYe resigned QUe to age and inability. lewl7 elected replao81len\a 
after much deliberatio~ , are LAKO Luluai,(see BooDOllic Developaen\) 
reallr the only person with aoae resource and initiative, an4 
IOSBP Tul tul. ·, 

At Rebehen both villac• otfi~iala, ?ARAI and E•BLlll 
have resigned, due again to olt ace and intirai.tJ. their 
replaceaenta,MARITHEL Luluai, cd IONICAS Tultul, 1'oth ap~ar to 
be reasonable selections.

A further probati0Da17 period of, •&7 aix 110ntha, would clo no h ... , 

w~en final recoamendations should be aade. 

VILLAGE HOUSIIG !ND CLEAHJ,IKESS 

Villace surrounds were generallJ clean and t~idt-. 
Thea• people, particularly in the lineal area, haYe an ab1 \ 

aaount of doaeatic pigs which in soae cases aro proT1DB a MAMce 
b7 wandering amongat the houaea. The people were told ot \ den" 
of this practice fro• the aedical point of view and 1Da•rao 
wnere necesa&rJ to either provide pig pena or to bllild leaoea to 
keep them clear of the vill~e area. 

Bxinting housinc is generall7 adequate, t~ 
scattered and in Jl&D1 caaea in a bacl state of disrepair. ~r• 
were many inatances of houses only partly completed. Detail• ofr 
individual offenders were recorded in the villa&e books. ,.._ 
aeed for adequate elevated housing was s tresse4. 

Male cult houads are atill prevalent in this area 
and the young single ••n continue to occup1 thea. In o or 
two cases these houaee were in a filthy condition. I t .. 1 tha\ 
there should be some ruling aa to whether their use should be 
continued. 

In the villages of Rapunt.imon, Labur and Rebehen 
the boueingbit well lined, boveYer oa inepeotion, it vaa toua& 
that nuaeroue hous~• were unoooupie4 and eterioratinc. !he 
ro . on tor thi£ waa state4 to be its apparent attrao•iYeneea 
to the •7• and to iapreas patrolling officers. The people were 
warned -against this praotia• and instructed in the need tor. a 
per11anent house with a kitchen closeb7, the two to be preferabl7 
in the aain village. 

Coe.atal villa£es geberal.ly uae the aea as a meana 
of sanitation. Pit lat1· ~.nea had been built at Rap~timon and 
Labur but usually they are not used. The erection and need tor 
proper latrines in each village waa stressed. 
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At present Rapuntimon village is divided between twp 
camps, the main one on the road and the other on the coast. The 
latter is out of the way and does not have a good road of access. 
On the ridge there is a lot of surface water which undermines the 
houses and the people are wary of building houses. A new site was 
suggested and the people are to set about bullding a new village 
OD the road near the present main vill98e. The site was inspected and . 
found to be satisfactory. 

EDUCATION 

Please refer Appendix'A' tor Education staatica. There 
are no Administration schools in the area, though it will be aeen 1 
froa the statistics that there are four students .SS troa Labllr 
attending at;tending the Adminietrati:on school at Bor.on the eu\ 
coast, which is only a.short distanoe &1f81' by toot traok. 

Education needs ot the area are quite adequatelJ' oovere4 
b7 the various llission sc~~ola, ot which the Methodists are the 
aore predoainant. In the caae of Raairik schoo~ children bave 
to travel aoae distance daily fro• ~heir village. Thi• alao appli•• 
to Catholic adherents at Kurwaut and RapuntillOn who travel to 
Rapito in the vest Patpatara Census Divisiun. This tact explaina 
tha PQOr attendance in those villages. 

At ICuruaut village tile Catholie Catechist nu a 
Catechist training school with thirty pupils fro• Xuruaut and 
Rapuntiaon. 

The village education statistics are not a true 
indication of present attendances. !Ilia area is •'ill reoovori .. 
fro• a recent epidemic of Echo 6 and at the tiae of the ae 
many of the people were still in the villa&•• 

Higher education is provided. tor th J.1et,lM.'cliate a\ 
Balis ·~••ion Baaatanai and John Brown OOllege, B&baul. C&~ 
st•denta aay go to Naaatar!&i or VuTU near Rabaul. 

The general e.ttitude to education is qui\e faVOl'Bllf"~tJ. 
Parente, through ignorance and lack of discipline are ua111ill.7 
the cause of absenteeism and in aost C&8~S the time waa tilkeR t0 · 
explain the value of education. 

MIS§JOIS 
The Met}\Q~\r mission is the strongest, g~- ho liiaai 

ill the area. The on1Sf1rai:holi• ¥illage is at Rebeh'4fl"l~t 
Rapuntiaon villages are divided and aoae people are 11D4ec 4ec1 
aa to which mission theJ should deYote theaaelvea. In the ld.xecl 
villa&ea no litigstion or friction ..,. repQrted. · 

The overal:l position ia tavorable. The people are 
contented and generally aware of their ~iga\iona towards t~etr 
reapactive missions. Regular Sunda.J services are held and attenclanoe 
is good.

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In the Sokirik area people reported troubee with 
garden pests, these being the taro beetle and a small worm which 
is prevalent after heavy rain. The latter can devastate crops of 
taro, yaa and sweet potato by eating the foliage as well as the 
actual crop • 

2) Livestock 
Village livestock is limited to pigs, fowls, doga 

and ducks. Many villages have a n abundant supply of domestic pigs • 

3) Comaercial Crops 
The predominant cash crop in the area is coconuta. 

The pal.as along this coast bear extremely well when compared with 
the east coast. There were instances of lexava and Rhinooerous Beetle 
but onl7 in iaolated patches. Generall7 speaking coconut gro•ea 
were uncleaned and I think that the natives onl7 clean the gro•e• 
when the7 feel the urge and dependinc on their other work a\ the 
tiae, particularly the tending of their gardens. Tho ~illag people 
often work on a crude rotational a7etea and will only cleaa their 
groves, d17 covra Or Sell lllltS, 8&7 every three llOntha WAen tke 
need tor readJ caah arises. · 

It waa encouraging to note the number of n~w plantin.ga 
though aore often than not these are self-aoVli.. 

A ~·conu t boun t of aa ture and i1111a ture palu was 
carr1e4 out in Sokirik. These figures ~re set cut in Appendix 'B' 
together with a previoua count r.arried out b7 Mr. Mo7le l.P.O. 
in Kinaall '· These people have made .saall trial plantings ot 
ooooa with little aucceae. Tbey were advised that tii. Dia\riot 
.lgricultural Officer in Kavienc could readil7 aaaiat thM in \hi• 
regard and I auagea,ed that the7 might send a trainee to Ka'\1. • 
The7 were also told ot the need to coapl7 with the proYia~ona of 
tlae Cocoa OrdiDance. 

A• 7et no interest li~s been shown in coffee a& a caab 
crop.

It is consi~ered ~hat overall there is adequ<. te arable 
land available for subsi3tence and commercial crops for a long time 
to come. At Labur, after investigation, it was found tha ·~ the people 
are apparently short of good arable land. In thi~ area they ge~erally 
allow an area to lie fallow for 10-15 years before replanting. 
Occasionally however, they are forced to plant on ground that has 
not had sufficient time to regenerate. The best land is usually 
found on river flats and there are no rivers worthy of Llention in 
this area. At the same time the mountain range here is close to the 
sea and there is only a narrow coastal strip. I mentioned the 
poeeibility of fertiliser to these people. 

There is no unauthorised occupajion by natives of 
AdJliristration or alienated land as set out in Circular Memoranu\ldl 
No. 212 dated 24th. October 1958. 

Enquiries were made in Kurumut and Rasirik villages . 
regarding the present system of land tenure and inheritance. The people 
here said that(and this could apply to the area g~nerall,) the 
traditional custom whereoy the cle.n leader had the aut ority ,over 
land tenure, inheritance and usufructory rights, is no longer in 
practice. The old system. of clan holdings ia definitely dying out 
and any aan or woman, according to inheritance, now has the final aay 
aa to land ownership and the usufructory righta over what that 
land produces • ~ enerally new coconut plantings are inherited bJ 
the children and mature pal as by cloae relations. Aa._in t~e rest of · 
Bev Ireland the traditional system of inheritance waa matrilineal. 
Purthermore, at the moment, if a man is short of land he can arrange 
to buy more from someone else. The people have the idea that a 
patrol officer can investigate this purchase and set a price. It 
appears that few queries of this type have come to the Adainiatration'• 
notice presuaa.bly oecause there is adequate land available at the 
moment. However in the future, with the introduction of other 
permanent cash crops and thus a greater demand for land ~his problea 
could come to a head.

Sokirik 2.rea the people h vc only r cently recover ca. 1r o . .i an 
epiQemic of Echo G virus cluring which pr~l ctically eve r~'oo dy was 
affected.The epidemic was repor ted to bf3 only i J.d r owever a t 
least five pe0ple di eJ as a rdsult. Thes e inclutleu fo ~r fro 
Rapuntimon village, i ncl uui q; two yo J.nt; children, and one{over 13) 
from Labur. These w~ re the onl y cases repor~ ed however I feel 
~hat thA virus also took its toll of t he olue r people( vide tne 
high death figures) and the peopl e were inclined t o pass thv dea ths 
off as na tural. 

As sta ted, there are no Ai d lo~. ts :i n eitner Census 
Divi ~ ion. At pres ent the Ki nsal pP~ple are served by the Pakinsela 
Aid Post in the Patpatara Census Divi s ion. This is a good 4t 
hours walk from the f arthest village, Palabang. In Sokirik the 
people are served by the Na.IUatanai hospital a good 3 hours walk 
from the farthest villaee, Labur. The Rebehen people usually go 
to Kokola Aid Post, ~pproximately 2 hours away in the l avieag 
Sub-uistrict. I realise that this problem of Aid Posts is not as 
pressing here as numerous other areas in the Sub- istrict(vide 
Mr. Moyle's report Lamborn 1/58-59) and comparatively speaking 
facilities are good, however there is still a definite need. 

The subject of Aid Posts was discussed i~ each 
village and the P~'ople are generally aware of t heir benefi ta. 
The greater need in Kinsal is for Palabong and Kalil villages 
and a site was suggested adlacent to f. abakadaa hamlet about 
equidistant between th3 two villages on flat ground next to a good 
peraanantly flowing river. In 1952 t his ground was reporte(.1. to PY• 
been prgviously bouent for a nomdlnal sum by the Kethodist ~. ·L~..tsion, 
however more recent reporl.s state that the mi.asion is not :l.nterested 
in the land.The suggested site was inspected and should be suitable. 
~ere is adequate adjacent gardening land. 

The problem in the Sokirik area is r~.ther similar. 
It frequently occurrs that babies are born in the vil~age, due of 
course tm the woman's lazines2 to go to Namatanai. F"cren with the 
regular Infant Welfare patrols through here these people Rhow 
little sense of responsibility towards newly born babi~s. From 
discussions held in these villages the best site for an Aid Post 
would be in the near vicinity of Rapuntimon village, where there 
is a good supply of water, flat ground and the added possibility 
of being able to build a road of access in from the East coast, 
somewhere near Bo village. 

In the past medical patrols through the area have 
been rather f~w. The last continuous patrol Sk in both Census 
Divisions was an Anti-yaws campaign in January 1957. 

There are six Me uical Tultuls in the area. In m.y 
opinion two of these ne d replacing. The one at Kurumut is slowly 
5Ging blind, his house was the most insanitary in the virlage 
and his general approach to the job leaves much to be desired. 
The Medical Tultul at Rasirik is very old and oliviously incapable 
of carrying out his duty in the most efficient manner. He feela thia 
himself and would like to resign. At Le.bur the iv1edical Tul tul ie weak 
..a ~ut would probably Fho· improvement with some encouragement 

ROADS AND BRIDGES 
Ro~ds and bridges gene!"ally are in a reu.sonabl;e 

condi tion,6.nd only occasionally did t !1e people hc. ve to be r~illinded 
of their/obligations. 

l A vehicula r road extends from Rasirik to Kalil. 
This was i L re< sonable condition durin.:.; t ne 1~atrol, however near 
Nagogo Plantation there are one or two bad s t :retches and offenders 
were warned of poss ible prosecutiohs unde r t he Ro ads .'aintenance 
Orcinance. Ther3 are a number of creek cro s ings t hrough here 
' 'i t h short, st eep appr oaches; in some cases bridges would be 
practicabl e ~ There is also neea foe a t least one bridge replacement 
between !le: beiien ~ ~td Kab: nut. The Kalil to Palabong track invol vea 
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t. .e river cross ings e_na a f air amount of beach walking. 
Roads in the SokiriK area are well maintained but 

difficult <mu slip.,e ry whea wet. In the worRt patchez the people 
were 2.dvisetl to cle:-ir the bush from beside the track to allow it 
to dry out. 

A vehicular road extends do"m the Weat coast from 
Y.aru :Sa nnd Komalo in the Kavieng Sub-district, to Labur. The Labur 
and Rebehen people were told that tools were available at Namatar:'li 
for i ta mainter.ance • 

REST HOUSEu AhD POLICE BARRACKS 
These are in ~very villa~e however their standard 

was poor. Many wP.re inadequate or in a stat~ of disrepair, and 
often there were no separate p9lice barracks. ·1Jhere neces~ary the 
Luluai was toll to .. ake improvements or repairs. 

LICENSES 
In the Sokirik area all general mercantile and copra 

trading licenses were checked ae well as fireara registrations 
and permits. . 

Several native trading licenses were found to have 
expired and one or two of these were still trading. In all cases the7 
were warned to renew their licenses if they >intended trading. Since 
the patrol all licensees except one have reported to the office for 
rehewal.

NATIVE M01EYS TRUST ACCOUNT 
An N.M.T.A. payable to Rapito carriers in Patpatara 

has been o~tstanding since 1~55. The people had no idea c: the amount 
owing and it was suggested that the amount be paid into their 
village accou...,, t. 

CONCLUSION 
Although the natives were given the fullest opportunity 

to express their views on all matters, none were forthcoaina. In 
my opinion this was not. surprising speaking of what I know of 
general native character. Their attitude will only change if a 
regular and sympathetic attitude is shown towards them. I think th 
patrol awakened some enthusidam towards the betterment of their 
interests particularly with reJard to the medical side. This 
enthusiasm, !lo~ever, can easily wane with the resultant feeling of 
beine; neglected.
