KIM, CoI~rINUED FROM PAGE 4

for all this. In Korea, you do
not look into a customer’s eyes
and smile at them. If you are a

woman, this means you want

to go to bed with them. Now
they have learned to smile, like

Mrs. Song [shopkeeper Choon
Ah Song, interviewed in Sa-1-
Gtt]. Slle even srniles when she
talks :ll.)otit a tr,lgedy. She

doesn’t understancl when to
smile. People don’t deliberately
not learn; they ,ue too busy tW-
ing to survive," says Kim.

She claims that in the pro-
tess of making the film and

in tattoos arid I thougllt, ’Okay,
this is it.’ But they rushed over
and Ilugged Mrs. Song and said,
’We ,u’e really sorry this l-lap-

pened to you,’ A hidy had sal-
vaged Mrs. Song’s bible frorri tlle
ashes and gave it to her. EveW-
one defied my expectations.
Nobody knows things about

other cultures by osmosis. They
learn :ll)out each other througl~l

the medi;I. It makes nle nl:id tO

thirik about the ways that the
media locks us into tl-iis narrow
perception of race," says Kim.

ters and I are not supposed to
hear v¢ilat they’re saying.
