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LIANG CENSUS DIVISIO |
AREA STUDY

(A) INTRODUCTION

(a) The TIANG Census Division, consisting of Djaul and Nait Islaands,
lies in the Bismarck Sea due south of Kavieng and about thirty miles
away by sea, and is Separated from the New Ireland mainland by the Gaz-
~2le Channel. Djaul is a low-lying island, rising to a maximum height
of three¢ hundred feet, and has seven native villages, mostly on the
2xtreme eastern tip. Mait is uniunhabited apart {rom the employees of

2 plantation whieh occuples about half its area. No rainfall records
are available, but enquiries indicate that the annual total is roughly
equivalent to Kavieng's (120 inches), The island is covered with rain.
Joreet, apart from cultivated areas and some coastal mangroves,

(b, Djaul and Mait are saxvdear s rved by various private-enterprise
cwned workboats, the Journay from Kavieng taking about four hours, Sev-
axal of the native inhabitaunts own larsze cances powered by outboard
motors which regularly iravel te the %own on market days. Sumuna Villiage
and Panapau and Kolop!na Plantations have sheltered deep-water anchor-
ages, but elsewh:~e low tide or bad ary on-shore weather will interfere
with loading.

(e) The area has besan constan-ly under administration influence since
the takeover from e b.rmans, ayart from the *-ief perind of Japanese
occupation., Current attitudes, et+, of the Djaul people are Jiscussed
in detail below.

(B) ROPULATION - DISTRIBUTION AND TH3IIDS

(a) The Village Population Register is attached. No comparison with
the previous ccnsus could be made since the +igures from that Patrol did
not balance. When considering the natural increase figure, 2.52%, it
should be remembered that only five months have elapsed since the prev-
ious census., OH the other hand, a number of ihe children whom I have
listed in the new birtks column had in fact been born prdér to the Feb-
<vuary census but had not baen entered in the book.

In other parts of the Kavieng Sub-District a high proportion of
married women are childless, apparently due tc the use of a plant which
nas sometimes permantly contraceptive qualities. However, on Djaul this
ir excepgional, and most families are large, many having seven or eight
children and several having nine and ten. In the total, children out-
numv2r adults by alrost 9%. As found slsewhere in the Sub-District,

males outnumber females, in this case by over 22%. Inquiries indicate that

the n2o-natal mortality rate is very low.

(e) The outward lavorr flow does not require comment. Se: Village

(C) S0CIAL GROUPINGS

(a) The people of Djzul are of two distinet lanzuage groups. Sumuna
and Leion villages Spealr the widespread Tigak language, fouud also on
the mainland and islands neor Kavieng. The remaining five villages speak
Tiang, which is confired to Djaul.

{b) The matrilireal extended family is the function.l social unit

for both Tiang and l{izak groups, but the organisation of the families
differs. The Tiang Zroup have two clans, WILIWONG (rlying fox) and SOPOXO
(frizate bird), 2ach divided into & numter of sub-clans (the extended
families). The Tigarts do not emplLoy this sub-division - there are many
clans, but some are on the verge of extinetion and at present only five
have significant membershnips MANANAGA {large parrot), TIVINKO (small
parrot), MALIWUNG (flying fox) ana MATITISN and PIPIOTO (two unidentified
small birds). There is no general practice ag domicile of married
persons, who may live in the nusband's or the wife's village according

to their choice. Probably this was formerly not the case

A United Church primary scheel at Sumuna was closed about a year ago.
Children from Leion and Sumuua now mostiy 2ttend schools on the main-
land, though some simply discontinued schooling altogether.

(b) Almosv all of the younger »ecple and many of middle ags are
literate in Pidgin. One or two people in most villageo can speak English
of a fair standard.

(e) No one with a higher education has returned permanezntly to
village.
(a) Bach village uas four or five radios in use, and information

sent over Radio Rabaul is sur~ to reach the people.

(G) STANDARD uF LIVING

(2) The general standard of houses is quit~ 2yo0d, irany having ircua
roofs and a few being built entirely of permnent materials.Janitation
is virtually non-existent, but all villages are on the coast and the
use of the sea i~ probably guite hygenic. A wide raunce of Buropsan
articles are used, and just as commonly as on the mainlend.

(b) Traditional foods constitute the major part of the diet on Djaul,
with sago the staple. In contrast to the use of European utensils, etc,
the use of introduced foodstuffe such as tinnsl meat and fish, rice and
the like seemed to be considerably less than on the mainland.

(e) There are no organisations such as Boy Scouts, Red Cross, and
no Community Centres. Zach village has a Women's Tellowship, under
United Church auspices but mainly locked =fter by Velfare Assistants
from Tika.a Council. There is no organised sport on Djaul except at
Piliwa ".chool.

(H) MISSIONS

(a) The only mission on Djaul is the United Church, which has a
minister at Piliwa and non-ordained psstors at the other wvillages. #)art
from thecs clergymen ¢14d an Aid Post Orderly at Sumna, the mission
provides no other services s3ince the ~2losure of the school at Sumuna,
apparemtly d'e to teacher shortage.

(b) The mission seems to have the support of the people and church
services receive good attendances. At Sumuna there appearsd to be some
resentment at the closure of the school.

(I) NON-INDIGENES

(a) In the Tiang census division there are five coconut/cocoa plant-
ations owned by non-irdigenes: Djaul ~¢ Bolos Pln, owned and managed by
Mr B. Scotford; Biwa Pln, owned and managed by lir 7. Brown; Panapau Pln,
owned by Ne~ Ireland Znterprises 2, L, managed by Mr P. Saunders; Kolopina
or Salawu r.n, owned and managed by Nr Seeto Yook Ling; and Mait, Pln,
owned by Chinec2e from Rz2oaul.
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(9) Only = nd ful of Djaul pedp’e are employed or these plantations, i’

most of their labour being contracts from the Highlands. 2
(e) At present, nll cocoa produced by the locals ia sold to the
plantations. Because the quantity of bearing cocoa is small at this

stage, it will be some tige before it is worthwhile encouraging the
people to build their own fermentaries. Some copra is also sold to the
plan*tat_.ons, notably to Bolos and EKolopina.

(J) COMMUNICATIONS

(a)RoadThere are no roads on Djaul upart from the walking tr2cks shown
on the attached map. From Biwa to Karia the itrack is regotiable by
Jeep or tractor. A proposal for a road around the 1sland as a Rural
Develeopment project has been =bandon I understand because of the
people's Xxa unwillingness %o work on .t. I found that thes: »as great
k:enness for the road at Lapai, to a lesser extent at riliwa and Karia,
but apparently none at Fantegom, Sumuna or Lelon.

(b) 8Sza. As to sea accezsz and ancicrages, see (A) (b), above.

A proposal, also for a Rural Development project., was put forward to
blast a hole in tie reef at Piliwa so as to give loading access at all
tides and a more sicltered ancnoraze. It was decided that this plan was
impracticable beceuse of the nature of the reef, but “the people are
still urging that it be attempted.

(e} Air. There is no zerodrome on Djaul. Because of the island's low=
lying profile, it wcnld probably not be hard to find a suit-zvle site,
but in my view very little need for a strip exists.

The only other
men I met with any trade skills were semi-trained only - ex-Public
Jorks labourers or £ mer students at Namatanai Vocational School, an?

(L) THE STAGE OF FOLITICAL DEVELOPIENT

Although several Council and two House of Assembly elections
have familiarised the people of Djaul with the electoral system, they
do not seem to have to have any real understanding of tie role of
Council and House now or in the future. Throughout the Kavieng Sub-
District patrolling officers have ncted that the people regard their
Council as simply a source of material comforts, and this comment
applies with at least equal force to Djaul. A grotesque example came
from the Ward Committeeman at Lapai, who wants the Council in some
mysterious way %o eliminate the inconveniences caused by Djaul being
an island rather than part of the mainland.

Djaul has by no means been neglected in the Tikana Council's waxk

works prozremme. There are cement water tamks in all villages and a
2lassroom at Pil wa school. In addition, the Council reimbursed the
paople for the Piliwa Aid Post, which was built on a celf-help basis
prior to the Council's inception. In tre 1970/71 programme, a furtker
tank for Piliwa school and improvemente to Sumunsa wharf are planned.
This seems fair znough for a Council of Tikana's income and stands

comparison with other wards, I emphasised the Council's ® roles other xha

than that of builder, and outlined some of the many expenditure items
which do not appear in material form in a Djaul village. I also made
it clear thav requests for Council assistance should be brought to the
local Councillor rather then to visiting patrol officers. The people
would gain a far better understanding of the full role of a Local
Government Council if they had tws Councillors who fulfilled their
daty to visit their electors, consult their wishes and explain recent
Council business. Tames apparentlw will not, and the latsa EZmos had
for some time been too gick to do so.
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. The House of Assemhly is still a most remote institution to the
Djaul peopls, and attempts to start lines of discussion on subjects
conpacted with it quickly fizzled out. The two liembers for the area,

Mr W, Lussick (New Ireland-Nanus Regional) and Mr D. Bokaf (Kaviang
Open), have each paid one visit to Djaul, but to Piliwa only, and the
people complained that they did not sece more of their members. I agreed
that it was desiravle for MiA's to visii their eleosorate as much ag
possible. At the same time I pointed out that an MHA, especially

Regional Member such as Mr Lussick engaged also on Committee work, has

a very large ar:a to cover and many other commitments. In this conrect-
ion I discussed the activities of the Select Committee on Constitutional
Development.

I think that the people regard the 'louse as having very similar

=

functions to those of the Council, judzing by the small parochial issues ;'

which they wished to raise with their members, issues which ought to

their Councillor - issues, some already mentioned, such as rcef blasting,i

more water tanks, a road.

I questioned the people about their understanding of political
perties, with very little reaction. Perry Kwan, leader of the United
Political Society, has visited Djaul, and Tames and Kombeng (men$ioned
above) have joined, but according to Tames they are the only people
from Djaul to have done so.

I heard nothing to suggect that there is any TKA-type cult activity
on Djaul.

(M) THZ ECONOLY OF THS AREA

(a) Latest fizures from the Dept of Agriculture, Stock and Fisheries
list economic tr:es on Djaul as follows:-

Coffee Robusta 5,000 trees (all bearing age)
Coconut palms 110,952 total palms
Cocoa &interplanted) 4,490 total trees
Cocoa (sole planted) 2,000 total trees

Cocoa is a fairly new crop for the Djaul people and only a small
proportion has come into bearing. To these latest figures, extracted
from the annual report for the year ended 30th June, 1969, should be
added recent cocoa plantings, which from my observations would be
about 2,000 new trees (snle and interplanted combined). No new coffee
has been planted, and new coconut plantings would not significantly
alter the above figure.

() Per annum production figures from the same report are as follows:-_
Coffee Robusta 0.36 toms
Copra 274 tons
Cocoa interplanted nil
Cocoa snle planted 0.60 tons

(¢) The coffee is all of bcoaring age, but is totally neglected,
except by Tames. In the year just completed I estimate that production
will e found to have dropped even below the pitiful figure listed
above. The pecple say that coffee production uses too much water and
the price obtained ie inadequate. I pointed out that the price being
paid by DASF (20c per lb, equals §448 per ton) makes harvesting well
worthwhile, and that the Tikana Council has a rule requiring gardens
to be kept in a clean condition. However, these words will have no
effect, any more than the encouragement of previous DASF and DDA
officers has.

Cocoa production will have risen slightly in the last year, but
will still be small as most trees are not yet mature. A small quantity
of interplanted cocoa was seen to have started bearing.

Its trade
store has now ceasel to operate and the only activity continuing is
the purchase of small guantities of copra from Lapai and Piliwa.

(h) Inquiries indicate that many Djaul people have savings accounts
with the Commonwealth Bank in Kavicng. However, information as to the
number of accounts and the total current balances id not available.

(1) The recernt Tikans Council tax patrol made a very poor collection
on Djaul. I was told that just prior to the tax visit a major festival
or warataba had been held in honour of the United Church, and the people
had sold all their available copra to raise money for this evert. Rumours
of Mataungan influence have been heard i. Kavieng, but I found nothing

to confirm them durir my stay, and in my opinion the reason for non-
payment stated above 1s genuine. I would expect that shortly sufficient
money will be available for the people to meet their obligations. At
Lopai, the Ward Committeceman Maileng said that he intended to bring his
people's arrears to Kavieng at the end of July.

/childrebut this was closed mid-way through 1909, Few/only were fitted into the

Piliwa school and most of the Sumunz and Leion children were sent to
mission schools at Kabien, where the people have relatives, or at Kav-
ieng. Unfirtunately, some children huve discontinued schooling altogether.

The health of the Djavl psople appeared to be uniformly good. There
are Aid Posts 2t Piliwa and Sumuna and Infant Welfare Nurees visit the
island regularly.

(ii) Lam and Order. There has been no gignificant crime on Djaul
recently.

(iii) Services provided by Government or its agencies. Apart from
patrols by various departments, the only Governmenty service provided is
the Piliwa school.

(iv) Missions. The United Church is the only mission represented
on Djaul. There are churches in all villages, and the mission employs
s minister at Piliwa, five non-ordained pastors at the other viilages,
and the orderly at Sumuna Aid Post.

' (a) The area surveyed is the Nalik Census Division
ff‘ situated oun the east coast of New Ireland.The total area of
§, the Division is approximately 130 square miles.The terrain
! extends from low coastal plains to mountainous ranges which
forms the central New Ireland Ranges.From Fissoa to Madina
: about two miles inland lies a semi-savanah grassland which
i e extends to the hottom of the mountiin ranges(small)waich
R | rise to over 800 feet.Volcanic sandy soils are found alorg
! | the coastal plains with black and dark-brown in most inland
: areas,mixed with lime stones.The vegeta tions varies as
moved inland,apart from the two main cash crops,to Kunai grass
and wild Pandenus trees on the semi-savanah grassland with
Sago palms along the river and intermittent stream courses to
tropical rainforest on the mountain ranges. The total rainfall
is approximately 140 inches with the tropical-climate all
the year round.

movements of that nature was noticed during the Patrol.
However,the economical development organisation or assoclation
known as TUTUKUVUI has been established in this area.The vk ¥y
association was believed to be a movement of cargo cult by i ]
the non-members,but since then they have reals that it is 18

Which resulted the outflow of casual labourers practically nil.

villages in the area visited have at least some of the clans
as listed abova.

(¢)There are three languistic groups in this area.
The common language spoken by all people throughout thb_!E§i~i
is the NALIK with the exception ot Lamalaua,Kama amd Lauapul.
The people of Lamalaua and Kama spoke the KUET dial l
language spoken throughout Kulot and Noatsi Census DEvlisions
which covers the area betwee- iaiama and Imun along  the west
coast and Lamelaua and Kono: :long the ea st coast.While the
people of Lauapul spoke a micture of KUET and NALIK.However as
a whole they can understand one and othsr,.

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(d) The relationship between the component sccial
group, as tc clans (refer to (C)(a) are the common groups in
the area which creates high degree of cohesion amongst them,
even if they are living at far distances. However the
affiliations or alliances does not occur within the same clan.

| The various people comtacted admitted that such establishment

_ could not occur amongst brothers because they regard people
of the same clan as brothers, and thus would only create
Jealousy and hatred which would result unsuccessful. In most
cases it only occurs between different clans and particularl
through ages. It is a common practise in & area tha
the husband has to become a member of the wife's f and
fully participate wife's village functions. However their

v children teke the name of the husband's clan.

4 (e) There are comporeat =ccial groups of the same clans

‘ outside but adjacent to the area been surveyed. The relationship
, between the component social gronzs has known to be succesaful,

| ‘ whenever there a group established to improve economic
- standards or anything of that nature. Here again the same clan
cannot intermarry even though they are living in another area.

| (D) LEADERSHIP.

f (a) There are three native Councillors in this area,

: KUNANG of Lamalaua, Wakaut of Madina and SIRINDA of Larislaba.

; They all have some leadership qualities which 13 their

g responsible positions. The outst Councillor in the area

. P is KUNANG who has been the Councillor his Werd 15 since the
establishment of the Tikana Local Govermment Council in 1956.

v However, as a whole they exercise their powers of respomnsibility

i to perform village functions in their respective wards for the

t benefit of their fellow villagers. The leadership status of

SIRINDA was hereditary whereas KUNANG and WAKAUT were acquired.

In every village visited, there are one or two appointed
associate ward committees, whom I believed to be the most -
influencial men in their respective villager., From what I
; gathered, they are the people that put whatever the Council's
! affairs lnto practicality and reality. Most committees are
=y respected by their people, however there are few in number
i Y that their positions terminated at very short intervals. The
— 2 8ix committees worth mentioning are FONGATABU WANDALU of

¥ Munawei, NAKAT TION of Logagon, SONGIZEL LUAMIS of Fissoa (F) ‘
PANGAU LAPASENG of Lauapul, LAUNDE MAVIS of Fatmilak and
MAIELES NOTA ¢f Kafkaf. The leadership status of MALELES and
. FONGATABU were hereditary whereas the rest were acquired, due
¥ to the ability to perform village functions aiwnd other associated
~ activities out of which the villagers benefit from.

There are a couple of people living in the villages that
are worth mentioning - MAZEP N and MAZEEKMAT, both of Munawei
Village. They both have educational background of Form III and
» left their jobs recently and are now 1li with the rest of the

3 village people. '.l!hoi are quite influencial due to their
" : sophistication. Their understanding of politics and govermment
‘ ' generally is to some extent greater than the rest of the village
, pg:g‘]l.:;d They both play a major role in improving the village
3/ 8 .
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(b) Listed hereunder are the brief background histories
of the above-mentioned people:

(i) KUNANG AITALAN: Aged about32, has no formal
education but he can rea write in Pidgin. He is a primary
groducer, owns smallholds of cocoa and cocomut plantations,

e has had no convictions in his life. He is one of the most
influencial men which proves that he has been the Councillor in
Ward 15 since the establishment of the Tikana Local Government
Council., Few poogle from the Ward 15 have admitted that there
are no person of his calibre for the sake of substitution
therefore he will be the Councillor for the rest of his life.
He ensures thet any projects are carriasd out by the Council, that
his ward gets its share and performs forward planning for
economic progress.

(ii) WAKAUT SA;%;Q: Approximate age 40. He was
educated in Methodis ssion School up to standard 6 level.
After lea school he became a mission school teacher. Then
he was a trade store owner. Later he became the senior member
of the Bahai Mission. Formerly an appointed Ward Committee,
during this time he was convicted of a riotous behaviour charge.
After serving in prison he was eiected as a Councillor. Quite
a large primary grodncor, he own cocoa and cocomut plantations.
An active Councillor with a pro-administration attitude and
encourages village groups on economic affairs.

(i11) s A : Aged about 36. Formally educated
in Vunapope Catholic Mission in Rabaul. Presumably reached
standard ;.or 8 at the most. He was then trained mechanic ‘::
comparatively short time at Vunapope »y the same Mission. n
became a plant operatonin Kavieng. Later the Co-operative Driver,
then employed bﬂoth. same Mission at Ho:gog, dozed the present
site where the Mongop High School now exists. He is a smallhold
producer of cocoa and coconuts (copra). He is now a contractor
as well as a Councillor. He is a contractor for bduil cement
tanks which is the Tikana Councii's project throughout the Tikana
Local Govermment Council area. His attitudes towards the
Administration are satisfactory.

(iv) LUANDE %%!ig: Approximate age of 39. Formally
educated by the Metho ssion, can read and write Pidgin.
No previous convictions. Small pr producer of cocoa and
coconmut. His atiitudes towards Counril's affeirs are gond,

(v) gg%%5§§_!gggz About 50 years of age. No formal
education. No previous convictions. A small producer of cocoa
and coconut (copra). An influencial man with a progressive
attitude towards economic development.

(vi) SINGIZEL LUAMIS (Female): Aged about 28.
Educated by the Tatholic Mission up to standard 9 or Form II
level. She then became a Mission teacher of the same mission.
Recently married and became quite influencial in her village due
to her sophistication as to broad knowledge of government and

economics at village level. She has a lease of a plantation v

from the Catholic Mission near Bura Village. Her enco ement
of village groups to improve economic standards and social life
are great, with pro-administration attitudes.
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{vii) RANGAU LAPASENG: Approximate age of 40. Attended
Utu Intermediate School and congletod Form 2. Became a teacher
in the Chimbu before the War., Subsequently War interrupted his
teaching. He became a wireless operator during the War, In
Mt. Hagen then to Kavieng. After the war he was a clerk at
the Kavieng District Office. Retired due to medical problems.
He is now a small primary producer of mainly copra cocoa.
His standard of education proves that he has an ability to

improve and encourages economic and Administration functions
at village level.
