
Keith Jarrett Performance

Jazz pianist Keith Jarrett will perform in concert at the University of California, San Diego Friday, Jan. 16, at
8:30 p.m. in the UC San Diego Gym.

Jarrett is an unconventional jazz pianist who was the pianist in two of the most influential bands of the '60s, the
Charles Lloyd Quartet and Miles Davis' "Fillmore" group. He brings to the stage a constantly changing approach
to his music that has won him acclaim throughout the jazz world.

Jarrett describes his concerts as a process in which he first empties himself of any musical thought and then
begins performing, improvising as he plays, until he has filled himself and the concert hall with music.

Tickets for the performance are $3 for UC San Diego students in advance and $4.50 for general admission.
